At the same time they cer-
tainly curtail the importation of rough' tim-
ber to the ultimate prejudice, we suppose,
of the big importing houses, which by their
stability and the magnitude of their opera-
tions have helped to sustain the importance
of the timber trade in the great world of
eommerce. -1t i8 not pleatrant to Mook for-
ward to the timber trade as a business deal-
ing in carloads and cases, and without en-
tering into a discussion on highly complex'
fiscal questions, it appears o us to be a
pressing need that English ~dpital, aided by
high mechanical talent, shouid make an effort
to stem by effective campetition the tide of
manufactured wood goods now being poured
into this country.

Rev.- B. N. Nobles then read the report
of the home mission board of New Bruns-
wick, which was taken up and discussed,
clause by clause. The report touched on
the general statement, general missiona-
ary, student missionaries, mission - pastors,
policy and outlook- :

Doctor Manning then read the report
from the foreign mission board.

The report showed that 18 mission cir-
cles have been served during the whole
or part of the year by 14 pastors and six
students. There have been 61 additions
to these churches by baptism. The total
amount contributed by these circuits to-
wards pastors’ support was $2,701.69, to-
ward denominational work, $300.78. The
total expenditure of the board in supple-
menting the salaries of these pastors was
$1,114.32. !

Regarding the outlook.on the field, the
report says:— .

“If only more .men were available as
pastors for these weak interests a great
barrier to the proéecflﬁ'm of our work
would be removed. Notwithstanding all
efforts to secure pastors, a number of
these circuits have been without pastoral
oversight. Verily the prayer of our peo-

Acadia College had a staff of 12 profes-
sors.. Doctor Kietstead requested a con-
tinuance of public patronage which in the
past had been enjoyed by the affiliated in-
stitutions. The outlook for the coming
year was quite encouraging.

The doctor then discussed some of the
principles on which the schools were
founded and clased with the observation
that Baptist schools were a necessity to
Baptists and of vast good to the public.
