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how this large amount of work has been kept up 80 well with so small a staff. To
my personal knowledge the young gentlemen are promptly in the office at 9 a.m.,
and do pot leave it, excepting fo a mid.day dinner, which is necessary in this cold
country, until 5 p.m. Then several evenings each week that 1 have been here they
have returned to the office and worked until a late hour, and this to keep up the
rontine

The offices are very good, but already somewhat cramped for room. They are
also short of desks and places in which to lock up private and important papers—a
safe or fire-proof vault is also much needed.

I have the honor to forward my Report on Indian matters in the North-West
Territories and Manitoba for the seasonof 1882.

When lagt T had the honor of addressing you on Indian mstters I was able to
report o fuiriy eatisfactory ~tate of affuirs, and I am glad to say that this year further
progress has been made. and the Jndians generslly who have remained on their
reserves have been (for Indians) well pleased with their treatment by the Govorn-
ment, and have made considerable progress in agriculture, iu fact, &0 much has been
accrmaplished this year that I think the question as to whether the policy of the
Go - rureent in assisting the Indians with Instructors and endeavoring 1o make them
sel. ustaining would be a success or not, is settled satisfactorily. Much has already
been done, buta great work is still beforcus, Liarge numbers of the Crees are on the
pleius whao before many mouths are passed must return to their reserves, when this
takes place firm measures will have to be adopted to prevent the new arrivals from
deroralizing the old settlers. and to convinee them that they must work as others
have done in order to receive as«istance from the Government.

In my Report of last year I stated that 1 was in hopes another year to be able to
dispense with the greater part of the Instructors’ force in the easterm section of
Treaty No. 4, 1 am happy 10 say my hopes in that respect have been realized, and on
the first of November, | clored Furms No. 1 and No. 2. I may state that I consider
the Trdizne in the eastern rection of Treaty No. 4, as far as Fort Ellice, with the excep
tion of a few who settled for the fiist time this year, practically self sustaining, they
havs a iarge acreage of Jand iu good condition for cultivation, plenty of seed for next
year, ard a large surplus of food 1aired this summer, this with the labor they are
able tc obtein from setilers, coupled with their regular hunt, should certainly place
them in a porition of indeperdence.

. In the western section of Treaty No. 4 the recerves at Crooked Lakes, File Hills,
Toachwood Hills and Qu’Appelie Lukes are getting into a good state of cultivation,
bus these Indiany except on the Crooked |akes and Qu'Appelle Lakes huave pot
advaneed as much a8 many ot ers with no greater advantages. I expect, however,
to ?»e)&ble'tn report in another year that this portion of the district is in the same
Batisfactory state as the eastern s-crion, and that the only assistance the Government
Will be called upon to afford will be to belp the sick and infirni.
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
