the same doors wide open when brutality
needs to be exposed. There is no prison so
secluded, so barred and bolted, that the fear
of newspaper report and criticism is not felt
within 1ts walls.

Unfortunately, this account of services ren-
dered by the press in connection with the mat-
ter of ctime shows items on the debit side so
numerous and sometimes so large in amount as
to make society its creditors rather than its
debtors. It is one thing to_portray crime, as

wveal. It would be easy, by quotation from
well-known and influential newspapers, to
sustain these statements, bunt the proofs
are too offensive to put in evidence; nor
is such demonstration necessary; every
reader of newspapers knows how continuall
and to what extent this offense is eommxtbedv
Everything which a perverted ingenuity can
supply is done to make these sensational re-

rts of crime more offensive. Headlines,
in display type of the most conspicuous
kind, are devised to catch the eye and awaken
prurient curiosity; the re J)ulsne story is told
with dramatic skill and artistic finish; the
characters are sketched with a bold, free hnd
the plot is effectively unfolded from its evil
inception to its horrible climax; and upon the
denouement are Javished all the resources of
re rial skill. The impression eft on the
mmd of the reader is rather that of a neatly
executed scheme, with a dash of heroism and
romance in it, than of a shocking and repul-
sive cutbreak of the lowest elements of human
life.

1t is only justice to these violators of public
decency in the press to add to this indictment
that, In a certain sense, the public are acces-
sories after the fact in this oft-repeated offense.
Jf people did not read these loathsome ac-
counts the newspapers would not print them.
It is undoubtedly true that the majority
of newspaper proprietors and editors who are
responsible “for sensational treatment of crime
employ that method, not because they like it,
but because they believe the public like it.
