accident which killed his best
friend and left him in a coma
with two cracked vertebrae.
He was in a coma for 6 weeks
before regaining conscious. He
recovered from his coma hav-
ing no brain damage or loss of
memory. The only injury he
sustained from the coma was
his loss of perfect sight which is
now near-sighted.

He says “that is the only
thing wrong with me, I have
no brain damagel Sometimes
my speech is a little slurred
from the medication I'm on
but that is the only thing”.
After recovering from his
coma, Paul went through five
months of viso-therapy so as to
learn how to walk again. After
finishing his viso in July, he
became a lifeguard and work-
ed on the ice at a hockey school
for the rest of the summer.
Paul has re-entered ARTS
and is still working with coach
Nickelchok, of the Devils, as
their cameraman.

Paul would like to thank
everyone for their best wishes
and encouragement.
