Taking all these factore into
congideragtion, we have come to the conclusion that in the
first week of Novemker, the third of Novemter, which is a
Thursday, would te the test day on which to open the
conference, and that the conference should last for at least
a week. Perhaps ite proceedinge can te concluded in a week's
time, ktut if something should occasion protracted disgcussion,
we shall still have left a couple of days in the following
week in which to carry on the proceedings.
