The 800th anniversary of Queen Eiizabeth'’s
accession to the throne was ceicbrated in Lon-
don on  Wednesday by religious services. At
Westminster Abbey, there was a full choral ser-
vice, and a sermwon by the Dean of Westminster,
Dr. Trench, in which the historical character of
Elizabeth was cketched with great power and
vividness; while at Christ Church, in the aity,
Dr. M'Neile preached a sermon on the same sub-
ject before the Court of Aldermen, the Sheriffs,
and other municipal magnates, At the Scotch
Church, in Covent Garden, Dr. Cumming, with
whom the movement may be said to have origi-
nated, delivered an effective sermon on the Re-
formation and its results ; and Dr. M'Neile, leav-
ing London in the afterncon, addressed a large
meetiiag in the Liverpool Ampbitheatre in the
evening of thesame day. To this movement the
recent eflorts of the Tractarian party to intro-
duce the ice of Auricular confession into
the Church of England bas imparted great zeal,
—a zeal, however confined principally to Lon-
don'nd the large towns where the Evangelical
section of the Church is in great force. The
Bishop of London’s charge to his clergy has also
excited a good deal of atiention. He vigorously
condemns the Puseyite practices and mimicry
of the ritual of the Roman Cathoiic Church ; tells
the clegy that the days of church-rates are over,
and that for the tuture the Church must depend
for support on the affection of the people rather
than expect to be propped up by the secular
arm.

For the season, the weather has been unusally
severe, not so much in Eogland, perbaps, as on
the Continent. The accounts of the frost and
snow in France, Belgium, Germany, and Switz-
erland show that the winter has set in very ear-
ly, and with more thaf ordinary severity. But
it is probable that the change which we have ex
perinced in this locality may be very extensive

1n its ramificati In this climate on an aver-
age of years, there is very little snow or frost
before Christmas.

The Prince of Wales has let England for
Berlin, on a visit to his sister, and it is said, will
pass the winter in Rome. The Record is terri-
bly perplexed about this visit. * We trust,” says
that orthodox journal, “ that we shall not be
deemed senseless bigots if we venture te express
an earnest hope, nay, confidence, that the royal
parents of the princely youth bave well consid-
ered, and yet consider, the snares which are cer-
tain to beset bis path. We do not suppose that
there will be any direct altempt to induce bim
to forsake the faith by virtue of which his illus-
trious family set on the throne of Great Britain.
We believe that Cardinal Antonelli is far too sub-
tle and too secular in his views to desire that the
Prince of Wales should imitate the second James,
and barter his crown for a mase.

A correspondernce bas been published between
the Earl of Derby and Sir Cuiling Eardly, re-
lative to the Maynooth grant.

The Freeman's Journal, refer-
ring to this corrospondence, repudiates Sir Cul-
ling's estimate of compensation,—£800,000 No-
tbing short of a capital, it states, which would an-
nually produce the present graat, on a sound
investment, would satisfy the Irish people.

Mr. Gladstone has pted the office of Lord
High Commissiorier Extraordinary to the Ionian
Islands, and will at once leave England for Cor-
fu. Instructions have been sent by telegraph to
the Admiral commanding the Mediterranean
fleet to despatch a steamer to Trieste for the pur-
pose of conveyiog her Majesty’s Special Com-
wissioner to his destination. Mr. Gladstone is ex~
pected to arrive at Trieste to-morrow week. The
great body of the Ionians are of the Greek
Church and speak the Greek language, and since
the Protectorate has been eatablished and partic-
ularly of late years, they bave evinced a constant
antipathy to British rale, Her Majesty’s Gov-
eroment wishing to obtain the most accurate in-
formation respecting the causes which have led
to the political disorganisation of the dependen-
cy, bave determined to entrust the investigation
ot the grievances of our Ionian fellow subjects
to a Special Commissioner, whose information
will be acquired by personal observation. Mr.
Arthar Gordon, third son of Lord Aberdeen,
will accompany Mr. Gladstone as Secretary or
a9 attache to Coriu. Mr. Gordon was for some
time precis writer at the Foreign-office, and also
acted as Private Secretary to bis father while
Prime Minister.

It is stated that France intends to extend her
dominion in Africa to the banks of the Niger,
and bas with that view adopted a plan proposed
by M Faidherbe, Governor of Senegal.

Oupe.—The Bombay Standard says that from
September 18th to October 20d 3500 of the
enemy are supposed to have been killed near
Lucknow and 18 of their guns taken. Two ac-
tions, on the 15th October, probably brought up
the loss of the rebels to close on 4000. The
above paper also states that the country on the
frontiers of Oude is still disturbed. There are
believed to be 100,000 men still in arms against
us, but they are daily coming in. They seem to
bave lost heart and purpose when they are
brought for a little to a stand. 5000 of them are
quite ready to run away before 500 assailants.—
We attack them without the slightest regard to
numbers.

CenxTRAL InpIA —Tantia Topee, cousin of
Nana Sahib, bad in the early part of Octover a
force of 30,000 men, with 4000 cavalry and 30
guns. The victory gained over him by General
ﬁilcbell is the most important event brought by

e present mail. Tantia Topee was hemmed in
by a well.concerted movement from different
points ; Mitchell’s force came up with him at the
morning halt. The enemy was observed at the
distance of a mile advancing with their cavairy
in front. The alarm wus instantly sounded ; the
artillerymen sprang to their guns. The enemy’s
cavalry formed in a line about a mile in advance
of the main body and waited ; Mitcheli's guns
unlimbered at 600 yards with ehell, and threw
the rebels into immediate confusion. A charg
followed, during which numbers of the enemy
fell; the infantry then advancing, bayonetted
the dismounted men, who lay concealed in the
bushes of the jungly ground, and deployed in
front of the main body of the rebels, formed with
a thick jungle all around thew, two guns on their
right, three in their centre, and one on their left.
Not a shot was exchanged till the English line
was within 400 yards’ range, when the rebels
opened from their artillery, sending the shot far
over the beads of our men. The 92nd and 71st
then charged ; carried the position, took the guns,
and dispersed the enemy, who were then well
plied with shrapnell by the artillery. The fight
lasted till two o’clock in the afternoon, when the
rebels bad all disappeared. Oaly two of our men
were killed—one of the 71st and one of the 92nd

jghlanders, who, baving been sent to the rear

ed, were cut to pieces by some rebels bid
in the neighbourhood. After a balt onf the 10th,
General Mitchell crossed the Betwa ; on the 19ih
bc again encountered Tanti Topee. In the ac-
tion which ensued the rebels weie again beaten ;
they lost four guns, and were driven towards the
river, Colonel Liddell fo'lowing them shortly
alter.

Lieutenant Kerr, with his 600 Mahratta Horse,
and her Majesty’s 17th Lancers, have already
passed into Central India, and there is no reason
why, with an adequate force of well-mounted
men, we should not anticipate the capture of
Tantia Topee and other troublesome chefs,

The Bombay correspondent of the 7'wmes says
that General Mitchell Jost 200 Highlanders, dead
and hors de combal from sunsiroke, and be forced
his marches so severely that his bagpage fell
gradually to the 1ear, where it was cut ofl and
carried away piecemeal by the insurgents.

The Bombay journals are fuil of ths move-
ments of troops in different directions, with the
view of throwing a large force into the disfricte
which were occupied by the rebels. Lprge
draughts bad arrived from England ; the 18:h
and 33rd are ordered up the country for Pqona.

The ex-King of Delhi has been sent to [Cal-
cutta under an escort of Carbineers. L

The proclamotion in, which her Majesty Queen
Victoria is to assume direct dominion over her
Indian realm, was expected to be made public
on the 4th of November both at Calcutta and
Bombay. Great preparations for the occasion
were making—there were to be illuminations on
a grand scale.

China, Japan, and Ccchin China.

According to the last news from China, which
is to the end of September, Lord Elzin was
still awaiting at Shanghai the arrival of the
Commissioners for arranging the tariff, and as
these geutlemen did not leave Pekin until the
middle of August, their appearance is not look-
ed for until the first week in October. As
th® American treaty was made first, the tarifl tor
it should be completed in :imilar order. 1lis
Excellency Mr. Reed does. not see this, and has
gone to Japan.

The Russian Ambassador, Count Poutiatine,
proceeds to Europe, carrying a (reaty recently
concluded by his Excellency at the Court of
Jeddo. Tanff details for the China-Ru-s treaty
are of no moment, apparently. We bear of no
legation for arranging them either at Shanghai
or Tien-tsin.

We learn that cholera had visited Japan, and
was carrying off a great number of the inhabi-
tants. Its first apearance was after the arrival
of an American man of war at Nagasaki, on
board which vessel a case occurred, and in com-
munication with the shore no precautionary
quarantine measures were ohserved This hap-
pens at an_unfortunate moment, and has raised
prejudices in the minds of the Japanese against
foreigners, and we hear that the Russians and
Dutch bave since been very ill received in con-
sequence. The Japanese supposed their wells
bad been poisoned.

A declaration issued by Admiral de Genouilly
bas appeared in the Government Ga:cile that
the bay and river of Turane and the port of
Chang Callao are held in a state of blockade by
the naval and military French forces. It ap-
pears to be the desire to keep the proceedings
at Cochin China from the knowledge of the

ublic, as the accounts received by the chartered
3citish steamer Scotland, just returned irom
Turane, are very meagre, The China Mail
says :—* The British steamer Scotand, charter-
ed as a transport by Admiral de Genoui Iy,'re-
turned from Cochin China on Tuesday evening
last. She brings very little news indced, and
what little the officers know they are not per-
mitted to communicate. Still, from a pretty
authentic sourc® we gather that a fow days after
the arrival of the expedition in Turon Harbour,
fire was opened upon the fiva forts built to de-
fend tbe town; and as the fire was not returned,
the forts were occupied without resistance or the
loss of a single Fsenchman or Spaniard, and
that the town is at tbeir mercy. The military
force bas taken quiet possession ot the penin
sula east of the town, where the French speak
of founding a coiony ; and as they expect no as-
sistance from the patives, thev think of import-
ing labourers from China. The ships are at an-
chor under the lee of a beadlsnd, in the sizht of a
rich agricultural country ; no' withstanding which
they are without fresh provisions, and the Scot-
land has been sent up here for live stock and
stores, with which she witl rerurn to Turon in a
few days. The Cochin Chinese were on the
look out for stragglers from the aliied lines, and
bad already picked up four or five. An expe
dirion is expected to start for Hue, the capital,
in the course of six or eight weeks.”

The subject of the Lecture was “ The Papacy
—its present chronological position, and conse-
quent policy and prospects.” The Lecturer
commenced by expressing his great satisfaction
in being appointed to the high bonor of deliver-
ing the preparatory lecture on hebalf of the Alli-
ance. He admired its principles, be sympathis-
ed in its trials, and be rejoiced at its success, It
would be a fruitless effort to attempt, in the limit-
ed space reserved for this notice, to give a sketch
of this most intensely instructive and elcquent
lecture commensurate with its merits, and, we can
say but little more than that the lecturer proved
himself to be master of his subject. Accept-
ing Fleming’s view of the downfall of Mobam-
medanism and Popery as the correct interpreta-
tion of a portion of the Apocalypse he showed
how remarkably his predictions, made some one
hundred and fifty years back, bave been fulfilled.
That the fifth viol of the Almighty’s wrath would
be poured out upon * the seat of the beast,” viz,
that the Papacy would receive a wound at the
very centre of her system in the year 1848, at
which time the Pope was actually obliged to flce
from Rome and seek refuge in a distant land;
that the pouring out of the sixth viol upon “ the
river Eaphrates, drying up its waters,” viz., that
the death blow that Mohammedanism would re-
ceive would almost immediately succeed the for-
mer event, (witness Turkey, Persia and China
in their relations to Christianity at the present
time, and the overthrow of the Mougul Dynasty
in India,) and the Man of Sin, availing himself
of propitious circumstances, will increase and
continue to exercise his baneful inflaences until
the year 2000, at which date the seventh viol
will be poured out, and Great Babylon (Popery,)
being finally demolished, Cbristianity in its
purity and power will iltuminate the king-
doms of the earth. The lecturer was greeted
with repeated bursts of applause. The opening
lecture of the course was announced for the
17th Dec , by the Rev. Professor King,—Subject :
—+ The Papacy, a conspiracy against civil aud
religious liberty.”
