Broomine ArarMED.—One who lived long in a
Romanist country has told us of the repeated con-
flicts between himself and tlie priests. He says
that he found after a while that if he showed signs
of retiring, of “giving way,” that the priests in-
stantly became insolent and overbearing, but if he
showed them an Englishman’s courage and deter-
mination, then they collapsed. His judgment is
that the best policy for those who have to deal
with Rome is to  grasp the nettle” firmly, to be
staunch, bold, unyielding, for this policy will cause
We have
tWo proofs this week of our friend’sjudgment b.ing
sound, and of the opposite policy to his, being not
only cowardly but unwise. The Quebec Govern-
ment having received the moral support of this
Province through the publicly expressed sympathy
of Attorney-General Mowat, was about to infliot &
shameful outrage on Protestant feelings and eon-
viction by compelling oaths in Qaebec courts to be
taken on a crucifix. All places where oaths were
taken were to be compelled to provide a crucifix for the
ceremony. It was thought that Mr, Mowat’s friend-
ship with Mr. Mercier would enable the priest
party to carry out this scheme. Alas! for their
knowledge of Protestants! Those in Quebec caring
not one baubee for the Ontario Government or its
controller, Dr. Lynech, made such a demonstration
against this crucifix outrage, and some in Ontario

icking out of the party traces becsuse of this ex-
treme measure, so alarmed the Roman political
suthorities tWat the erucifix bill 'has been with-
drawn. We are, however, most thavkfal for ite
introduction. We rather wish that it had been
Putinto force. We have a class of Protestants in
Oatario who are o blinded by political partisanship

that nothing short of a Canadian Protestant being
burnt at the stake by the Roman Churel, would
enable them to see the aggressions made by Popery
in Ontario, by athe help of the Government. The
Orucifix Bill has oaased some few to open their
eyes, and to ask,—What next? Some bolder spirits
have even gone so far as to ask,—‘* Was it for this
that we helped the Ross Bible party in power, that
their sympathy and friendsbip shonld embolden
the bigots of Quebeo to bving in a crucifix bill ?”
No thanks, however, to the Evangelical or other
papers that are Protestant one day, and silent
another day, as political interests dictate. We
who have stood staunch have this prida that we
have compelled the Ross Bible to be put in subor
dination to the Word of God, not in substitution ae
Mr. Blake and his friends wished, and we have
compelled the Papist Government of Qaebec to
withdraw the Crucifix Bill. Let our friends take
heart, in the past we have been too timid, too mealy
mouthed, too namby-pamby in dea'ing with Rome
and its Protestant political allies, henve their out-
rageous School privileges and our humiliating posi-
tion as contributors to Papist® schools! If the
Protestants of Oatario would act as such and put
politics in subordination to their religion, if they
would think less cf a party leader and more of their
God, the aggressions of Rome in Canada would be
stopped. The withdrawal of the Crucifix Bill and
the postponement of the Jesuit Bill are Protestant
triumphs, trinmphs that is of ocivil aud religious
equality of all citizens before the law, for which
Canada has reason to be deeply thankful.

Lorp SeLBorNE oN IrisE Priests —Two priests
in Ireland are in prison for refusing o give evidence
in a court of law. They were not asked to reveal
anything learnt in their capacity as priests, the
confessional was not sought to be violated. Bat
it was simply a question as to whether a certain
man was in a ocertain place on a certain day. This
the rebellious priest went to jail rather than an-
swer, as his reply might have brought a criminal
to justice. Lord Selborne writes in reference to
this case :

“Itis now more than a hundred years since
Blackstone wrote that ¢ however, in times of ignor-
ance and superstition, that monster in true policy
may for a while subsist, of a body of men residing
in the bowels of a state, and yet independent of its
laws, yet, when learning and rational religion have
a little enlightened men’s minds, sodiety can no
longer endure an absurdity so gross as must de-
stroy its very fundamentals.’” When such things
happen it is difficult not to call to mind the claims
put forward a fgagyears ago in the name of jhe
Roman Qatholic Oburch, by a personage whose in-
fluence at the present time can hardly be slight,
in whatever direction it may be exerted. A Jis

course by Cardinal Manning, on Pope Pins 1X's
‘ Syllabus of 1864, delivered in the Pro Cathedral
ot Kensington, was fully reported on October 4 b,
1869. In answer to a (supposed) inquiry, ‘ Why
should the Holy Father touch on any matters of
politics at all,” he is reported to have said that
¢ politics were a part of morals,’ were ‘ nothing but
morals in the wigest sense,’ and, also, that ° both
in matters of faith and in matters of morals, the
JOatholic Church, and the head of the Oatholic
Cpureh also, by Divine assistance, were infallible.’
And he put the following words (as it were) into
the Pope’s mouth: ‘I eay I am liberated from ali
civil subjection. And I elaim more than this: 1
claim to be the supreme judge and director of the
consciences of men. I am the sole, last, supreme
judge of what is right and wrong.’ It was with
reference to a claim not diff-rent in prineiple, made
by the Vatican Councilin 187 4, that Mr. Gladstqn_e,
in October of that year, wrote of Rome as baving,
in this nineteenth century, *substituted for the
proad boast of ssmper eadem, a policy of violence
and change in faith,” and as baving ‘ refurbisbed
and paraded anew every rusty tool she was fondly
‘thonght to have disused’; so that ‘no one could

become her convert without renouncing his moral

and mental freedom, avd plasing his civil loyalty
at the meroy of another.’”

Tee CrurcE or Rome N ALLIANGE wiTH AN-
ArcEY.— We know in Canada that Rome cares not
one jot for Protestant rights, and we can harcly
blame her for she fia?s political Protestants who
are just as reckless of those rights when their de-
wands inerfere with the tyrannous olaims of R >me,
[t will be well for such and for thoughtful R)man-
ists to hear what Lord Selborne says as to the
«ffzot on society of Rome being in slliance with
anarchy :

“ For any Ohurch—but especially for a Church
making such a olaim as that of Rome to the diree.
tion by Divine right of the comsciences of men—to '
ally hersell anywhere with the forces of avarchy
and disorder, working by means inconsistent wih
elementary principles of morality, 18 certainly not
a light matter. Kver since the beginning of 1his
century there have been many men in England
who, though firm in their religions convictions on
the Angliean or Protestant side, have had their
feelings towards their Roman Catholic fellow
Christians very much softened from various oauses ;
whose sympathies have been with them whenever,
in any country, the secular power may huve seemed
to press hardly upon them ; and who have always
been ready to extend to them in this country un.
grudgingly and without fear the fallest measure of
civil cquality. To such men as these, and atill
more to the many loyal aud true-hearted R man
Oatholics of the United Kingdom, the new attitude
of the heads of the Roman Qathglic Churoh in Ire-
land must be painful in & degree which it is diffi ;ult
to express ; not only, nor chiefly, because it aggra-
vates civil troubles already serious enough. and
throws into the scale of public demoralisatin &
power which oughi to be (above all othere) opposed
to it; but even more, because it disappoinis the
hopes which might have been formed of better
days to come for that ¢ part of Christendom
which the Roman Qatholie Oburgl represents.
