Prayer.

Read, as engrossed, the Resolutions of Appropriation of the 5th instant.
Ordered, that Mr. Harrison take the said Resolutions to the Council and desir

their concurrence thereto.
Mr. Campbell, from the Joint Committee of the Council and House of Assembly

to wait upon His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor, with the Address to be lait
before His Majesty, praying an amendment of the Act of Parliament for the naturali
zation of Aliens, and to request His Excellency would be pleased to transmit the same:
Reported, that they had, with the Committee of the Council, waited upon His Excel.
lency, and he was pleased to say, he would, with much pleasure, lay the Address be.
fore His Majesty.

On motion of Mr. Chandler.-The House, according to the order of the day, went
into Committee of the whole, in further considération of a Bill for the Endowment of
King's College, at Fredericton, in the Province of New-Brunswick.

Mr. Clarke in the Chair of the Com'iittee.
The Chairman reported, that they had made further amendments thereto, and

agreed to the Bill under the title'of a Bill for the Endowment of King's College, at
Fredericton, in the Province of New-Brunswick ; and also to make new provisions
for the establishiment an support of Gramm-ar Schools, throughout the Province.

A Message from His Majesty's Council.
Mr. Bliss, Master in Chancery, informed the House that the Council had agreed to

a Bill to repeal certain provisions of an Act to continue until the 1st day of April,
1880, certain Acts providing for the more eifectually repairing the Streets and Bridges
in the City and County of St. John, and to amend the sane, with amendnents ; tc
which they request the concurrence of the House.

And that lie vas directed further to iiform the House, that the Council had agreet
to the Resolutions of Appropriation, dated SlstJanuary, 1829, excepting that grantinl
678. : 12 : 5, to reimburse the Overseers of the Poor, of St. John and Portland, fo
sums advanced to distressed Emigrants and B3lack Refugees ; and that grantin;
161. : 7 : 1, to reimburse the expenses incurred in Chatham, in support of transier
Poor.

And to communicate to the House the following Resolution
" Resolved, that the Council are willing to concur in a grant to the Overseers <

the Poor for St. John, or Portland, for expenses incurred by themn for the relief <
Black Retigees, and also in a grant for the relief and support of sick and indigent Em
grants gencrally, as granted in 1828."

On motion of Mr. Chandler.-The House went into Comnittee of the whole, i
further consideration of the Message from His Excellency the Lieutenaht Governo
relative to Customs Salaries.

Mr. M<Kay in the Chair of the Committee..
The Chairman reported, they had made further progress therein, and that he wi

directed to ask leave to sit again. Which was granted.
