TORONTO, June 30.—Ontario has
declined to discard the tired Govern-
ment of Sir James Whitney to place

in office Mr. Newton Wesley Rowell
and the exponents of his .one-plank
policy. The féverish campaign of the
Liberal leader himself, the clamor of
the party press, and the fulminations
from the pulpl’t of ‘those clergymen
who fell for the cry of “Abolish the
bar,” added but a handful of members
to the corporal’s guard of Liberals in
the Legislature for the past decade.
The common sense of .the electors
and their gratitude for the stainless
administration and progressive legis-
lation of the present Governmnet re-
mained unsk **~-~_.ir. Rowell' him-
self receiveu an intimation of ‘the
temper of the people in his own con-
stituency of North Oxford, where his
majority of 560 at the last general
election was reduced to 125.

As a result of the voting through-
out the province yesterday, Sir James
Whitney and his Government = willJ
have 84 members in the new Legisla-
ture. Mr. Rowell will have a follow-:
ing of 25, and there will be 2 Inde-
pendents, including Mr. Gusme ‘Ev-
anturel, the Lrbeta{, ho y

bor member, who was re-elected in
East Hamilton by a substantial ma-
jority.

The Government thus comes back
to the Legislature with one seat more
than it had after the general election
of 1911. It has a majority of 59 over
the Liberals, and 57 over Liberals and
Independents combined. Mr, Rowell
on the other hand, boasts only three
more followers th#h at the close of
the polls on December 11, 1911. With
definite returns lacking in a number
of cases it was impossible last night
to arrive at the Government’s popular
majority. But despite the fact that
Mr. Rowell has a net gain of six seats
the increased majorities given to Gov
ernment candidates make it evident
that the Liberal leader has behind him

Features of Contest Just Closed—Mr. Brewster Fought Against
Tremendous Odds, and the “Moral” Issue Was the Result of
Political - Machinations - Here—Victory Was Soon Forgotten

When the Voice of the People

of Ontario Was Heard.

South-Brant and North Brant yes-
terday forsook the most progressive
and thoroughly honest government it
ever had, and Joseph H. Ham of this
city and Scott Davidson of Paris are|
the new representatives from this
county in_the Ontario Legislature. ,

In Brantford, the biggest vote on
record was polled, over 6,100 voters
all told marking their ballots. The
campaign was one of the most strenu-
ous on record, and the interest in the
result was intense. The result, to put
it mildly, ‘was somewhat of @ surprise
although it was known by Conserva-
tives that the opposition to be en-
countered in Brantford, for reasons
which became evident early in the

fight, in conference, pulpit and Sun-
day school, would be of the stiffest
kind. Yesterday’s figures in Brant-

ford city show that Conservatives
were led away by the score by the
political catch cry with which they
were harpooned. While pulpits were
used in Brantford for a great moral
victory on behalf of-the Liberal can-.
didate, the Liberal machine was hust-
ling and doing its utmost to line up
the foreign vote, and coralled be-
yond doubt this vote was when vot-
ing day came. To the Conservatives
who deserted their party in Brant-
ford yesterday will' doubtless come
the realization that the issue was
not a moral one, as was honestly sup-

allegiance, but was a bold gamble for
power by the Liberal cohorts, a
gamble which lost. Rowell came to
abolish, but remained to be annihil-
ated, and practically all Ontario, ex-
cept the two Brants did its duty.

It was conceded after the returns
were received from a very few sub-
divisions in the city, that the Liberal
candidate would be elected. In order
to carry the riding, Mr. Brewster had
ordinarily to sécure a majority not

less than  .250 in the city.
Yesterday he would have
had to  secure a slight increase

on that figure. Early returns showed
the vote in Brantford very close, and
Wards Four and Five swung to the
Liberal column, giving Mr. Ham a
majority in the city. It was then that
the election of the Liberal candidate
was conceded.

Mr. Brewster and his workers put
up a splendid fight, and it was a fight
against tremendous odds. The declar-
