The game of cricket hi as dearly 
loved by the boys of tirent Britain as 
is our game of baseball by young 
America.

The batsman 
is called striker. The aim of the bowl­
er Is to knock down the wickets. The 
striker stands in front of the wicket 
and with a flat bat does his best to 
guard the wickets. A strikdr is out 
when a wicket falls or when he is 
caught out on a fly. The little boy 
with the cricket bat was snapped in a 
London park during the Easter holi­
days.

Game of Suggestions.

This is done by the 
last player mentioning not the last 
thing he thought of. but the thing that 
suggested it to him. The retracing is 
more difficult than the original sugges­
tions.

In this game two things are impor­
tant One is that silence be main­
tained; the other that the word you 
give should be suggested to you only 
by the previous player’s remark. It is 
more fun to be quite honest about it 
and really say what was first suggest­
ed instead of making a choice.
