of artillerymen employed in 
the recent operations in the 
Verdun region was greater than 
the number of infantrymen put 
into battle line. This surpris­
ing fact is explained by the 
correspondent of The Temps at 
Verdun as being due to the dif­
ficulty of the gunners tasks in 
addition to the immense num­
ber of cannon. Heavy shells 
had to he carried to the guns 
for hours at a strdtrh by men 
who were compelled to wear 
masks which rendered breath­
ing difficult and obstructed 
their vision.

The correspondent adds that 
the object of the artillery now 
is less directed to destroying 
enemy guns than to forcing the 
German gunners to suspend ser­
vice and seek shelter. For this 
purpose he says gas shells are 
employed largely.
