_An Interesting Case.

Ficho readers may remember reading
of the death in St John recently of Mr
Bernard Brannan, a well-known citizen
who brought over the Paris Rowing crew
to Halifax some years ago. Brannan
was taken ill on April 24, of erysipelas
ia the head, and died on April 8tk His
sadden demise has been the cause of a
rather complex question of lifeinsurance,
which may be of interest to the laig
number who are affected by life insur-
aice contracts to-day

On the 19th of March My Brannan gave
an wpplication fur £6,000 of ineurar ce to
the local agent of the Confederation Life
association. When giving the applica-
tion Brannan said he would make pay-
ment when the policy was received. The
application was forwarded to the head
office, approved, and in due cour-e the
policy was sent through the Halifax cfiice
to the local ageut at St Joha., Onits
receipt by the latter gentleman Mr Bran-
nan was so seriously ill that, according to

the terms of the application and policy, |*

under which it is stated that polizy shall
not be operative until the premium be
paid and the policy delivered duiing the
life time and good health of the insured,
Le withheld delivery of the police which
had reached him on April 6th: Brannan,
as already stated died on the 8th; here
was an unfortunate position for buth
parties. According to the terms of the
application and policy, the latter could
not be held to be a completed contract,
and yetit would seem that both par-
ties bad intended that it should be
go. Mr Green, provincial manager
for the company, visited St John, and
after enquiring into all the facts, submit-
ted the proposition to the company and
to Mrs Brannan, whether, with the un-
doubted intention of Brannan to pay ile
premium, and of the company, on its
paxt, to deliver the policy, receive prem-
jum, and fix upon ilself the amount of
the insurance,—might it not be fair for
each party to admit the inability of the
other to take the steps necessary to make
ita complete contract, and afthe same
time for each to recognize the honest in-
tention of the other and méet half way,
Thig proposition was submilted to the
directors of the company, who immedi-
ately authorized asettlement on this basis,
and the matter has been closed by a pay-
ment of $2,600 insurance by the com-
pany and payment of premium . on that
sum by the beneficiaries under the policy.

There are some uice points in a case
like this which can perbaps only be ap-
preciated by parties who might happen
to be similarly interested. The view
taken by the company, who caunot, of
course, admit any legal liability, is thought
to be an honorable one, and yet it is em-
inently fair on both sides. —Halifax Echo.

Theplot of ground kuown as Willow
Bauk Cemetery was deeded to trustees
ard their -suceessors -in oflice by J. W,
Bareg, Esq,,in consideration that the
grounds should be properly enclosed with
asnitable fence apd artistically laid out
and improved.  Utder th se considera-
tions the trugf Wwasaccepted by the trustees,
who at once proceeded to carry them out.
Four hundred dollars was borrowed and
the work of evclosing and surveying the
plot commenced. "A landséapesarveyor,
Mr Kenuy, of Yarmouth, was ergaged at
considerable expense to survey and make
a plan of the premises. Atter the survey
was made Mr Kenny prepared a vety fine
plan of the grounds, avenues and,lots. A
principal avenue was marked out through
the centre,, leading from the highway on
the north to the highway on the gouth
which made an entrance from tlie north
side and from the south side. At each
entrance were to be Lwo gates, one large
enongh to admit carriages, and the othey

a small one to admit pedestrians—the
larger gate to be provided with a lock and
key and to be kept locked when not in
use, and the other to be always open,
This plan was submitted to, and approv-
ed and accepted by the board of trustees:
During the first year after these grounds
were enclosed a considerable amount was
expended in opening out the main avenue
aud setting out tiees in varicus parts of
the grounds, Gates were erected at each
entrance in accordance with the plan, and
a number of lots on the west side of the
main avenue staked out.” The price put
upoa these lots was fifteen dollars each,
and at that price some sixty luts have

been sold up to the present time, each
