That the United States’ ' so-called
“‘emergency”’ tariff has had an even
greater effect upon Canada’'s farm ex-
ports across the border than was an-
ticipated, is evidenced by the foreign
trade returns for July, the second full
month the new regulations have been
in force. The dairying industry is per-
haps the chief sufferer, for the exports
©f butter that month amounted to only
104,310 pounds as against 1,699,158
pounds in July last year, while 195,936
pounds of condensed or preserved milk
were shipped to the United States as com-
pared with 24,938,678 pounds in the
same period last year. The same decline
in the exports of fresh and frozen meats,
966,800 pounds last month and 2,040,300
pounds twelve months ago. The ship-
ments of Canadian cattle' were reduced
‘to two-thirds and practically no wool
at all was sent out of Canada; to be ex-
act, only 409 pounds, while in July, 1920,
178,320 pounds were sold to United
‘States buyers.
