MISSION WORK IN INDIA,

Rev. mr. Wilkiv's Address In St Paul’s
hareh Sunday Evening.

Rev. )lr. Wilkie occupied the pulpit of St.
Paul’s church on Sunday evening, and re-
lated to a large congregation in a very in-
teresting way his experience as Presbyter-
ian missionary in Central India, telling of
the religious practices and different modes
of worship among the Hindoos, and con-
trasting the state of christianity there
seventy-five years ago with its present state,
showing what a great work the missionaries
were accomplishing. When Mr. Wilkie ar-
rived at Indore, the capital of Central India,
where he has since been siationed, in 1579
there was an order forbidding the entrance
of missionaries. The latter were subjected
to severe persecutions; their meetings were
broken up by the native police, and those in
sttendance most brutally beaten. The mis-
sionaries appealed in vain to the British re-
sident and afterwards to the viceroy, but it
was four years before they were at all toler-
ated. The British resident or Agent Gen-
eral was a mau devoid of moral or religious
principles. He refused to allow the mission-

aries to establish schools anywhere, and
threatened to drive them out of the country
altogether, declaring that they wera “pnb-
lic nui "' and that Moh ol
Hindooism were far better than christianity.

Many schools bave been established, at all
of which there is & large attendance of
native Hindoos, who are receiving instruc-
tion in the different branches of education
as well as in the christian religion. A
college bas also been established at Indore,
which is affiliated with the Calcutta univer-
sity. The natives receive instruction gladly,
and are very grateful to the church in
Canada for sending help to them. A great
revolution is passing over Central India.
As soon as tho people become educated
they accept the christian religion.
The educated everywhere sneer at
Hindooism which is fast going to decay,
It is infidelity just now more than Hindoo
ism which the missionaries have to fight
against. The works of European and Ameri-
can infidels are being circulated everywhere.
Last year a Brabmin gave $80,000 to estab-
lished & press and advocate infidelity. In
spite of all this the number of christians in
Central India is increasing. In conclusion
Mr. Wilkie exborted his hearers to aid in
the good work now going on. A collection
was taken up at the close of bis remarks. -

Two sons of the King of Siam recently
died, but the father would not permit state
mourning. On the contrary, there was a
fifteen days’ festival, the entire populace
taking holiday, and every night witnessing
ficeworks and drawatic displays. The chief
event of the festival was the cremation of
the bodies, which occupied two whole days.

Eight years ago a young engineer at
Dublin married the daughter of a wealthy
farmer. On the wedding-day, through some
dispute between the wedding party, the
bridegroom disappeared, and nothing was
heard of him till Thursday last, when he
suddenly turned up to find his neglected
bride about to marry again.

Wixxiees, Man,, July 24. The Skeena
River revolt continues to cause the greatest
excitement, The local militia are prepared
to sail for the scene of the outbreak on short
notice. A messenger from Hazelton last
night says that when he eacaped the Indians
were still laying siege to the Huadson Bay
fort, where all the white population was
is gathered. The garrison could not hold
much longer and he fears the troops now on
the way there will not arrive in time.

Gen, Middleton, who commanded the
troop s during the last rebellion, has again
been called upon to direct the troops in this
revolt. He has wired the militia authoriti
in British Colambia as tollows: *‘ I can put
5000 men on cars in 24 hours en route for the
scene.”

Itis said tbat the Iodjan tribes in that
region are pretty well divided againsf one
another and that some of them would side
with the whites against the enemies. A
short distance above the mouth of the Skeena
River is the Metalikitah tribe which gave so
much trouble to the government a few years
ago but afterwards fled to some point in
Alagka. This tribe has signified its willing-
ness to join the rebels and is reported on the
way to Hazelton.

A rebellion much more serious than that
of two years ago is expected by those who
know the character of the redskins now on
the war path. Orders were received from
Ottawa last night where it is said the most
alarming iatelligence has been received.
The government batallion is notified to
hold itself in readiness. The greatest ex-
citement prevails here.

Origin of The Trouble,

The Skeena river fiows into the Hecate
straits not far from the Alaskan boundary,
and about 90 miles south of Fort Sampson,
the well known Hudson Bay pest. Hazelton
or Hezelton, where the Indian troubles have
occurred, is a small settlement on the river
about 100 miles from its mouth, near what
are known as the forks of the Skeena. The
origin of the troubles is thus narrated by a
recent Victoria B. C., paper:

“Mr. Borland, a well known packer, ar-
rived from Hazelton on the steamer “‘Bos-
cowitz'' to confer with the attorney-general
regarding the state of affairs at Hazelton on
the Skeena river. Last year an Indian
named Kitwon Cool Jim murdered an In-
dian doctor at the forks of the Skeena. A
wosse of specials under Mr. Washburne was
sent from this city to arrest the murderer.
When they arrived at Hazelton i1t was dis-
cuvend that Jim had goane

the mountain to elude
lhe officers. The party consisted of Wash-
burne, Loring, Greene, Holmes and Parker.
They encamped at Hazelton and awaited the
return of the murderer. Early in June they
received information that Jim was at a
place called Kitangar, about 15 miles below
the Forks. On the morning of the 19th of
June an Indisn bronght news that Jim was
in a house at Kitangar. Karly in the morn-
ingthree of the party walked to the house,
which was ocenpied by 20 Indians. Jim was
among the number and was called upon to
surrender. He made a break for the door
and ran towards the bush. Holmes fired &
revolver over his head atter calling to him
to surrender, but he still kept on. Greene
then raised & Winchester rifle and fired,
striking him in the back, the bullet go-
ing clear through his body. Jim fell
and expired in & short time.
Washburne and Loring came to the scene of
the tragedy an hour after the shooting, and
handed the body over to an Indian, who is
aoting a8 missionary. The latter told
Washburne to take his specials to a place of
safety on accouat of the threats made by
Jim's friends to massacre the party. The
specials then returned to Hazelton, where
they are at present hemmed in by the hos-
tile Indians. They have erected bastions of
imber aud bags of sand, and can hold out
for a month if the Indians can be preveated
from burning the place. Borland is en-
gsaged in packing goods for the Hudson Bay
Co. between Haszelton and Babine's Lake,
or Fort Babine. His freight train with five
men are above Hazelton, and no freight can
be carried up. He had great difficulty in
coming down. His canoe was stopped by
one party of Iadians, and the
occupants ordered to return. Borland
was determined to get through, and
at last convinced the natives that he was not
connected with the specials. At every en-
campment his Indians went ashore and held
a conference with their brethern.

An Indiau trapper is still out in the moun-
tains and a number of their men at work in
the canneries. Iudian women are calling on
their warriors to avenge the death of Jim.
Borland says prompt steps should be saken
by the Government. Should an uprising
take place the lives of all will be sacrificed.
The Indians will not allow anotber white
person to come down the river, and unlesss
large party proceeds to Haaleton without
& moment's delay the result will be the
massacre of the specials.’”
