RAINY-DAY SAINTS.

Legends of Swithin and Other Good 
Men of Old.

In the early summer many nations 
commemorate saints who are popularly 
supposed to have an influence on the 
weather. The principal form of the be­
lief is that whatever the weather may 
be on this particular saint’s day so it 
will be for the next 40 days. Among 
English-speaking people the day is July 
15 and the saint is St. Swithin. The old 
rhyme is well known:

St. Swithin'* day, if thou dost rain,
For forty days It will remain.
St. Swithin's day. if thou be fair.
For forty days ’twill rain nae tnaiv.
St. Swithin was a native of Winches­

ter, who lived about the year 800 and 
finally became the bishop of his city. His 
life was exemplary and after his death 
the miraculous properties of his tomb 
became so well known that his body was 
installed in a gorgeous shrine in the new 
cathedral. The ceremony took place on 
.July 15. 971. so that this date is really 
the Feast of the Translation of St. Swith­
in. For a while the cathedral was dedi­
cated to him, but. Henry VIII. stripped 
him of that honor, lie is buried in tin- 
choir of the present church.

Thçre is nothing in St. Swithin's his­
tory that would make hint influential 
with the weather, and the same state­
ment applies to most of the other saints 
who have had such honors thrust upon

In Germany they have a similar belief 
concerning the Seven Sleepers of Ephe­
sus, whose day is July 27; while in .Bel­
gium the honor is given to St. Godelieve. 
July 28. In other places June 15. St. 
Vitus’ day, and July 4. the Translation 
of St. Martin, are' accredited with a 

f meteorological Influence. In the United 
j States many people think it always rains 

on July 4,*which is an odd coincidence 
with those ancient .beliefs, though any 
connection between them is highly im­
probable.

They tell of St. Medard a quaint le­

gend Which is worth repeating. It seems 
he was driving a cart containing a num­
ber of people, when rain began to fall. 
Every one was wet through except Me­
dard. who was sheltered bv a great 
eagle, which came swooning down from 
tlv- skv and made itself a self-propelled 
umbrella.

It has been suggested in explanation 
of these beliefs that in the day» before 
Christianity our Teutonic ancestors had 
some feast, possibly moveable, which was 
believed to affect the weather. This 
nagan festival was so deenlv sunken in 
the minds of the people that, it survived 
the antagonism of the missionaries ami 
preachers and took on a Christian an 
pearance by becoming connected with 
some naint especially revered in each 
district.

HOW ARROWS WERE POISONED.

Indian Says They Used to Rob Rattle­
snakes of Their Virus.

At; old Cherokee Indian recently told how 
the Indiana of olden times used to poison 
their arrowheads for war purposes or for 
killing bears, accordingly to the Denver 
Field and Farm, they took a fresh deer liver, 
fastened It to a long pole, and then went to 
certain places where they knew they would 
find rattlesnakes In abundance.

About midday the rattlers are all out of 
thtlr dens, colled up In the sunshine. The 
bucks would poke the first rattler wnh the 
live- on the long pole. A rattler, unlike 
eommoi. snakes, always shows fight In pre­
ference to escaping.

The snake would thus repeatedly strike at 
the liver with its fangs until its poison was 
all used up. whereupon it would quit strik­
ing and slowly move on. The bucks would 
thLit hunt up another rattler and repeat the 
nerformanee. keeping up the work until the 
livir was well soaked wilh snake poison.

Then tho pole was carried homo and fasten­
ed somewhere In an upright position until 
the liver became as dry as a bone. The liver 
wn.'i pounded to a fine powder and placed 
in a buckskin bag. to be used as needed for 
their arrows. This powder would stick like 
glue to any moistened surface.
