AGRAM, Sept 13.—The violence of the 

rebels against the landowners, between 
Glina and Petrined is increasing. The 
military force sent to the scene of the 
disturbance was compelled to fire in a 

dense mass of rioters at Jacobovacz and 
Killed fifteen and wounded many others. 
NEW YORK, Sept 13.-The effects of 
the storm on Long Island during the last 
48 hours has been disastrous. Consider- 
able wreckage is reported floating in the 
Sound to day off Greenpoint and Sag 
Harbor. The wind was almost a hurri­
cane last night. The farmers in some 
counties had their entire winter wheat 
crop levelled to the ground and ruined. 
The cost of the crops damaged is estima- 
ted at several thousand dollars. The 
apple crop also suffered serious damage. 
Waves in the bays and harbors along the 

'Sound rose higher last night than has 
been known for nearly ten years in the 
month of Sept.

NEW YORK, Sept. 14. —In reply to the 
challenge of Peter H. Conley, of Port­
land, Me., to row Wallace Ross five miles 
for Î600 a side, the latter to-day announ- 
cad he would accept on conditions that 
Richard K. Fox be the final stakeholder 
and have the naming of the water and 
appointing of referee. Ross deposited 
$100 with Mr. Fox, while Conley has put 
up the same amount with the Argus, 
Portland, Me.

LONDON, Sept 14. —The French ac­
counts of the battle wiih the Black Flags 
state that on Saturday, Sept. 1st, the 
French forces from Hanoi advanced to 
within 12 miles of Sontag, where the en- 
emy was found Jin case-mail forts upon 
which the fire of the French had no ef­
fect. After three days hard fighting the 
French troops, aided by a heavy fire from 
the fleet under Admiral Bouet, carried 
the enemy’s works at the point of the 
bayonet, capturing two towns and two 
black flag standards. The French loss 
was 2 officers and 14 men killed and 3 of­
ficers and 40 men wounded. After the 
victory Admiral Bouet withdrew his fleet 
to Hanoi to await reinforcements, leaving 
300 men to held the captured towns.

The demo ostration at Waterford on Sun- 
day 9th inst., was a grand success. Over 
80,000 persons attended and the meeting 
was very enthusiastic. Michael Davitt 
received a warm welcome at the hands of 
the citizens generally. The meeting 
passed resolutions demanding a Parlia­
ment for Ireland, not only in name but 
in reality, and declaring that Ireland 
must have that which England, by the 
necessity of the time, granted to Canada 
because Canada was rebellious. The adop­
tion of the resolutions was greeted with 
loud cheers. Michael Davitt, in his 
speech, denounced the land act as entire­
ly inadequate to the needs of Ireland. 
He stated that not one-sixth of the land 
cases had yet been heard, and that when 
they had been all settled the reduction of 
rent would not amount to £1,000,000. 
The mayor of Waterford presided at the 
banquet in the evening.

ANOTHER OUTRAGE.— A St. John's, N. 
F., despatch of the 4th inst., says that 
Admiral Cromwell, of the flagship North­
ampton, has been making enquiries re­
garding an outrage alleged to have been 
commited by some French fishermen at 
Cape Onions on the northern coast of 
Newfoundland, upon the crews of four 
British vessels. It is said that *—

“ Early in August four British fishing 
vessels came- to the anchorage at Cape 
Onions, for the purpose of codfishing. 
As soon as they launched their skiffs the 
Frenchmen ordered them to weigh an­
chor and quit. They refused, when the 
Frenchmen commenced to unbend their 
sails, seize their boats and oars and carry 
them to the shore. Having stripped 
three vessels they next boarded the schr. 
Comet. Capt. Aylward showed fight, 
delivered some lusty blows on the French­
men and put them to flight. The as­
sailants then turned on Capt. Aylward 
and bis crew with boathooks and gaffs 
and severely maltreated them. They 
next stripped his vessel. After two days 
had elapsed a French war cruiser arrived 
on the scene, and, after some inquiry, 
restored the sails and gear to the vessels, 
but ordered them to quit the harbor. 
All four veasols retired under protest. 

The people of Newfoundland are indig­
nant at this violent outrage, and it is not 
unlikely that it may lead to international 
complications.”

We have 
seen that what I may call the normal emi­
gration from Ireland has been going on 
now for many years at the rate of 1,000,- 
000 a decade. Much of this emigration 
is due to the utter impossibility that the 
laborers find of obtaining any appropriate 
settlement at home. When the laborer 
is young he generally works as a farm 
servant for some farmer, and lives in the 
house of his employer. After a time 
when he wishes to marry he finds that if 
he leaves his employer’s house he has no 
place to go to except, the back lanes of 
some neighboring town, and he naturally, 
with his wife, looks to emigration for the 
future rather than have to pass his life in 
such a state of misery as that which we 
see surrounding many of the laborers in 
the small towns of Ireland. Under the 
provision of this act it will be possible to 
provide suitable settlements "for the 
laborers in the country, it will be possible 
to take them from the back streets and 
slums of the towns, and to give them 
locations near the scene of their labors, 
and that without rendering it necessary 
for their employers to do that which in 
many oases seemed most obnoxious to 
them, namely, to give to them a bit of 
land on the farm of the employer himself. 
I look to the laborers’ act as being most 
important, and most likely to take in a 
great deal of the normal emigration which 
has been going on, and which has result­
ed in depriving the farmers of the labor 
of a great deal Of the bone and sinew of 
the country, and in some parts to render 
it almost impossible for them to 
get in the present valuable harvest. The 
promotion of light lines of railways and 
steam tramways will be beneficial beyond 
a doubt in many parts of the country;
