Ernest Fleischman drew the Coun
cil’s attention to the crying need of a
walk on the east side of 14th stree!
from Jasper avenue to Athabasce
avenue. This walk was petitioned
for last year, and it was understood
it was to have been laid early this
spring. . The communication was re
ferred to the Commissioners.

St. Albert Trail Improvement.

The city will not 'undertake any
improvement of the St.° Albert trail
a3 suggested by the Council of Loca!
Improvement District 27—8S—4. The
Commissioners reported recommend
ing no action, and at the same time
asked to be empowered to provide
an outlet should the trail at any timc
be closed, by reason of the fact that
it now runs through private prop-
erty. The report was as follows:

The request of the Local Improve-
ment District 27-8-4, in regard tc
the gravelling of the road between
Edmonton -and St. Albert has been
duly congidered and we are of opin-
ion that it will be imadvisable foi
the city of Edmonton to spend anj
money in the improvement of roads
outside of the eity, especially at this
time, when we have the greatesi
need to conserve the whole of our
resources for ecivic improvements
withini the city. The Commissioners
think, however, that the city ought
to provide a reasonably good road tc
connect with the surveyed trail at
the point where it touches the city
limits and .after going over the
ground we are satisfied that this con-
nection should be by way of Jaspe:
avenue, St. James street, Stoney
Plain road and Park street. Thege
streets are already opened up and a
little expenditure would put them in
a fairly good condition and for this
purpose some oi the gravel which
was originally intended for street
railway ballasting, might be used tc
good advantage.

If we are authorized to proceed
with thie, as far and as quickly as
our means and opportunity will per-
mit, we have no doubt that a fairly
good road will thus be provided in
so far as this road lies within the
city limits.

Mr. Stocks, Deputy Minister of
Public Works, informs us that the
Government will not undertake any
expenditure in gravelling, but prob-
ably the Local Improvement Dis{
trict and private enterprise will put
the road in fairly good shape beyond
the city limits.

Ald. Daly gave the opinion in dis-
cussing the report that the St. Al-
bert trail was not in particularly bad
shape, and he was not in favor * of
gravelling it even within the city
limits.

The Mayor stated that the road
was, as a matter of . fact, legally
closed against the city, and conse-
quently the opening of the new out-
let might be required at any mo-
ment, and with this in mind the
Commissioners recommended the
Jasper' avenue, St. James street,
Stoney Plain road and Park street
Toute.

Ald. Anderson advised opening
Vermillion ‘avenue between the 8t.
Albert trail and First street.

Ald. Gariepy considered there was
no immediate nmeed for action and
the report was laid on the table.

Electric Power Supply.

The Commissioners submitted an
important report dealing with the
electric wower supply and the most
feasible methods of augmenting it.
The report, which “was as iollows,
was approved, and the Commisgion-
ers empowered to make further in-.
vestigations and arrangements.

It ‘has been quite evident to the
Commissioners for some time that
the proposed gas producer plant
could not be installed in time to
meet our requirements this fall and
the heavy expenditures entailed was
likely to impose an excessive burden
upon the city, more especially as
immediate results could not have
been obtained this season

We have acordingly been in corre-
spondence with the contractors and
have secured their consent to’a post-
ponement of delivery of this plant
antil next year. This will also per-
mit of arranging for its location upon
a permanent gite, which will answer
purposes of fuel supply. In this
connection we may state that our
investigations in regard to the coal
prospects upon the Gibbons property
are almost complete and we hope to
be in a position to definitely report
at next week’s meeting.

We have been endeavoring to make
adequate arrangements to have the
assurance of ability to handle all the
tight and power demands that may
be made upon us during the coming
‘all and winter and with your eon-
sent and approval we are ready to
romplete arrangements which will
convey this assurance without occas-
ioning any great expense. For this
yurpose we propose to enter into an
wrangement with Mr. John Walker
to hire steam power from him and
;rect on his premises at the new
iaw mill our old 150 K.W.-8.K.G.
\ltermotor, to which we propose to
itach the West-end residential
ighting circuit by an exension of
ead wires from the power house to
he mill. The expense entailed in
loing this will not be heavy. Mr.
Walter is quite agreeable to enter in-
) a contract, but the full details of
yroposed agreement . have not yet
Yeen definitely arrived at. We were
waiting Mr. McNaughton’s return
irom ‘Calgary before we «could go into
conditions fully and unfortunately
Mr. Walter is now absent at his lum-
er camps, There is ample time,
1owever, to enter into details as nec-
‘essary arrangements to complete
the transaction should not occupy
ne month at most, and we have Mr.
Walter’s assurances of his willing-
1ess to meet our wishes and at rea.
sonable cost.

To obtain a further assurance of
. ample supply of electrical power
ve have taken up negotiations with
the city of Strathcona and have their
assurances that they are ready and
willing to #ransmit their surplus
power, which should not at any
time be less than 100 kilo-watts.

The earrying out of these arrange-
ments will place at our disposal an
additional 250 kilo-watts of eleectrical
anergy, which is more than sufficient
to..meet all the demands that we have
in prospect for the winter, even at
the present very rapid rate of expan-
sion.

Turn Down Petitions.

The Council does not purpose mak-
ing fish of one and flesh of anothe:
in -regard to petitions for local im-
provemnts. Having decided to cur-
tail public expenditures no local im-
provement will be gone on with ex-
cept in cases of absolute necessity.
With this object in mind the Com-
missioners submitted a report re-
commending the Council not to un-
dertake the laying of three plank
walks recently petitioned for. The
report was:

1. Six-foot plank sidewalk north
side Norwood Boulevard irom corne:
Namayo avenue to corner of Kirk-
ness street

2. Six-foot plank sidewalk south
side Clark street from Syndicate tc
Ofttawa.

3. BSix-foot plank sidewalk north
side Isabella street from Syndicate
to Ottawa.

Under existing conditions we beg
to report that it is at present im-
practicable if not impossible to un-
dertake the work called for by these
petitions during the present season.
We beg to suggest that it would be
advisable to fix a date, say not later
than Mar. 381 in each year, when pe-
titions for local improvements to be
executed in any season should be
presented and that all petitions com-
ing in after that date might be held
over and dealt with in the following
season, having priority only by
reason of date or extreme necessity.

If such a rule were established and
followed a great deal of trouble at
present in evidence might be avoided
and the amount of work to be under-
taken in one season definitely ascer-
tained at a time when it could be
adequately arranged for.

In this connection the mayor an-
nounced that the commissioners pur-
posed taking up all the work - out
standing, and wauld recommend tc
the Council what work should be un
dertaken. In this the commissioners
would take into consideration not ne-
cesarily priority of petition, but the
actual need of the different works
petitioned for.

Replies to Queries.

The mayor submittéd the following
replies to Queries propounded by the
Aldermen at the last meeting:

Ald. Picard—What has been done
re petition for grading Christibelle
street?

Answer—This petition was granted
by the council, ‘but the commissioners
did not deem it advisable to com-
mence this work until the sewer which
was econtemplated, had been Ilaid
down through that thoroughfare.

Ald. Daly—Why was Richard street
graded without petition? The peti.
tion was for Christibelle street.

Answer—It was intended to adver-
tise this street and grade it as a large
number of persons who do not reside
on this street, but who have occasion
to use it, had complained to the com-
miesioners of the unsatisfactory state
of the street. Owing to an oversight
it was not advertised, but work has
been done, and the advertisement will
now be published.

Ald. Anderson—What are the names
of the parties who asked to have the
lane east of Namayo avenue filled up
with “the clay taken from Namayo
avenue?

Answer—The water-haulers, scaven-
gers and other teamsters requested
that the mud-holes in this lane be
filled up.

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By-Laws Held Over.

Ald. Gariepy, chairman of the com-
mittee on by-laws and special legisla-
tion, reported that four by-laws
which were to have been submitted
would have to be held over. - These
were:

A by-law providing for the exemp-
tion from taxation of the cold storage
plant which the Edmonton Produce
Company praposes to establish; a by-
law amending the charges to be le-
vied on circuses; a by-law fixing the
license fees and rates of cab and ex-
press hire, and the new building by-
law. The city. solicitor had not yet
prepared the first three named, and
the fourth was held over to allow cop-
ies of it to be placed in the hands
of each of the aldermen.

Queries To Be Answered.

The aldermen were in a somewhat
inquisitive mood and among the
questions to which the mayor will
present replies are the following:

Ald. Gariepy—=s the First street
sidewalk to be built?

Ald. Daly—At whose expense is the
cutting and trimming of boulevards
in the west end being done?

Ald. Picard—Why were the cross-
ings on McKay avenue at Fourth,
Fifth and Sixth streets not -made
flush with the walks?

Ald. Walker—Has anything been
heard irom the Telephone Company
in Toronto, in reference to the re-
ceipt of the new phones?

Ald. Daly asked if work on the in-
cinerator was -being proceeded with.
Engineer Keeley replied that it was.

Ald. Picard said his attention had
been called to a mudhole in front of
the 8t. James hotel. He considered
that a couple of loads of gravel would
be well placed at this point. The
commissioners noted the camplaint.

Ald. Manson advised that in the
construction of the two foot plank
walk in the east side of First street,
it should be widened in front of the
immigration hall to 10 or 15 feet. This
the commissioners will also consider.

East End Sewer.

While urgently needed, the sewer
petitioned for by the residents of Syn-
licate avenue and other east end
streets, will not be undertaken at
present, owing to the large expendi-
ture it would entail, as well as re-
quiring also, the paralleling of it
with the trunk sewer for this section
when the work of constructing the
latter is underaken. Enginner Keeley
nresented a comprehensive report on
the subject, and a deputation repre-
senting the petitions expressed itself
as content to allow the work to stand
for the present. The report by the
city engineer was as follows:

“In May of the present year I was
asked to prepare for the council an
sstifate of the cost of a sewer system
1iverting the present Namayo avenue
outlet eastward to a new outlet furth-
er down the river, and to provide sew-
srage accommodation for Jasper ave-
nue cxtension; also certain portions
f Government, Syndicate and Oftta-
wa avenues north of Jasper avenue
axtension, which, because of the na-
tural ground econditions, would not
drain into the Jarge trunk sewer sys-

Total..

tem. The estimated cost of this sys-
tem was placed at $66,275 in a report
which I made to the council, dated
the 23rd May, 1907. I have since veri-
fied these figures, and find them suffi-
ciently accurate for the purpose.

At the council meeting last Tues-
day night a petition was presented
asking that certain portions of Roe-
land * and Stewart streets, together
with Syndicate avenue, be provided
with a sewer outlet. At this time, I
made the statement that this section
could be provided for at a probable
cost of $10,000. In going into this
question more fully, I find that while
$10,000 would provide for this scheme
it would not be advisable to attempt
it for the reason that the work, when
completed, would not work in with
the general system for this section
of the city, and therefore next season,
when ‘the work is going forward, this
section would have to be paralleled
with the large trunk system,-which
would in a great measure be made
useless.” Under these circumstances
I cannot recommend this temporary
arrangement being proceeded with.

Running a concrete main of suffi«
cient size for this section from the
corner of Syndicate and Jasper south
to Roeland, on Roeland from Syndi-
cate to Government, and thence on
Christibelle - and Richard avenues to
the outlet—the limited section repre-
sented by the petitioners—could be
provided for at a cost of $19,000, but
when the city goes to 'this expense,
Jasper avenue extension, Government
Ottawa and Syndicate avenueés south
of the railway tracks should be pro-
vided for; also certain of the cross
streets between avenues named, which
if extended to the proper limits,
would bring the total cost up to my
estimate oi $66,275. However, certain
streets in this area that are not thick-
iy populated could be postponed for
the present, so that we can put in
the trunk on this seetion at a cost
of $26,500, and such laterals as are
most urgently required at a cost ot
$15,500.

Summarizing the above, I would
recommend that in case the council
see fit to provide for this section of
the city, that the trunk sewer be built
—diverting Namayo avenue to its new
outlet and providing for the sewering
of Roeland and Stewart streets, Chris-
tibelle and Richard avenues, Jasper
avenue extension and the southern
portion of Ottawa and Syndicate ave-
nues, and Clara and Boyle streets, at
a total cost of $40,000. This system
will provide for extension in the fu-
ture to include all this section of the
city that is not inc¢luded in Rat Creek
trunk sewer system.

COMMISSIONER PERRY LEAVES.

Commissioner Perry, Regina, head
oi the Mounted Police of the western
prairie provinces, arrived in the city
Saturday, and left early this morning
for the north. While here he was
met by Inspectors ‘Strickland, Fort
Saskatchewan, and Worsley, Edmon-
ton, who discussed with him the ad-
ministration of the service in this
district.

The commissioner is accompanied
by hs son, a young man of twenty
five years, who is making the trip to
the morth for the first time. They
will be taken to ‘Athabasca Landing
by Constable Dowler, and from there
the journey will be made by the Hud-
son’s Bay tramnsports.

The party will go up the Athabas-
ca river to Lesser Slave lake, and
from there along the Peace and Fin-
lay rivers, five hundred miles to the
northwest to Fort Grahame, one of
the northerly posts of the R. N. W.
M. P.

The party will then cross the moun-
tains to Hazelton, another Mounted
Police post, on the divide, and pro-
ceed by way of the surveyed Grand
Trunk Pacific rout® to Prince Ru-
pert, and thence down the coast te
Vancouver.

Commissioner = Perry . expeects to
meet a party from the far north at
Hazelton, and procead with them to
the coast. His intention is to make
the entire journey in about two
months time.

DROWNED WHILE ON
LONELY TRAMP.

While on a weary pilgrimage on
foot, west from Wetaskiwin to British
Columbia, by way of the Jasper pass,
in an attempt to cross the North Sas-
katchewan river, a Swede whose name
has not yet been learned,  but whose
initials are M. .V, P., was drowned
near Brick Creek, one hundred and
fifty miles up the river from Edmon-
ton. .

The discovery of the body was made
by Capt. A. Uearce, of John Walt-
er’s boat, who returned yesterday
from a trip up the river. He found
the body on a bar, It was badly de-
composed, but there were no signs of
foul play to be seen. Capt. Pearce
immediately reported his ghastly find
to the local R. N, W. M, P. headquar-
ters, who will make an investigation
of the facts in connection with the
fatality.

The man was about medium height
with light hair and a bushy growth
of whiskers on his chin, = He wore a
blue shirt and gray overalls with
light boots. His face was much bloat-
ed and upon his right hand were the
initials M. V, P. On his person were
a note book, a purse, a cartridge and
some partly unintelligible writing
which gave the idea that he ‘hailed
from Wetaskiwin,

Capt. Pearce and his men took pos-
session of his belongings, placed the
remains in a wooden box and cover-
ed up the improvised coffin with earth
on the shore close by where it was
found. A stake in the ground now
marks the last resting place of the
unfortunate man who met death while
on his solitary tramp amid the lonely
woods of the Upper Saskatchewan.

BUTCHER’S GROSS PROFIT
IS ESTIMATED AT $19.84

The Beef Commission held an ad-
ourned meeting in this city today. The
sittings of the Commission in this
province will be completed today. The
dates of the meetings tn Manitoba are
not yet announced but it is expected
that they will begin about the first of
August, Conymissioner Middleton
leaves this afternoon for his home in
Coleridge for a few days’ rest. Sec-
retary Craig will proceed to Manitoba
to assist in arranging for the meetings
and summoning the witnesses.

Two witnesses were examined today
and it is expected that Mr. Gallag-
her, of the Gallagher, Hull Co., and
Mr. Turner, of the J, Y. Griffin Co.,
will testify,

Independent Dealer’s Evidence.

W. J. Williamson, the first witness,
stated his firm conducted an inde-
pendent business,

When he was manager for P, Burns
& Co. at Wetaskiwin, he never heard
of any attempt to combine to raise
prices,

Last year the price of pork was 12
1.2, and 15 cents this year. The in-
crease was due to increase in price of
live stock, from 5 1-2 to 7 1-2¢c.

“Now that pork is back to 5 1-2e,
have you reduced your prices?” asked
Mr. Nolan.

‘“Not yet.”

“Why?”

“We weré not making anything—
dropping money. We will not re-
duce for a month yet in order to re
cover a little of our loss and um®
we get some grass cattle,”’

When beef was costing 8 1.2¢ @re -
ed, last winter he raised the best cuts
to 18c, and lowered the other cuts.
Parts of briskets, necks and shanks
sold at 2 to 3c per pound, For dressed
beef he was paying 8c up to ten days
ago. Witness stated it paid better
to buy dressed meats than to main-
tain a slaughter house,

Mutton was costing 15c, dressed, at
present. - The best cuts were sold for
20c. Stewing mutton was sold at 8 to
10c.

“There’s nothing in mutton,” said
the witness,

On a steer dressing 600 lbs. he es-
timated that a side would cut up as
follows :—

Neck, 25 1bs. at 6 1-2¢

Shank, 10 1bs,

Brisket, 7 1bs.

Plate, 15 1bs. .
5.10
4.40
6.25
.50
5.40
2.50
.36

At these figures the total selling
price of the eat would be $54.94.

Some cuts were sold higher to small
customers for 18c. These prices were
those quoted to hotels and restaur-
ants, where so much trimming was
not required,

“Counting th ecost of ecollection,”
said Mr. Williamson, “these high
prices do not average as much as the
smaller prices, when meat is sold in
large quantities,”

Would Cost $35.10 Net.

This steer would cost $40 as the
prices ruled now. The hide and offal
would realize $4,90, reducing the price
to $35.10, and making the gross profit
$19.84. From this must be taken
the cost of keeping the shop open,
labor and other expenses,

Mr. Williamson objeoted that this
comparison was not fair as no butcher
could cut up a carcass and sell it as
figured in the diagram submitted to
him. In retailing the carcass a de-
duction of 15 pounds to the hundred
should be made,

“What is your objection to my fig-
uring?”’ asked Mr. Nolan.

“No man can do it-in praectice, not
even if you take off the 15 per cent.”

“Your competitors can do it. Gainer
does it.”

“They can’t. I defy Gainer or any
other man to do it.”

Secy. Stevens on Stang Again.

W. F. Stevens, secretary of the
Central Alberta Farmers’ association,
was recalled again today. He took
exception to the statement of Mr.
Gainer, who said in his evidence when
the Commission sat in, Edmonton last
Monday, that a hog only dressel two-
thirds of its live weight, He said
thatit might be true if the hog were
allowed to run and fatten as it could,
but a well fed hog would shrink not
more than 25 per cent. In his experi-
ence he found hogs that frequently
dressed 80 per cent. Farmers claimed
that the dealers did not pay any more
for well fed hogs than for poorly fed
animals.

With regard to the resolutions he
submitted when before the Commis-
sion last week, Mr. Stevens stated
that none of them was the result of
agitation or canvass of the members
of the A, F. A. In July, 1906, he sent
a circular letter to the secretaries of
the different brahches of the associa-
tion in Alberta requesting each branch
to put its position with respect to a
government pork packing house on
record. He received in response 20
resolutions in favor of the government
undertaking the scheme. These reso-
lutions were all: sent to the minister
of dgriculture. Backed up by these
resolutions the central association
passed a resolution strongly support-
ing the proposal at its late meeting.

3,000 MEN ARE EMPLOYED ON
C.N.R. IMPROVEMENT.
A party of C. N. R. officials, con-
gisting of President William Macken-
zie, Third Vice-President Hanna, Gen-
eral Manager M. H. McLeod, Traffic
Manager Shaw, Mr. Scott Griffin and
Colonel Davidson, of the company’s
lamd department, arrived in the city
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yesterday. The party travelled in
the private cars Neepawa and Ati-
kokan, and were accompanied by
Mrs. Shaw and Miss Ethel Macken-
zie. The principal object of the trip
west, was the inspection of the work
being done on the main line, and an
investigation into the needs of the
different sections of the country serv-
ed by the road with the object o
making arrangements to meet such
that exist and to provide for the vast
amount of fall traffic.

Mr. McLeod, also, had much to dc
in the matter of inspecting the o:
fices, shops, yards and other inter
ests of the company in the city, thi:
being his first visit here since his
appointment to the post of genera!
manager, an appointment which only
came into effect on Monday, and th¢
few hours he spent ifi_thecity were
therefore, of a decidedly busy nature

The directors of the company me’
in Toronto about a week ago, a
which meeting the change was mad«
whieh places Mr. McLeod at ths
head of affairs, and as the projects
of the company in the West, and es-
pecially in the matter ¢i the main
line between Edmonton and Winni-
peg, are oi great importgnce, the
president came West for the purpose
of inspecting the work in progress.

Seen by a Bulletin representative
Mr. Mackenzie spoke "briefly on sev
eral, matters relating to the busines
of the company. The C. N. R.’s fu
ture was never brighter, and the de
velopment necessary to meet th:
needs of the West would go on wit!
unflagging energy.

“We intend to spare neither time
labor nor money in our endeavor tc
make the road between this city anc
Winnipeg, first class,”” he said
“Other projects will be carried
through, such ag the final improve
ments on the roadbed between here
and Stony Plains, and the larger on«
of the road between Brandon and
Regina, which ig approaching com-
pletion. Our main work will be on
the main line, however.”

Canada’s Jim Hill.

Canada’s greatest railroad mar
looks none the worse for his trans-
Atlantic trip and carries the cares
of the $10,000,000 interests in the C
N. R.—which a Montreal paper Te
cently declared him to have—lightly
Mr. Mackenzie recently suffered the
loss of a son, who, it witill be remem
bered, passed away in Toronto abou
a ‘month ago. Considering the mag
nitude of his interests and the activ
ity which he contrives to throw intc
the railway, - the development o
which has been hig lifework, and de
spite the most wearing occupation ir
the world, Mr. Mackenzie still looks
ruddy and well,

Country Out-Distances Railways.

Vice-President Hanna, who since
the retirement of Mr. James, has
been acting as genmeral manager,
pogition which he held in the com-
pany before, and which he very com-
veniently filled pending the appoint-
ment of Mr, McLeod, was next seen,
and expressed himself on the rela-
tion of the company to the various
improvements projected.

“I have been over a score oi year:
in this coumtry, and its development
is so great that it is dqoubtful if th
railways can keep pace with it. We
have built mileage into remote dis
tricts, have sought to bring the new-
ly settled portions into touch witl
our lines, and believe we are entitlec
to some credit for that,” he said
“Now that the people of the West
want a general improvement in the
roadbeds of our lines, we-are concen
trating our energies to that end.”

At this point Mr. McLeod, who hac
been visiting the offices of the com
pany in the city, joined Vice-Presi
dent Hanna, and ‘took part in the
conversation.

3,000 Men at Work.

“How many men have you em-
ployed on the main line?” Mr. Mec-
Leod, was asked. ;

“It would be difficult to state,” was
the reply. “We have employed
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available labor, and a conservative
estimate would place the number
about 3,000. The work is of a varied
nature—ballasting, the material {or
which is being drawn as far ax 90
miles—repairing, the erection of new
stations, freight sheds, ete., all form
part of the improvements, and in
many instances cayse a concentration
of many men at one point.”

‘“How many new stations are be-
ing created on the main line?”

“T can hardly -state exactly, as fin-
al decision has not been arrived at
on .that point, but five and six will
be placed between here and Hum-
holdt.”

No Favoritism Shown.

Mr. McLeod strongly ° repudiated
he charge that the C.N.R. had treat-
:d unfairly the local coal mines in
hie matter of cars. " ““To my knowl-
:dge,” he said, “no favoritism  has
>een shown in the p4dst, and there
rertainly will be mone so long as it
s in my power to prevent it.”

It will be remembered that {the
charge came up before the Coal Com-
mission three weeks ago during the
examination of Mr. Carey.

Both Mr. McLeod and Vice-Presi-
dent Hanna agreed on the import-
ance of the coal industry, and stated
that the requests made by the local
mine owners for spur . lines -would
form one of the greatest considera-
ions of the management when they
:ame to deal with the demands of
his distriet.

“When we are shown the necessity
i any extension in the matter of
spur lines,”” declared Mr. Hanna, “‘all
that can be done will "be gladly
done.”

The New General Manager.

Mr. McLeod, according to all who
know him, is the right man din the
new: position to which he has been
appointed. Respected and liked by
every subordinate on the road when
he was acting as Chief Engineer, the
selection made by the directors ,in
Toronto is a popular one and one
which all have confidence he will
fill with credit to himself and ad-
vantage to the company. He is at
oresent filling the position of General
Superintendent, which was up Uil
recently filled by Mr. W. A. Brown,
‘n conjunction with his own duties
f General Manager. No appoint-
nent to the post of chief engineer
vill be made at present.

Storm Did Damage.

Winnipeg, July 23.—Lightning- in
‘his morning’s severe electrical storm
olayed havoc at city well No. 5, des-
troying the temperary structure over
the well and ruwining two costly mo-
tors being used there. W. W. Woods,
the man who handles the air com-
pressor ‘at night in the-well, had a
narrow escape from.-death. He man-
aged to get out of the burning struc-
ture, however, losing his coat and
watch. The loss to the city will
probably be about $3,000. At the
main waterworks pumping station
several switches were blown out, en-
tailing a loss of $200 or $300' tb th"
city.
