We have received the return to an Ad-
dress to the Lieut,-Governor, for copies
of all Minutes and Orders in CUouncil re-
lating to ‘the Agrieultural College, in-
structions to persons sent to inspect the
different sites for eaid College, the re-
ports of these persons, and all other
correspondence and reports relating to
tho subject. We proceed to give what-
ever of these are valuable, and of inter-
est to our readers.
