A. F. & A, M.---Settlement Between
Canada and Quebec,

We condense the following from the
Montreal Herald : —

The dispute between the Grand Lodges
ofCanada and Quebec has created a great
amount of interest throughout the Ma.
sonic world, and has now been finally
settled as follows :—The Grand Lodge of
Canada to withdraw altogether from the
territory of. the Province of Que-
bec, and to formally cede to Que-
bec all Masonic jurisdiction within that
Province, . All the subordinate Lodges
of Canada existing in Quebec are to trans-
fer their allegiance to the Grand of the
Province, each e taking priortiy
with the Quebec Lodges accerding to
their date of warrant., The Grand Lodge
of Quebec undertakes upon its part all
the obligations of Canada referring to the
Grand Lodges of England and Scotland
until anew treaty. The Grand Masters
of Quebec and Canada have already de-
clared their intention to issue an edict en-
joing the resumption of fraternal inter-
course.

iscussed, and not'unfrequently fiercely

lui)ject involved in the Railway Subsidy
Bill ; until at a late hour of the evening
the true question before the House was
tmen by Mr. McLeod; M. P. P, for
West Durham. The Hon. Stephen
Richards, of course, as usual, claimed
that he alone was the trué representative
RerorMER, for which he was twitted by
the Hon. Mr. Fraser sarcastically asking
where were his followers. The Provin-
cial Secretary rubbed the blistering eint-
ment pretty severely into the Hon.
Stephen, so much so, indeed that Mr.
Boultbee felt himself called on to rebuke
80 young a man as the Secretary having
the * impudence,” as he termed it, of
speaking so flippantly of the late Com-
missioner of Crown Lands! And when
that gentleman himself replied to the
sareastic strictures of the Provincial
Secretary, he said that ‘it was net the
first time he had learnt wisdom from
abes and sucklings!” You will see
that our Legislatry ?o not dislike occa-
sional hard verbal knocks at one another.
Bearing in mind that the subject was a
Railway Subsidy Bill, Mr. Richards in
one of his speeches was so apropos that
he treated the House to a long disserta-
tion of his regime at the Crown Lands
ffice, of how he brought it out of a
chaotic confusion and reduced it into
such splendid systematized order, and
then indulged the House with a pitious
*““ miserere " of the reasons which caused
his unpopularity in the administration
of the affairs of that Department—pro-
minent among the said reasons being his
persistent attempts to resist the impor-
tunate demands of the press for adver-
tising patronage ! Had he adopted, said
he, the policy of his successor, the Hon.
. W. Scott, he (Mr. Richards) too
would have been one of the most popu-
lar Ministers of the day ! Mr. Richards
appeared to speak with unusual fervor
and energy on the occasion in question,
gesticulating, pounding his desk, shrug- -
ging his shoulders, ete., with greater
vehemence than ordinarily. The salar-
ies of the Civil Service employees were a
subject of most animated and piquant
debate on this oocasion likewise. uch
mis-apprehension prevails on this sub-
ject, both within and without the House,
and I believe that if a Commission or &
Committee selected from both sides of
the House were appointed, an immensity
of §ood would result both to the country
and to the employees. I question very
much if Ministers themselves know the
amount and particular character ¢f the
work many of the-officials perform, and
I feel firmly persuaded that a ﬂmmuﬁh
searching investigation would reveal the
fact that whilst some officials are under-
worked and well paid, other officials are
over-worked and miserably paid. Let
any one carefully scrutinize the .Esti-
mates and they will find that great dis-
parity exists in the Departmental salar-
1es for offices the duties of which require
in their discharge as much ability and
responsibility in the one position as the
othér. It is a very false economy to pay
small salaries and get in return ineffi-
cient men ; and where you have efficient
men deriving inadequate salaries, the
tendency and actual result is that they
are perpetually orf the look-out for * bet-
ter terms ” somewhere else. Besides it
must ever be borne in mind that living
in a city like Toronto is a very different
thing from residence in the great major-
ity of Canadian towns. With house
rents ranging—for houses of very moder-
ate pretensions—from §250 to $350 per
annum, with domestic help costing from
$7 to $8 per month at least, with from
$100 to $120 per annuni devoted to ‘fuel,
with in fact most of the necessaries of
life at very greatly enhanced prices to
the generality of prices in smaller towns,
how 1s it possible for a married man with
a'family to contrive to make ends meet
with a salary of $600, $700, $800 or even
$900 a year?, -After clothing, feeding,
and educating his family, how much at
the largest of these salaries can a man °
lay by for a “rainy day ?”, And yet a
Government official must be well educat-
ed, respectably clothed, and a liberal
contributor to the many demands of re-
ligion and benevelence, It must not be
forgotten either that the most ordinary
kind of manual labor commands in To-
ronto from $1 25 to $1 50 per day, whilst
double that sum has been freely paid to
the better kind of artizan. How many
of the better class limit their butehers’
bill to §1 per week ? and yet I knowa
Government clerk who is- compelled so
to limit his expenditure in that and
other family items in similar portion
to prevent his running into debt. The
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gardener has utilized it by a nursery gar-
den,where he raises tropical plants, with
exotic fruits, which flourish with a vigor
and luxyriance in the open air that the
best foreing-house could not insure.
