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QUAINT BELIEFS OF TE of another village. Some time after 
the death, some of the dead woman's 
relatives were near another village 
just after dark. A dance was being 
held in the village, and the relations 
of the dead woman, looked into the 
village, said that they saw the ghost 
of the woman among the dancers, and 
they promptly went back to their 
village and told the village constable, 
who next arrested three men from the 
other village for the murder of the 
woman, brought them «into the station, 
where they were tried and discharged, 
the Resident Magistrate of the 
North-Eastern Divisions tells how the 
largest tribe in the Division, the Maisin 
people, were perturbed at the number 
of death in their villages, and came to 
the conclusion that the mortality must 
be due to the sorcery experts among 
the Kubiri people. They decided that 
this could not be allowed to go on 
without making the Kubiri people pay 
for it. So the Maisin natives to the 
number of 71 went to the Kubiri vil­
lages and said, “You must pay for 
these people you have killed”—fortun­
ately the Papuan will usually accept a 
pig as compensation for any relative, 
especially if the Government is near, 
or else our sorcerers will make pouri- 
pouri and take payment by making all 
sorts of disasters happen to your 
tribe.” The Kubiri people promptly 
handed over the required pigs and 
other articles, more apparently from 
fear of Pouri-pouri than from fear of 
any actual violence.

News was shortly brought to the 
government station and a summons 
sent to the Maisin people to come in. 
They all candidly admitted the fact. 
The leaders were sent to jail for three 
months, and the others for one month.

Sorcery is probably widespread in 
the division, but the fear of sorcery 
without due cause probably does far 
more harm than the sorcerers do either 
directly or indirectly by causing fear. 
In common with pretty well all races 
in a low degree of culture the Papuan 
is surrounded by natural processes he 
does not understand, but which he 
believes he can control—at least if a 
more expert sorcerer does not thwart 
him. He sees a friend die—it may be

Paris. Sept. 12. —The Abbe Guinot 
has received absolution on what he be­
lieved was his deathbed, after having 
earned a living for fifteen years by 
denouncing the church.

In 1897, Guinot, then vicar at An- 
sierre cathedral, eloped with a young 
lady penitent and joined the staff of 
the anti-clerical periodical Yonne, in 
which, week after week, he exercised 
his expert knowledge of the Catholic 
church to calumniate it.

He next married a peasant girl and 
became the father of two children, but 
a divorce followed. Some years ago 
Guinot married the head mistress of a 
school near Ansierre.

Recently he fell gravely ill and asked 
for extreme unction from the Abbe 
Deechamps, hie successor at the cathe­
dral, one of the men whom he had bit­
terly reviled.

Guinot, it appeared, had never been 
unfrocked, only forbidden to say mass, 
and Deschamps restored to him his 
priestly privileges.

Now, her “husband” having recover­
ed and gone back to the cathedral, 
Mme. Guinot wants to know what is to 
become of her.

Bucharest, Sept. 12.—The prompt 
action of the Roumanian government 
here has prevented an unpleasant In­
ternational complication arising dut 
of an affair at Constanza, where the 
Countess Wilhelm Hohenau, a cousin 
of the German empferor, and her trav­
elling companion were Insulted by 
some Roumanian naval officers in a 
restaurant, and were, lit Is alleged, 
submitted to further indignity at the 
hands of the local police when they 
attempted to obtain redress.

It seems that the countess, who be­
fore .her marriage was the Princess zu 
Hohenlohe-Oehringen, stopped at Con- 
stanza on her way from Constantin­
ople to Berlin, and with her travelling 
companion entered a restaurant near 
the railway station.

Vain Protests at Insult.
There she was annoyed by the ad­

miring glances directed In her dir­
ection by some naval officers, and 
after appealing to the maître d’hotel 
in -vain, she addressed the officers 
and told them In good energetic 
French what she thought of their con­
duct.

She then went to a hotel and tele­
graphed to the German legation at 
Bucharest, relating the circumstances 
and demanding an apology from the 
Roumanian authorities.

Unfortunately the German minister, 
without revealing the countess' Iden­
tity, complained to the minister of the 
interior, and the^latter simply ordered 
the perfect of police at Çonstanza to 
make an Investigation.

Apology by the Government.
This he proceeded to do in the usual 

way by sending a commissary of pol­
ice to apprehend the countess and 
bring her to the prefecture so that he 
might make a report on the matter. 
The countess submitted to the arrest, 
made the complaint, and then revealed 
to the astonished prefect her name 
and titles. Before he recovered she 
swept from the room and took a train 
for Berlin.

Meantime the wires became hot be­
tween Bucharest and Constanza, with 
the result that the offending prefect 
has been reprimanded, the commissary 
suspended for a month, the offending 
officers sentenced by court maftial 
to thirty days' arrest, and an humble 
apology from the Roumanian govern­
ment forwarded by the German min­
ister to the countess In Berlin.

Sept. 11—At Namsan, the 
mountain on whose sides the head­
quarters of the governor general of 
Korea is situated, there are two small 
buildings, one frame and the otner
brick, near the headquarters of the gen. 
darmerie.

A prisoner under suspicion Is fust 
put into a solitary cell i/i the frame 
building on scant rations. Tl>ere in 
winter the cold is severe, for the build­
ing is unheated. Most of the prisoners 
accused of conspiring against the gov­
ernor general were arrested last fall 
and winter.

Hung up by Thumbs
The most common torture is that of 

hanging up by the thumbs according 
to those said to be conversant with the 
fact. The prisoner, on being brought 
Into the torture chamber. Is stripped 
naked. His left arm Is passed behind 
his back, palm and fingers upward, 
resting on his right sholder blade. 
His right arm is put up, his hand ex­
tended, palm outward, and fingers down 
over his right shoulderblade. A strong 
string la fastened around tho left thumb 
to keep the string from cutting the 
flesh. In the same manner the right 
thumb Is tied to the sa meetring, after 
which the two thumbs are drawn to­
gether.

To this string holding thumbs there 
is fastened a rope that extends through 
a pulley in the celling, through another 
pulley In a side wall and then down to 
a hook on the side wall.

The "examiner” thus ties up a prison­
er who has refused to give such testi­
mony as Is desired, goes to the rope and 
Jerks It through a pulley, and up the 
victim goes.

Says Hanging Men Are Lashed
This leaves the prisoner suspended, 

his tip-toes barely touching the floor, 
every muscle of his body In racking 
strain. He is then beaten on the back, 
stomach and on his sides, the Instru­
ment being a sort of frayed rattan 
switch. The switching does not al­
ways bring blood upon a tough sl.n, 
but, as it is described, every blow seems 
to cut deep Into the flesh.

Some who Tiave experienced this 
method of Judicial suasion have said 
that they have seen by the clock on 
the wall that they were kept hanging 
more than an hour before they became 
unconscious under the agony.

At times the examiners would ask 
them to confess. If there was no ans­
wer a lighted cigarette was touched to 
the flesh to see If the prisoner was 
conscious. If unconscious the prisoner 
was dropped and cold water thrown on 
him until he was brought to.

This partion of the "exercises" was 
conducted by a Japanese physician.

Says He Was "Thrice Killed”
"I was killed and brought back to 

life three times.” declared one of the 
prisoners In open court, describing the 
impressions made on him by this 
method of procedure.

While the prisoner Is in the midst of 
this torture a long statement is written 
out, which is said to he the man's con- 
f salon. The next day the statement 
Is read to him and his assent demand­
ed.

“You said yesterday,” the examiner 
declares. The prisoner1 pronounced the 
written statement false—things he 
never could have dreamed of. He gives 
testimony to prove his oral statements, 
such as he bad been ill at the lime or 
away from the place. No alibis are 
permitted.

The examiner hits him on tho ears. 
Men have said they had been ma'le jin- 
able to hear for weeks. Maybe the 
prisoner is kicked in the stomach and 
carried out unconscious. Perhaps he 
Is in the physicians hands for a week. 
He Is taken hack and told that siveral 
others have been killed and that the 
same fate will be his if he does not 
confess to the lies set down in the 
“confession” prepared for him.

Burned and Then "Iced”
With some this threat is sufficient. 

If one replies that be cannot lie, the 
captors tie his thumbs behind his back 
as before, stand him crouched under 
a shelf about four and a half feet from 
the floor, on his tiptoes, his heels 
touching the wall behind him, the oovd 
from his thumbs being fastened to the 
wall to hold him in position. He can­
not move.

Hot Irons are held In front of him 
till he feels as if his flesn Is being 
burned to a crisp; he is told that he 
Is to be burned if he does not say “yes" 
to what has been written for him. He 
denies. Then suddenly they apply ice 
to his limbs and he thinks he is burned.

“I was fried with hot irons,” testi­
fied one of the men on the stand.

Not many of the prisoners had op­
portunity to wedge in much descrip­
tion of their experiences. Tho court

urlle' oept. 14—The annual re­
port of tbeLeutenant-Governor af the 
Territory of Papua, as presented to the 
Parliament of the commonwealth of 
Australia, contains much Interesting 
information on the quaint beliefs and 
superstitions of the native races. 
Sorcery is far more prevalent than is 
generally believed. The Resident Mag­
istrate of the Central Division states 
that in the trial of a native from the 
village on the Bartholomew Range, he 
came across a curious custom that is 
used to find out if the native had died 
by sorcery or not. The body, he says, 
is placed on a platform in the centre 
of the village, and a leaf is placed on 
the breast; the feet are then pointed 
in the direction of a village, and the 
body is asked if any man or woman 
in the village pointed at,caused the 
death, if the leaves falls offthe body, 
people are sure that the person who 
caused the death was a native of the 
village pointed at: if the leaf does not 
fall off the body at the first attempt, 
the body is pointed to another village, 
and so on until the leaf falls, or is 
blown off. The inland people are eaten 
up with superstition, and any man who 
likes can terrorise them into doing 
what he wishes. In one case before 
ma, he says, it appeared that a woman 
died in a village, and the people put 
the death down to sorcery on the part

During the scare the mad- soldier 
escaped from his nouse and fled to 
the forest, where he is still at large 
and armed.

appropriate articles in a stream of 
water, and perhaps recites the approp­
riate spells, and in thit wet part of the 
territory rain is pretty sure to come 
before very long. If a plentiful supply 
of garden produce is required there is 
probably someone who knows the 
right article to bury in the garden. A 
short time ago two police were sent 
in a canoe along the coast. They came 
back after some slight delay very in­
dignant with one another. One com­
plained that he had arrested and hand­
cuffed a native, and that the other one 
had promptly released him. It appears 
that they were delayed at Pongani by 
rough weather, so the more courage- 
ous of the two decided to arrest the 
local storm maker, and did so. The 
other policeman, when asked to explain 
why he had ventured to release a man 
under arrest, explained—not that he 
had grown out of such belief, but that 
he only released the storm maker be­
cause he was afraid that if the storm 
maker was kept under arrest he 
would naturally keep the sea rough, 
and perhaps prevent them from getting 
back altogether.

Such beliefs really do little harm as 
a rule, and are the Resident Magistrate 
thinks, best ignored unless they are 
wilfully and deliberately used as a 
means of extorting presents or caus­
ing fear; and if too much notice is 
taken of such matters the native be­
comes all the more convinced,, of such 
real power, since action by (he Gov­
ernment is liable to be regarded as an 
admission that thé sorcerers are really 
guilty of causing the deaths or other 
misfortunes which the natives put 
down to them. The best way of deal­
ing with such superstitions appears to 
be to ignore them until they are used 
for a purpose evil In itself.

Each of 
them, on becoming a meld of honor, 
attains the title of honorable for the 
rest of her life.

The present queen also has let It be 
known that there Is to be no increase 
in the salary of a maid of hsnor, 
which Is *1,500 e year, almost a quar­
ter of which sum has to be spent for 
gloves alone.

A maid of honor must be a clever 
and agreeable talker and a charming 
girl, well up in books and music, able, 
like the dueen, to speay German, 
French and Italian, a fine dancer, and 
good at cards and needlework. She 
must, of course, lress exceptionally 
well. Sometimes, when in the coun­
try, the queen occupies the aftenroon 
In needlework, at which she Is an ex­
pert, and the maid of honor in at­
tendance on her either reads or plays, 
or helps her In making garments for 
the poor.

At Buckingham Palace,
When the court is at Buckingham 

Palace, the maids of honor generally 
go on duty Just before lunch time. A 
carriage or automobile Is sent to the 
private house of each maid and they 
lunch at the palace with the royal 
household, after which they await 
the queen’s commands. Two of them 
usually attend the flueen whenever 
she appears in public, at c*certs. 
garlen parties, theatre, opera or other 
functions.

All the maids have to attend the 
state balls, and at Windsor Castle, 
where in the season, there is a con­
stant round of banquets, balls, etc., 
the maids scarcely ever have an idle 
moment-
