Montreal, Sept. 21. — The Dominion 
Trades and Labor Congress this morn­
ing took a trip to Lachlne, at the Invi­
tation of the city, ana ran the rapids 
on the steamer Ohateauguay.

At this afternoon’s session a resolu­
tion was adopted sympathizing With 
the Cigarmakers’ Union u-r Montreal 
in their light with Mr. J. M. Fortier, 
the Montreal cigar manufacturer, who, 
it was stated, was opposed to union 
labor. .

Delegate Darlington Introduced a 
resolution, to amend the constitution 
so as to shut out the Knights of La­
bor from the congress, and he made a 
strong attack on that order. On mo­
tion of Delegate Carey, however, it was 
decided, without discussion, to lay the 
motion on the table.

The resolution favoring the taking of 
a vote of all the labor organizations in 
Canada regarding the advisability of 
adopting independent political action, 
and forming a labor party was also 
brought up by a report from the com­
mittee on resolutions, which was ad­
verse to the resolution. Several of the 
delegates strongly supported acne re­
solution, and it was finally aeetded to 
refer it back to the committee on resol­
utions.

Resolutions were also adopted in­
structing the new executive to again 
submit a bill to the next session o-f 
parliament, legalizing the union trade 
mark, and a motion was ado-ptea in fa­
vor -of legislation against open care 
as being dangerous to street car em­
ployes.

Tht reports of the executives of On­
tario and Manitoba, presented to the 
congress, contain many points of in­
terest in regard to provincial laws. The 
Ontario executive complain of sys­
tematic disregard of -the representa­
tions of organized labor ana the non- 
enforcement of the laws upon the sta­
tute books. The immigration policy of 
the government Is severely condemned 
by the Manitoba executive. Onta­
