The adjudication of a great many de­
serving pension claims is delayed and of­
ten rendered impossible by the fact that 
the legal requirements in the way of evi­
dent are at present unnecessarily j^rict.

Gibson, ex-prime minister to King Kala- 
kaua, of the Hawaiian Islands, died of 
consumption at St. Mary’s hospital in this

Up to two weeks ago he was 
able to be up and about, and at times to 
take short drives about the city, but the 
recent cold weather affected him seriously, 
and he was finally compelled to take to 
his bed, never to rise. The remains will 
be embalmed and taken to Honolulu for 
interment.
