‘Boers, as their resistance since the Brit-
ish reached the Zand river has been

slight.

The only point where they seriously
attempted to check the advance seems
to have been on the British right when
they defended two kopjes with some
vigor, which eventually were carried by
the East Lancashire and Sussex regi-
ments, the Boers finally retreating, leav-
ing a group of gunners dead on top of
one of the heights. The only point in
the Free State where the Boers seem in
any force, except at Lord Roberts’ front,
is at the southeast, where Generals
Rundle, Campbell and Brabant are
holding them in check west of Ficks-
burg and Ladybrand, and are gradually
pushing them back, as well as effectually
defeating all communications.

THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

Difficulties Over Aust-faﬁnn Federation—
Lord Salisbury on the Temperance
Question,

London, May 12.—In comparison with
what .200,000 British troops have been
doing in South Africa during the week,
the events in England itself are perhaps
unimportant. Yet, they teem with hu-
man interest and international import-
ance. First and foremost is 'the ques-
tion of Australian federation. Dele-
gates from this great colony are cease-
lessly speaking pleasant words to Lon-
don .audiences through the medium of
public dinners and uncheons, to say
nothing of copious press interviews, but
meanwhile are fighting Colonial - Secre-
tary ‘Chamberlain tooth and nail in an
endeavor to maintain Australia’s objec-
tion to having the English Privy.- Coun-
cil as a final court of appeal, for local
cases. No compromise has yet been
reached, and Mr. Chamberlain will short-
l§ introduce ‘the subject of federation in
the House of Commone, advocating that
the bill be passed as forwarded to Aus-
tralia with the exvce%t:lon of an amend-
ment granting the ivy  Council the
power mentioned above.

“ The British attack was pressed home
on Sunday by Bethune on the right, He
outflanked the Boers, whose splendid de-
fensive pogitions on the Biggarsberg
were practically takea.

“ (Gen. Buller’s march subsequent to
the attack was carried out without a
hitch. The British are still pushing
on.” Sy 2
London, May 14.—A despatch received
by the Associated Press from Pieter-
maritzburg, Natal, timed 12:05 p. m, to-
day, brings the first intimation of success
attained by Gen. Buller in Northern
Natal. The sender of the despatch evi-
dently. assumes that news of the affair
has been received from the scepe of
hostilities. He merely says: :

* Gen. Buller's official telegram notify-

received here an hour ago, has given
keen stisfaction. It is confidently antici-
pated that Dundee -will be oceupied by
The residents of
‘the northern country are delighted, as
forcing the Biggarsberg means that they
will speedily be enabled to return to
their homes.”

At about the time this ‘message was
received, another despatch came to the
Associated Press, dated Stonehill Farm,
8:20 this morning. - It says:  “After
four days’ march eastward at thve‘toot_ot
the Biggarsberg ridges, the direction
of Helpmaaker, svhich was- ‘occupied- by
the Boers, the Second Brigade on Sun-
day led the attack. Dundonald’s cavalry

Horse advanced on their extreme right.
In the direction of Pomeray a small
party of burghers occupied a ridge over-
looking Helpmaaker, but they did not
wait for the assault.” g

Recent British scouting in the direction
of Dundee has shown that the Boers
were in great force in the Biggarsbergs.
So apparently Gen. Buller concluded
that it was necessary to clear them from
his rear before commencing & movement
in the direction of the Drakensberg
range. If that is his plan, he has prob-
ably divided- his force, sending one
column eastward to threaten Vryheid
and Utrecht and take Laing’s Nek, and
in the meantime a west-bound po!umn
attempts to form a juncture with the
force of Lord Roberts via the Harm-
smith railroad. ;

Telegrams from Kroonsgad indicate
that Gen. French’s cavalry is keeping in
touch with - the Boers. - But perhaps
Lord Roberts will be compelled to order
2 brief halt of his main body in order
to allow the troops to recuperate after
their exhausting marches of the past
week, .

All the. correspondents agree that to
all intents and purposes the Free
Staters have severed their military alli-
ance with the Transvaal, though scat-
tered bodies, they say, may hold out here]
and there for some time. ¢

At the same time & despatch from
Capetown, dated to-day. says a procla-
mation will be issued chis week annexing
the Orange Free State. * It is also said
that Gen. Botha, the commander-in-chief
of the Boer forces, threatens to resign if
any preparations are made for the wan-
ton destruction of property.

"The correspondent of the Reuter Tele-
gram Company at Capetown says the
American residents are taking steps to
repudiate a statement of Mr, Webster
Davis, the former United States assist-
ant secretary of the interior, who re-
cently visited South Africa.

News from Mafeking is expected
speedily. =~ The war office is reported to
have expressed the opinion that news of
raising the siege of that place may be
expected by ‘Wednesday.

The parliamentary secretary of the
war office, Mr. George ‘Wyndham, in the
House of Commons to-day declined to
divulge Lord Roberts’ plans for the re-
lief of Mafeking, but added significantly
that he hoped they would shortly be
accomplished.

London, May 14.—3.12 .m.—The war
office hag received the following despatch
from Lord Roberts: "

“Kroonstad, Sunday, May 13.—There
were more casualties in the cavalry di-
visions on’ May 10 than reported by me.

“I have been unable to get an exact

accotnt of what occurred as the com-
manding ‘officer, Capt. Elsworthy, was
killed, and two officers were wou ed at
the same time, and have been sent to the
rear, but it would appear that a party of
our men, going up to a kraal on which
a white flag was flying, was suddenly at-
tacked by a large naumber of the enemy.

But British Opinion Does Not
Contemplate Such a

Transvaal and the Orange Free
- 8tate Must Become Imper-
lal Crown Colonies.

London, May 12.—The Boers seem to
be on the eve of playing their last card,
and according to many keen observers
in England it is being played, not in
South Africa, but in the United States,’
through the medium of the Boer dele-
gates who sailed for New York from
Rotterdam last week.

The bulk of British opinion does not

cgntemplate for a -moment that Mr.
Fischer and his companions will achieve
success, but it is only natural that seri-
ous thoqght. is' now chiefly devoted to
prognosticating the date when the war
in the Transvaal will be ended. Most
estimates concur in agreeing that hostili-
ties will have ceased by June, or until
President Kruger learns that the last
country appealed to, the United States,
will affora no help, and that he has no
alternative in the face of the over-
whelming force now victoriously sweep-
ing into his territory, but to sue for
peace. What Great Britain’s answer to
thaj: request will be was unmistakably
defined by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, the
secretary of state for the colonies, at
Birmingham last evening, when he de-
clared that the Boer republics must be-
come a crown colony, whose initial stage
of organization should be controlled by
a military administration. By agreeing
to these terms President Kruger must
give up all for which he has been fight-
ing; ‘but, on the other hand, now that
terms have been so emphatically enun-
ciated, they must either be granted or
England will stand defeated.
