The
meat was the property of McGrath Bros. It
had not come here on commission to be sold,
bat was ordered and paid for in advance by
these enterprising gentlemen, who will also
be remembered as the pioneers in the summer
shipment of lamb to Boston.

The beef was a prime article, in splendid
condition, and the dealers were able to sell
it at wholesale for seven cents.
