The Natioun! Agreement.

NEW YOrK, Ooct. 18.—The committees
of the league and Americon association
met yesterday and adepted a new national
agreement, which will-be submitted to the
sixtoen clubs of the two associations for
adoption. "It is as follows :

First—This” docuinent shall be entitled the
natioral agreement, and shall supercede and
be the substitute for all other agreements
subsisting between the parties heroto.

Second—No contract shall be made for the
services of any clubh member of any party
hereto for a_longer.period than seven months,
beginning April 1 and termiinating October
31, \and ' no- -sueh contfaot for services
to be fendersd nfter tl.e expiration of the cur-
rent. year shall be made prior to _the 20th day
of Uctober of each year. 'Nor shall any nezo-
tiation be en'@ ‘ed into by or between any club
or agent thereof, and any player for services
to be rendered in an ensuing yeor prior to the
said 20th day of Uetoher.,. Every contract
shall be forwarded witlia ten days after ils
exeoution to the secretary of the association
of which the @)ntracting club is a member,
for registey an. approval, whoshall forth with
notifl “the svuremrﬂ of the other association,a
perty hereto, and the club members of his as-
sociation.

The third section Is the same as that of
the old national .agreement, and relates to
blacklisted players, ~

Fourth—-Tmmediately upon the execution of
this agreemont the secretary of each associa-
tion shall transmit to the ~ecretary of the other
association a complete list of - all players then
under contract, and all who were on Aug. 24,
1885, under contract with the several club
members, and shatl annually, on Oct. 10. send
a similar list of players then under contract
with the several club members of such asso-
ciation, and such players, together wich all
others hereafter to be lawfuly contracted
with by such club members, are and shall be
ineligible to contract with any club as-mem-
ber to the other association, except as herein-
after prescribed; provided that the number
of players eo rendered ineligible shall not at
the time of sending such list exceed twelve for
each said club.

Fifth—Upon the release of the player from
coutract with any club the services of such
player s'.al! at once be subject to the accep-
tance of the other clubs of such association,
ex) ressed in wrillng tothc secretary thereof,
fora period of ten days after notice of said
release, and thercafter if said services be not
accepted said pln;'er may negotiate and con-
tract with any other olub, The secretary of
such associ:tion shall serd notice to the
gecretary of the other assooiation of such
player's release on the -date thereof and the
said nceceptance of his services at or be fore
the vxpiration'of the ten days aforesaid.

Sixth—No club, not a moember of either
assoclition on the dte of the execution of the
:&reemenz shall he entitled to membership in

her association from any city or town in
w ich on that date any c.ub member of either
association is located, gto\'lded that nothing
e construed to prohibit
any club member of either associstion from
resigning iws mempership in such mociaua&‘
and being admitred to membership in theés
other association with all the rights and
privileges conferred by this agrce ment.

Section seven does mot admit ineligible
men playing on teams in championship or
other contests,

Eighth—No club shail pay to any of its
players £or one se. son's ferv.ce asalary in ex-
cess of $.000, nor shall any club employing a
p'ayer for sny portion 3’1 the scadon pay said
y & er for his services « 'a rate in excess of
said maxiin,um salary: nor advance payment
for such services p ior tothe 1st day of April
in any yedr, excepta suin of money in the
month of March to pay for the transportation
of said player from his!d - micile -to the city
where such club s located, provided that any
player to whom the provision of ‘this agree-
ment app'ies, whose services are requireu by
any club of ti e sssociation,shall he entitied to
recei @ for said epvices at least $1000.

Ninth—Th~ b ard f arbitration, consisti:
of duly accredited repre en‘atives from eac
o the ass«ciation~; shall convene as soon as
practicable after the exccution of this agree-
ment at a place mutus:ly to be arranged,
and shall organize by the ele tion.of a chair-
