THE MOUNT ATNA ERUPTION

SICILLY’S VOLCANO CUNIINUES TO
BRLOH FORTH LAVA,

Tmmense Loss of Life and Frightfal Dam
age to Property—Villages and Flour-
ishing Plantations of Olives, Vines and
Aromatic Herbs swopﬁ Away or Buried
Beneath the Flow of Lava

RouE, July 12.—The eruption of Mount
Ztna is rapidly increasing in violence
The fires in the crater’s show great activity.
Loud explosions are econtinually taking
place. i

A severe earthquake shock occurred this-
morning, which reduced to ruins the village
of Giarre on the coast of Sicily, five hours’
journey from the craters of Mount Aitna.
The population.of Giarre is about 18,000,
No mentiom of loss of life is made, but it is
feared here that many must have perished.
The whole country suffered severely from
the shock.

Engineers have been sent to the
threatened points to prevent the vast
quantities of lava that are being thrown
out by the volcano from entering the wells
from ~ which the population obtain their
supply of water. Should the lava come into
contact with the water the steam generated
would destroy the wells.

The craters of Aitna were last active in
1865. Giarre, the destroyed village, lay
directlo to the’east of the famous Valle del
Bove on the eastern side of Altua, a black
and desolate space three miles in width,
bounded on tbree sides by perpendicular
cliffs from 2000 to 4000 feet high, opening
only to the east.

ALPINE DISASTER IN SAVOY.

APPALLING ACCIDENT AT ST. GER-
VAIS MINERAL SPRINGS.

A Landslide from the Pennines Descends

Upon the Lowlands, Ocecasioning Im
mense Loss of Life—The Total Death
List Now Exceeds One Hundred and
Eighty. : “

Parts, July 12.—A terrible accident
has occurred at St. Gervais-Les-Bains, in
Savoy. A heavy landslide oceurred in the
mountains that almost overhang the village,
and without & moment’s warning a number
of houses were buried beneath immense
masses of rock and earth. The disaster
oceurred at 3 o’clock in the’ morning when
nearly all the inhabitants and residents
were asleep. It has been ascertained that
the Bion Nassay glaciers which extend
from the northwest side of Mount Blanc
became detached and swept down the side
of the mountain, carrying the baths and
the hamlet of Le Fayet iuto the river. The
loss of life was appalling. There was no
possible chance of the people getting out of
the way of the tremendous mass of earth,
rock and ice, and & great number whose
lives were not crushed out beneath the
falling debris of their houses were swept
into the river and drowned.

Over 150 bodies have been recovered from
the Harve, and those with the 30 taken
from the ruins of houses brings the death
roll up to 180,

1t is not believed that this will cover the
entire loss of life as there are undoubtedly
many bodies buried under the masses of
debris that will never be recovered.

The whole surface of the river is strewn
with the wreckage of houses and with
trees,

It is believed not a single persgn in the
line of the descending glaciers fnd the
debris they carried along with them
escaped with his life, Many of the dead
were mangled beyond recoguition. *

Mauy visitors were at the place, and a
large number of them were among the vic-
tims, ;

The Sherman establishment was com-
pletely destroyed by huge masses of rock
that were swept against it by the landslide.

Caught While Asleep.

The baths of St. 'Gervais were in five
scparate buildings joined by a stome wall
erected ina narrow gorge. They were
situated about 2066 feet above the sea on a
road from Geneva to Chamonix. A glacier
became detached from Mount Blanc and
fell into the mountain torvent, carrying
away the hamlet of Bionnay and filling the
torrent with masses of ice. The masses of
ice and the wreckage of the village formed
a dam which effectually restrained the
water for some time, Finally tho
dam broke and the waters burst
like a cataragt into the stream of Bon Nant,
which passes;through 8t; Gervais. = The in-
mates of the bath houses were . awakened
about 2.15 a.m. by sounds of rushing water
and a loud crashing noise. Before they
were able to leave the buildings the torrent
filled with the debris of the village and
large masses of ice crashed against the bath
houses. t

Three of the buildings were entirely de-
stroyed and ancther on:dplrt‘ially, while the
fifth building sustained no damage being
situated upon a <higher elevation than the
others. . b

A Stream of Floating Corpses.

The torrent continued into the valley,
destroyin ever'ybhing, - in its course.
The village:' o Le [Fayet, lying
m the valley was almost entirely de-
molished. .

The wreckage of houses was swept on for
miles into the Arve. Dowan the latter
stream corpses and wreckage have been sent
floating all day long. The full mortality is
not yet known, Iu is believed that 75 per-
sons perished at the baths alone,

At least 50 of the inhabitants of Lafayet
were drowned.

The latest estimate of the number of dead
is 180.

St. Gervais is a watering place with
sulphurous springs, and is a favorite summer
resort. It lies in the wooded region of Mont
Joie, half a mile from the Chamon-road on
the Bon Nant, Nant being the name applied
to all mountadin streams in Savoy.
