THAT BRIDGE OVER TG DOK.

SHALL IT BE 4 BIGH OR Low
LEVEL STRUCIURE?

A Two Hours' Debate in the Council—A
Proposal to Take a Voue of the Pro-
perty-Owners on the Subject—By 2
Vote of 10 to 8 the High Level Strac-
ture Is Defeated in the Meantime.

For two long weary hours the Council
last night discussed the question of the
erection of a high level bridge over the Don
at Queen-street.

The debate was at times as acrimonious
as it was lengthy.

City Solicitor Biggar submitted a written
opinion in reference to the matter, in which
he said:

If the city applies to the Railway Com-
mittee on the ground of public safety for the
erection of a bridge over an existing railway
and the Railway Committee, under the au-
thority conferred on it by statute, orders
the construction of such a bridge that order
may be made a judgment of the Exchequer
Cours of Canada and can be enforced in the
same way as such judgment.

Ald. Lamb Favors & Low Level Bridge,

Consequently when Ald. .Shaw intro-
duced a bylaw to authorize the construc-
tion of the hi?h bridge, he started the ball
of rhetoric rolling.

Ald. Lamb was on his feet in a moment
and proved the most uncompromising op-

onent of the bylaw. He claimed that a
ow level bridge, coat.inﬁ about $46,000,
was ample and would at the same time
even less dangerous. The cost of & high
level bridge would be not less than four or
five hundred thousand dollars, he believed,
forjthey did not know what land damages
‘'would ge incurred by its erection.

Ald. S. Macdonald refuted Ald.
Lamb’s  statements and held that the land
damages would not be large.

Ald. William Carlyle wanted the matter
submitted to a vote of the people. ‘‘There
is not the least intention on the part of the
people to vote for a high level bridge. The
people benefited by the bri%ge should pay
for it, just as people in the West End had
paid for improvements there.”

The Oity’s Apportionment.

Ald. Small held that even in the interests
of humanity alone a high level bridge was
necessary. As for the city’s apportionment
of the cost he thought it would be about 70
per cent. He referred toablockade that had
occurred st the crossing a _few jdays ago
csused by a C.P.R. train, during which
traffic east and west was suspended for 15
minutes, as  proof that & high level bridge
was necessary. ‘I cannot understand why
Ald. Lamb should oppose the bylaw, unless
it was because he had seen the error of his
ways as father of the Don improvement.”

Ald. Jolliffe mildly remarked that a level
crossing was sufficient.

Ald. Verial was of opinion that once the
matterWent before the Privy Council the
bridge would have to be built and for this
reason he pleaded for its submission to the
people first.

Ald. Shaw said that it was no use sub-
mitting the bylaw to the people until a
specified amount “Was fixed. The land
dam he pointed ont, were considered
in the estimated cost of $250,000.

Ald. Small maintained that the cost of
the bridge would be under $200,000, while
the cost of the damage to land will not
exceed $300. “What has Ald. Lamb got
in view ?/ he wrathfully adaed. “I don’t
know, but I will know before long.”
[Laughter].

Submit It to the People.

Mayor Fleming : I came to the council
to-night with the intention of supporting
the bylaw, but since I have seen
the City Solicitor's letter I must vote

{against it. In view of that letter I think

it would be ill-advised of us to the
bylaw. You do not know what the land
damages will be. I think Ald. Small’s
estimate a reasonable one and Mr. Colling-
wood Schrieber estimates the city’s share at
$200,000. I think.you had better submit
the proposition to the ‘people. If the rail-
way people have got to pay for the bridge,
I "am prepared to support it, but
if the people I am not. I take
the ground that it was the railways that
created the need of a high level bridge.

RAVAGES OF THE CHOLERA,

ﬁo Record of the Disease Shows Great
Mortality in Russia,

§r. PerErsBURG, Oct. 24.—8ince the
outbreak of the cholera in the Russian
dominions there have been in the lieuten-
antey of the Caucasus 12,000 cases of
the disease and 65,000 deaths. In Saratoff
there havebeen 31,000 casesand 1 1,000deaths
and in St. Petersburg 3300 cases and 1150
deaths, making in these three districts
alone a total of 159,300 cases and 77,000
deaths. Three weeéks ago the disease broke
out in Warsaw and since that time 20
deaths have occurred in that city.

Cholera at Calais,

been officially declared to be infected with
cholera. Three cases of the disease and
one death have occurred there since Friday.
TFive cases and three deaths have occurred
in the adjacent village of Barrate.

The Provincial Secretary has
wisely decided not to grant any owing to
the fact that the demends for permits have
this year been beyond all reasonable num-
bers. It is probable that a great many
Americans will go shooting without per:
mits, however, and save the $25, which it
the price of a shooting permit.
20 Violating the Fish Law.
Eoquiry at the Crown Lands Department
yesterday showed that for the Nepigon
waters, which are very popular indeed with
American fishermen, $355 has been received
fof fishing permits. As the privilege in,
tHese waters costs $5 this sum represents 71
fishermen—at a generous estimate 25 per
cent, of the foreigners who fished in those
waters.
In other parts of Ontario, Muskoka,
Lakefiéld and Victoria County the privilege
costs $1, and the officials of the Crown
Lands Department admit that very few of
the hundreds of Americans who every year
fish in Ontario pay for permits. At Lake-
field 17 permits were granted, at Garden
River 4 and at Peterboro about 20. It is
a pity that so much of Canada’s game
should be killed by such a pirate nation,
and the greater precautions which have
this year been adopted in Muskoka under
instructions of the Provincial Secretary are
to be commended. :
