The Crathie's Officers State That They

Stood By For Twe Hours, But Saw
: Nothing of the Bibe—Passengers On the
Liner Aver That Had Qhe’Do-e So
Hundreds Could Have Been Saved—
Storfes of the Pilos and the Resculng

Fish Eiferts at h a
By a Blizzard.

London, Jan. 81.—The absorbing topic
of conversation and comment to-day is
the loss of the North-German : Lloyd
steamship Elbe, with nearly 400 lives,
Bs the result of o collision in the North
Sea yesterday moruing with a steamer
which at ‘the time 'was unknown, but it
is now astertained beyond the possibility
of doubt was the British steamer Cra-
thie; Captain Gordon, from Rotterdam
for Aberdeen. 'Although the figures of
the various statements of the loss of life
differ, no two being exactly alike, the
latest infermasion as to the mumber of
Jives lost piacesitat 374 at least. That
js the mumber missing aund there is very
little hope entertained that any of
these will eventually be heard from
alive.

It is true, however, that some Yar-
mouth and Lowestoit fishing smacks,
which are out on cruises in tpe vicin-
ity where the Wild Flower picked up
the Elbe’s boat containing the 20 sur-
vivors, have not returned to their home
ports yet, so that there still remains &
possibifity that oue or . more of them
may have rescued some of the unfortun-
ates of the lost steamer, Oun the other
band the weather is unfavorable to the
survival of the castaways for any con-
piderable lengtn of time. A heawy north-
east gale has prevailed or the North Sea
all day and the weather at Lowestoft
and thereabouts is very cold. The gale
increased to almost a hurricane and has
been accompanied by & blinding snow-
storm.

Notwithstanding this the Coast Guard
aud Customs Olficers are exerting them-
selves to the utmost, and are leaving
no means untried in the search for pos-
sible survivors, or even for signs of any
kind indicating that more of the Elbe's
people escaped than have been heard
from.

Nothing Whatever Washed Asheore.

Thus far no article of woodwork or fur-
niture belonging to the boat has washed
ashore on the Suffolk coast, a fact in
itself regarded by experts as proving the
sudden completeness. of the wreck and
tending to diminish the probabilit of
further saving of life being reported. A
lifaboat of the Elbe, it.is true, washed
ashore at Yarmouth last evening, oars
.and lifebuoys being found in it; but this
is undoubtedly the boat from which the
Wild Flower rescued the survivors, and
which was left adrift after its occupants
had been taken off,so that its discovery
on shore furnishes no additional news
or encouragement.

Mishap to a Searching Lifebont.

The lifeboat of ‘the life-saving station
Bt Ramsgate has returned after being
out 15 hours, searching for possible sur-
vivors of the Elbe, but found no trace
of .either boat or wreckage. The Broad-
stairs lifeboat alsg returned this morning,
Upon nearing the statiom the boat was
blown ashore by the violent gale, and
the crew were . dashed into the suri.
Several of them were injured.

The tug Despatch, which has started
from: Lowestoit to search for any possi-
ble survivors of the Elbe, intended
to search in the vicinity of the Hook
of Holland. A blizgard-like snowstorm
prevailed, rendering the sea invisible irom
the shore, #nd the storm drove the tug

; back to Lowestoft at noon, after she.had

proceeded only a short distance. The
storm moderated somewhat after her re-
turn.and in the afternoon she started out
again,

The Despatch returned to Lowestolt
this afternoon, baving proceeded 45 miles
fn ber search for auny persons who may
have been fortunate enough to get away
from the Elbe in the missing boats or by
clinging to the wreckage.

The Despatchr reports that nothing
whatever was seen of either boats or
wreckage. The storm is now ragiug more
wildly than ever, aud it is impossible that
suy small boat cdn five in the heavy
gea, orii it should have weathered the
gale that any of its occupants can have
survived exposure to the bitter cold until
this time.

The raging blizeard prevented 'the sea
from being seen off Ramsgate and Yar-
mouth and compslled a total suspension
of coasting traific. In this way the ex-
perts accounted for the non-arrival of
fishing boats, which might bring some
additional survivers, or at least have
picked up some wreckage which might
serve to identiiy the ship which cut the
Elbe almost in two.

Could the Crathie Have Saved Them ?

The owner, Aberdeen, of the steam-
ship Crathbie, which ran into and sank
the Elbe, has received a briei telegram
from the captain at Maasluis, stating
that the. Crathje's bow was terribly
crgshed by the impact of the vessel with
the Elbe, and that the Crathie was in
a sinking condition when she reached
Maasluis. The captain was below at
the time of the collision, the mate being
in charge of the vessel. The latter has
made a statement to the captain that
be has no knowledge whatever. as to
the identity of the vessel with which
the Crathie collided. His own vessel
was 8o damaged that its condition called
tor the undivided attention of the oifi-
cers and the entire crew, all of whom
had to bend their energies to saving
their ship and their own lives.. There
was, the mate adds, a dense Ybg at the
time oi the accident, and the vessel with
which the Crathie had collided was
Iost to view in the mist almost immedi-
& ely alter ‘the crash.

‘url Hoiiman of Grand Island, Neb.,
who i® among the saved, refutes this
'I:tt_"mvnt by making the assertion, in
tddition to his statement already pub-
lished. that it the vessel which came in-
to coilision with the Elbe had stood by
the sinking ship, a majority oi her pas-
Bengers might have heen saved, as the
Elbe stood periéetly still for many min-
utes alfter the impact.

In fact she remained motionless until
the water which was pouring into her
told caused ber to lurch violently. aiter
whieh all was confusion on board.

A despatch to Lloyd's irom Rotterdam
says the Crathie leit Maasluis at 10 |
o'clock on the night oi Jan. 19 for
Aberdeen and returned to Maasluis at
1.25 p. m., Jan, 380, damaged. She re-
ported baving been in collision with a
large unknown steamer, which, her oifi-
cers thought, was probably an Ameri-
can liner, The Crathie’s stem was com-
pletely gone above the water line, hav-
ing being carried away to the third
trame, but she was perfectly tight, and
had made no water. The collision, ac-

oceurred bétween B and 6 o'cloek on
the moraing of Jan 30.  One of the
crew of the Crathie wag injured by the
collision.

Steerage Passenger Bothen says after
the strange vessel struck the Elbe she
gheered off und steamed in & semi-circle
around the Eibe, but did not come neatr
her, though Lad she done so she could
have rescued a large number of those
on board the sinking ship.

Was the Elbe Prepared For Au Accident ?

The Morning Post publishes a letter from
a correspoudent; in  which the. writer
says he has frequently crossed the Atlan-
tic on the Elbe, aud asks whether the
watertight compartments failed to serve
"their purpose.

Thie Elbe was divided into such com-
partments by trausverse bulkheads, run-
ning up to the main deck. These were
fitted with pateut doors, enabling the
passengers and crew to pass completely
through the ship without going up ou
the main deck. ‘The correspondent isays:
We paseengers, wider ordimary circum-
stances; never saw those doors closed.
If they were effective when closed, the
question arises, were they closed when
the eollision occurred? Half of the ves-
sel would flont much longer than 20 min-
utes if the wutertight bulkheads weére in
order, even though theé other half of her
was wrecked and had sunk. :

Stery of the ¢Crathie's Oflicers.

Oificers of the Crathie report that the
ship with which 'the’Crathie was in cel-
lision was a huge steamer with two
tunuels.

Captain Gordon says the steamer with
which {the Crathie collided: was lost sight
Cof immediately after the vessels came to-
gether and it was thought she bad pro-
teeded. The Crathie remained in the vi-
cinity for two hours aud ¢hen returned to
Rotterdam, as it was feared that she
could not keep afloat.:

The *second officer says ’ immediately
after the collision the ship struck by the
Crathie burned blue anda red lights. Sim-
jilar signals were returned by the Crathie,
his belief being that no assistance was
required.

No Confusion On the Eibe.

Greenham, the English pilot on the
Elbe, one of the survivors, said: When
I came on deck of the Elbe, the captain
was in charge. . The first order given was
“Swing the boats out; don’t lower.” The
next was “Everybody ou deck; crew to
their stations.” This was followed by
“Women and children to the starboard
boats, to be saved first.”

These orders were given by the captain
himself, -and were repeated by the chief
officer. The next order was ‘“Lower the
boats.” There was no confusion among
the crew,or in the giving of orders,
nor was there any panic amohg-the pas-
sengers. A hizh sea was running and
there waa a strong east southeast wind.
There’ had beén: an average of 19 de-
grees below the {reczing point since the
morning. The lanyards or the boat grips
were frozen, and were chopped away in
order to save time. - The ship went down
two minutes after we left her.

Told By the Rescaer.

.NVilliam Wright, the skipper of the fish-
ing sma2k Wild IFlower, says: We were
east southeast of Lowestoft, with our
trawling gear ‘down, when about 11
o’clock yesterday moruing I saw a ship's
lifeboat a mile away. The boat’s mast
was naked, but 1 saw something ilut-
tering irom her stern. The water was
breaking over the 'boat. I watched the
boat closely.

Her océupants seemed to think 1 was

to leave them,so I waved iny hat

us balf anhour to getup our
trawlikg gear, and in the meantime the
boat was driftiug away from us. When
we got ¢lose to them I cast them a rope,
butsthey were so cold,~wet and numb
they could not make it fast for a time.

We pulled them around to the side of the
smack, and about half of them jumped
aboard, but the strain caused by the
heavy sea parted the rope, and the re-
mainder once more drifted away.

Eventually we wmade another line fast
and four more of the urnfortunates were
dragged iprJeaving a woman and four
men in the boat. The woman lay in the
water in the Lottom of the boat. Just
as all had boarded the smack, the line
again parted, and the lifeboat was again
lost. Iam sure apother hour's exposure
in the ‘Goat would have kilied some of
them, for there was six inches of ice on
my deck.

15 of the 20 Survivors Were Saliors

The Elbe had on board 324 persouns,
of whom 149 were officers aud crew,
50 cabin passengers and 125 steerage
passengers. Of the passengers 18 were
children.

A great deal of adverse comment is
caused by the fact that of the 20 per-
sons saved from the *Elbe, 15 of them
were of the ship's crew, and that the
boat in which they saved themselves
contained only one woman and no child-
ren.

Attempts have been made by some of !
the survivors to ‘ageount for this, but
in no case in & @atisfactory manner.
Even the solitary woman who was sav-
ed was not originally taken into the
boat, but was picked up in the water
after the boat had pushed away from
the sinking ship, greatly -against the
wishes of some of the occupants of the
boat.

An Enguiry To Be Be Heid

The German Consul will open the en-
quiry here to-morrow. The ugents""ul
thé owpers and the insurance companies
and the officials of the admiralty and
Board oi Trade will be present. The
enquiry will last eight days. All the
crew left in Lowestoit the clothes which
they bad worn in the final struggle for
life, aud wore suits given them by
Consul Dradbesr. Pilot Graenham’s
band is badly frost-bitten.

Fifteen {ishing smacks, which sailed
pear the spot where the Elbe lies, ar-
rived at Lowestoft this afternoon. Not
one reported seeing any signd of the
wreck or the passengers. Their re-
porte banished the last hopes of find-
ing the second lifeboat. A smack, re-
turning shortly beiore midnight, brought
a boat’s rudder and .log line, but there
was nothing to indicate what boat
they were irom. The customs officers
at all ports along the seuth and east
coast are on the alert to hail and
question the skippers of all incoming
eraft, and the coast guard patrol the
shore for miles in the search for wreck-
age and dead bodies. The wind and
tide wonld now briu?_r flotsany to points
south of Lowestoit.

al of the bail bonds. :

Mr. Watters went up to the Depart-
ment of Customs this morning 88 usual
but was refused admittance to his room,
which is still in charge of the police.

The Charges in Detail.

Commissioner Sherwood, who laid the
information, says in the charge that he
has just cause to suspect and believe that
Thomas J. Watters did unlawiully take
from Her Majesty the Queen on Jan, 16,
1894, the sum of $98, the property of
Her Majesty the Queen jn right of her
Dominion of Canada and] further sums,
namely, on Feb. 23,1804, the sum of
$98, March 19, $4; April 18, $93; June
15, $90; Aug. 6, $90, Further, the said
Thomas J. Watters is employed as Act-
ing Commissioner of Customs at Ottawa
and that in respect of the execution of
the duties of said offica certain salaries
and pay were payable and paid to the
said Thomas J. Watters, by Her Majesty
the Queen. That it was part o tht\{dp-
ties of the said Thomas J. Watters, in
the execution of his oifice, to account
to Her Majesfy the Queen for all moneys
which came into his hands in connection
with the business and administration of
the Department of Customs of Canada
at Ottawa, and the deponent says .that
the said Thomas J. Watters, while so
occupying the said office of acting-com-
missioner, did receive from the Wabash
Railway Company certain bank drafts
for the several sums at the dates men-
tioned, and which drafts were the pro-
perty of Her Majesty the Queen, and
shonld have been accounted for to Her
Majesty, but the said Thomas J. Wat-
teps, \contigry to, and in breach of the
duties and Yrusts of his said office, and
in fraud of Her Majesty the Queen, 0ob-
tained and procured the money upon
each of the said drafts and used and
employed the same for his own purposes,
contrary to the statute in such ease
made and providéd.
