If you find that 
at the time of the sale Jones had the die* 
temper, and Smith knew it, then Smith 
cannot possibly recover. But, gentles* 
men, I will state it a third time, so 
that you can not possibly make*a mis­
take. If at the time of tfoe sale «Smith 
bad the glanders, and Jones had the 
distemper, and the horse knew it, then 
neither Smith, Jones, nor the horse 
can recover. Let the record be given 
to the jury.”—Harper's Magazine.

Quitter is the name given to fistula 

which occur at the coronate just above 
the horn of the hoof from which there 
is a discharge of pus caused by the 
irritation of some foreign body or dis­
eased tissue within the hoof. It is 
attended by considerable swelling, 
lameness, and suppuration. It may 
occur in any horse’s foot and it may be 
simply a single sinus in the laminae 
and coronate or it may communicate, 
with numerous sinuses running in all 
directions and not infrequently pro* 
duoing disease of the os pedis or its 
lateral cartilages. This latter condition 
proves very difficult to heal, and not 
infrequently becomes incurable.

Causes.—It often follows on neglected 
corns attended by suppuration, which 
not being allowed a*free orifice to es-, 
cape by, burrows under the hero of 
the wall:; and, causing disease ef soft 
textures, fistulous openings nre pro 
duced^ and in many-cases, the bone 
becomes diseased, caries sets in, and an 
almost incurable condition results. 
Bruises of the heel, or wall pricks from 
nails, or whatever causes irritation fol­
lowed by suppuration, may give rise to 
•quiltor.
