There are Percherons, so-called,
which are not Percherons. Normans
are not Percherons, any more than
Pennsylvanians are Virginians ; but
they are both French, as these are
Americans, Perche is an ancient pro-
vinee of France,and lies south of Nor.
mandy, adjoining its southwestern bor«
der. Perche has long been known for
its splendid breed of horses, which
have been reared with much care and
jealousy, and which date back in breed
ing to Arabian blood. Normandy bas
also its breed of horses, equally ancient,
but coarser amd beavier; they were
used a thousand years ago in war, when
an enormous weight of steel armor was
borne, both by the rider and the horse.
To bear the burden, and to-ride down
an opponent by mere force of shock:
very heavy horses were required, rather
than mere active ones,and the Nor-
man horses thus became, as they are
still, the heaviest race known. The
Percherons, on the other ‘hand, were
used for carriages, and‘ are now the
stage, omnibus and diligence horses of
the country, able to trot with ease ten
miles in an hour, with a heavy vehicle
behind them, Theseare consequently
more finely built, have harder and finer
bone, and while quite heavy, look
lighter than they really are, because of
their fine proportions, due to their
Arabian ancestry.—American Agricul-
turist.

But in nearly ‘all bousebolds some one
has to stay in the house a greater part
of the time, earnestly and patiently
working:that home may be made com-
fortable for the absent ones, and that
they may“go'about in thesunshine gain-
ing strength and health.

~Theones who usually stay at home
dre mothers and sisters—oftener moth.
er alone, who frequentiy grows tired
and heart-sick. See if you cannot
make her look cheerful and happy;
try gomforting and 'cheering ‘words;
have a bright smileand a cheery laugh,
jump around and belp her, straighten
up the bouse and mend : the clothes,
make garden, and plant vines, thep

among all the approved methods of
nest-making . —Take about a bucket-
ful of sawdust and earth or ashes mix.
ed ; put 1t into & soap or candle box, or
better still in some corner of a room on
the floor intended for the hatching de-
partment. This makes the foundation.
T'hen some short, fine hay or straw on
top, not more than two or three inches
deep ; hollow the centre a little, not too
much, as & deeply hollowed nest causes all
the eggs to roll to the centre, " Place your
hen on, with a few nest eggs for a day or
two, and she will adjust the nest better
than you can. Then when you find she
has taken to her new nest, and means
business, commit to her care the eggs you
intend her to bring a family out of. This
precaution may save you the loss of a valu-
able setting of eggs, which otherwise
might be lost by the hen not taking to the
nest at first, Leave her some food and
water where she can help herself when
