Boiled Dressing.

Ingredients.—Three eggs, one teaspoon­
ful of mustard, two of salt, quarter of a 
saltfcpoonful of cayenne, two tablespoonfuls 
of sugar, two tablespoonfuls of butter, one 
cupful of milk, half a cupful of vinegar. 
Beat the eggs, add to them the other ingredi­
ents, and cook in the double boiler until the 
mixture thickens like soft custard. Stir 
constantly. Use half the quantity for a 
small salad, and keep the remainder in a 
cool place until salad is wanted again. It 
will keep two weeks.

How to Detect Death.
IT IS NOT SO EASY A TASK AS SOMK PEOPLE 

IMAGINE.

Some time ago a French physician sub­
mitted to the French Academy of Medicine 
what he called a “diaphonous ” test of death. 
This test was to hold the hand of a supposed 
dead person before a strong artificial light, 
with the fingers extended and just touching 
each other.

The physician’s theory was that if there 
be a scarlet line of light in the narrow space 
where the fingers come short of touching, 
there must be circulation of the blood and 
therefore evidence of vital action, while if 
here be no illumination then the circulation 

has ceased and death has occurred. The 
French Academy was so impressed with the 
value of this test that it awarded a prize to 
the discoverer.

Now an English physician comes and 
■hows that this test is not a whit more re­
liable or certain than any of those that have 
been in use & thousand years and have not 
proved to he perfectly satisfactory. In the 
June Lancet. Dr. Edwin Ha ward, in a paper 
on “ ThtrProper value of the Diaphanous 
Test of Death,” describee the following re­
markable case:

“ I was called in January last to visit *a 
lady, 73 years of age, suffering from chronic 
bronchitis. She had often suffered at in­
tervals from similar attacks during a period, 
of twenty-five years. The present attack 
was very severe, and, as she was obviously 
in a state of senile decrepitude, her symp­
toms naturally gave rise to considerable 
anxiety. Nevertheless she rallied and im­
proved so much that, after a few days, my 
attendance was no longer required.

I heard nothing more of this lady until 
“ Feb. 6—a period of three weeks—when I 
was summoned early in the morning to see 
her immediately. The messenger told me 
that she had retired to bed in the usual way 
and had apparenxly died in the night, but 
that she looked so lifelike there was great 
dmibt whether death had actually taken 
place. Withiu half au hour I was by her 
bedside; there was no sign of breathing, or 
pulse, or of heartbeat, and the hands slightly 
flexed, were rather rigid, but the counten­
ance looked like that of a living person, the 
eyes being open and lifelike. I believed 
her to be dead, and that the rigidity of the 
upper limbs indicated commencing rigor 
mortis, but this curious fact was related to 
me by a near relative that once before she 
had passed into a death-like state with simi 
lar symptoms, even to the rigidity of the 
arms and hands, from which state she had 
recovered, and after which she had always 
experienced the direst apprehension of being 
buried alive.

“ Her anxiety, it wil be easily conceived, 
w is readily communicated to her relatives, 
who urged me to leave nothing undone for 
determining whether life was or was not ex­
tinct. Under the circumstances I suggested 
that Dr. (now Sir) Benjamin Ward Richard­
son, who has made the proofs of death a 
special study, should be summoned. He 
soon arrived aud submitted the body to all 
the tests in the following order, each testing 
being written dowiutt the moment by my, 
self.

)

Fertilising the Orchard.

The question is often asked: “ Would yon 
manure just around the tree or the whole 
surface of the ground?” The most approved 
practice is to manure the whole surface of 
the ground. It has been found that potash 
is one of the constituents that our fruit trees 
draw most heavily from the soil, and we 
must, therefore, in order to keep the balance 
even return this to the soil in larger quan­
tities than other fertilizers.

The most convenient and cheapest w?ay of 
applying this element is in the form of wood 
ashes, in a bushel of which there are about 
three pounds of potash, worth 3 cents per 
pound, or 12 cents for the bushel. Then we 
have about one pound of phosphoric acidt 
worth 4 cents, which will give as a total of 
16 cents for these two constituents alone. 
Both of these are very valuable agents for 
orchard use.

Besides these in wood ashes are lime, 
magnesia and iron, also important fertilizers. 
This makes a very valuable and almost com­
plete fertilizer for orchards. But in addi­
tion we need nitrogen, and this can be sup­
plied by a dressing of barnyard manure every 
second year. That gives a complete ferti 
lizer for the orchard.

A good artificial fertilizer, according to 
Professor James, for an acre of ground 
would be as follows: Wood ashes, 40 bush­
els: crushed bones, to give phosphoric acid, 
100 pounds; aud sulphate of ammonia, to 
give us the nitrogen, 100 pounds. This 
would cost about $8.50 an acre and be a 
very complete fertilizer indeed. I would 
not advise that this should be used at once, 
but spread over the first part of the growing 
season in two or three applications.

Cultivation of Potatoes.

Speaking of cultivation of potatoes before 
the blossoms appear, Mr. A. W. Cheever of 
the New England Farmer says:

Deep cultivation and pulling of large 
weeds from the hills late in the season is un­
favorable to a large yield, as many feeding 
roots are broken or badly disturbed. Such 
deep cultivation of corn or other crops is al­
so injurious. Shallow, surface cultivation 
is usually advisable till the crop is too large 
to drive amongst with team.

If one has neglected his potatoes till the 
ground is overgrown with weeds and the 
crop is in bloom, it becomes a question which 
to choose of two evils, and one should use 
the best judgment at command. Destroy­
ing the weeds will injure the crop but letting 
them alone may injure it more. I nèver in­
tend to get caught in any such scrape. If I 
did I should have to pocket the loss as pun­
ishment

In cultivating potatoes or other hoed crops 
one should do all the cultivation p ssihle 
before planting. Get the ground mellow 
and as free from weeds as possible. Then 
cultivate often while the crop is small. 
Cultivate more and more shallow as the 
season advances. When the weeds are all 
killed by early cultivation there is no call 
for any but the shallowest stirring possible, 
just enough to keep the surface from crust 
ing. An inch of loose earth prevents exces­
sive drying of the soil beneath. Such shal­
low stirring is always in order.

Why Astrakhan is Dear.

Do women know why it is that astrakhan 
or Persian lamb costs so much? It isn’t be­
cause in and of itself it is especially becom­
ing, for it is neither. It is the cost of life 
t hat t hey are paying for. Just as the female 
is about to give birth to the kid, she is killed, 
and the skin stripped from the unborn, but 
often living, little one. This inhuman prac­
tice is owing to the fact that only in this 
way can the soft, tine silkiness of the fur be 
preserved. After birth it becomes harsh 
and wiry. Two lives have to be taken to 
get one small skin, and this is what makes 
.astrakhan so dear. This, too, is why I 
shudder when I see a woman wearing an as­
trakhan coat or cape. Is a fashion worth 
following that is so prodigal of life as this? 
It is worse than the slaughter of seals and 
birds for fashion’s sake, and the slow torture 
of the goose for the jxUe de foie gra* that 
makes the epicure happy. And these are 
bad enough.

Burdette on Easter Eggs.

For one thing I observe that “Easter 
eggs” are quite a feature of the festival. 
Now, when I was a boy wc had no such 
nonsense, says Robert J. J. Burdette ih the 
April Ladiex’ Home Journal. We had 
“ aigs ” always. “ Easterings,” usually pro­
nounced in one word. We ueed to color 
them with calico, fast colors. A week be­
fore Easter somebody would go to the store 
to buy the calico with which to print the 
“aigs.” “Is this fast colors?” And the clerk 
would lift his hand to heaven and swear that 
the deluge couldn’t fade one ray of the brigh­
test tint in the figure. After securing his 
affidavit, we would tie “aig” up in a bit of 
that print and boil it. The calico would come 
out of the ordeal pure, spotless, whiter than 
snow, and the “aig” would be a thing of 
beauty in dots and leaves and twigs.

]. Heart sounds and motion entirely 
absent, together with all pulse movement.

2. Respiratoiy sounds and movements 
absent.

3. Temperature of the body taken from 
the mouth the same as that of the surround­
ing air in the room, 62° Fahrenheit.

4. A bright needle plunged into the body 
of the biceps muscle (Cloquet’s needle test) 
and left there, shows on withdrawal no sign 
of oxidation.

5. Intermittent shocks of electricity at 
different tensions passed into various mus­
cles give no indication whatever of irrita­
bility.

6. The fillet test applied to the veins of 
the arms (Richardson’s test ) causes no fill­
ing of the veins on the distal side of the 
fillet.

7. The opening of a vein to ascertain 
whether the blood has undergone coagula­
tion shows that the blood was still fluid.

8. The subcutaneous injection of ammo­
nia (Monte Verde’s test) causes the dirty 
brown stain indicative of dissolution.

9. On making careful movements of the 
joints of the extremities of the lower jaw 
and of the occipito-frontalis, rigor mortis is 
found in several parts.

“Thus of these nine tests, eight distinctly 
declared that death was absolute, the ex­
ception, the fluidity of the blood, being a 
phenomenon quite compatible with blood 
preternaturally fluid and at a low tempera­
ture even though death had occurred.

10. There now remained the diaphan­
ous test, which we carried out by the aid of 
a powerful reflector lamp yielding an excel­
lent and penetrating light. To our surprise 
the scarlet line of light between the fingers 
was as distinct as it was in our own hands 
subjected to the same experiment. The 
mass of evidence was of course distinctly to 
the effect that death was complete; but to 
make assurance doubly sure we had the tem­
perature of the room raised and the body 
carefully watched until signs of decomposi­
tion had set in. I made a visit myself on 
the succeeding day to assure myself of this 
f»ct.

Cheerfulness and Health.

Men never break down in health so long 
as they keep a happy, joyous heart. It is 
the sad and despondent heart that tires, 
and, whatever the load, we should always 
keep a cheerful spirit within. There are 
two ways of meeting a hard experience. One 
is to struggle and resist, refusing to yield. 
The result of this is the wounding of the 
soul and intensifying the hardness. The 
other is quietly to accept the circumstance 
or restraints aud make the best of them by 
enduring all cheerfully. Those who live in 
the first way grow old in the middle of life. 
Those tfho take the other way keep a young 
and happy heart down to old age, and often 
find the last days the best days and old age 
the happiest time of life.

A Traveller’s Tale.
Ottawa, July 17.-W. F. Sparham, of 95 

Nepeau St., a traveller for the well known 
house of Russel, Gardener & Russel, tells an

Farm Items.

Kerosene Emulsion.—This insecticide is 
made as follows: One pound of softsoap or 
common yellow soap is dissolved in a quart 
of hot water. One pint of kerosene is then 
added to the liquid, which is thoroughly 
mixed by shaking or churning, in any suit­
able vessel. Two gallons of water is then 
added, and well mixed. This is sprayed on 
plants that are infested with lice or any other 
small insects.

Best Roots fob Cows.—Beets and man­
gels are preferable to any others for feeding 
cows. The long red and the yellow globe 
mangels are excellent, but the sugar beets 
have more nutriment in them, having twelve 
to sixteen per cent, of sugar. They do not 
yield as much as the larger mangles, as three 
hundred to five hundred bushels per acre is 
a good crop, while of mangels two or three 
times as much is often grown on good soil.

—Young fanners, and sometimes old cues, 
are apt to look upon farming in a false light 
—as a mental occupation to be soughi by 
those unfit for anything else. On the other 
hand some of our agricultural writers go to 
the opposite extreme and extol farming as a 
profession above its merit. When a young 
man has made up his mind to become a farm- 
he does not want to embitter life by envying 
the nice things enjoyed by men in other oc­
cupations, and neglect to enjoy the pleasures 
afforded by farm and country life; but with 
the best wishes for all should turn his atten­
tion to availing himself of all there is afford­
ed by his position and surrounding.

In Cairo, Egypt, they have for years fired a 
gun at high noon by means of a burning 
glass, which concentrates the sun’s rays at 
the touch-hole of the cannon, where loose 
powder has been placed for a primary 
charge.

^ The fight between the sun’s apparent time, 
backed by the gun, agaiust mean time, has 
always been amusing to foreigners, while the 
natives take the sun and gun as their stan­
dard, without regard to its effect upon dis- 
tOrbing the well established custom of hav­
ing each day exactly 24 hours in length.

The results of these experimental tests 
were satisfactory as following and corrobor­
ating each other in nine out of ten different 
lines of procedure; but the point of my 
paper is to show the utter inadequacy of the 
diaphanous test upon which some are inclin­
ed entirely to rely. Sir Benjamin Richard­
son has reported an instance in which the 
test applied to the hand of a lady who had 
simply fainted gave no evidence of the red 
line; she therefore, on that test alone", might 
have been declared dead. In my case the 
reverse was presented; the body was dead 
while the red line, supposed to indicate life, 
was perfectly visible. Hence the test might 
possibly lead to a double error and ought 
never of *tself to be relied upon.

There are several other tests which have 
been applied in such cases which Sir Rich­
ardson did not use. One of these is to tie 
a string tightly around the finger of the 
supposed corpse. If life is extinct the fin­
ger will not change its color and nothing new 
will be visible. If, however, there is still 
circulation, even though imperceptible, the 
end of the finger will become red and slight­
ly swollen.

Another test is to apply leeches to the body. 
It is held by the advocates of this test that 
leeches will not draw blood from a corpse, 
but will quickly release their hold. Still 
another test is to produce a blister by means 
of heat. If the person is alive, the blister 
will be tilled with water; if death has oc­
curred it will contain only air.

But all these tests enumerated have in 
some way or other fallen short of the re­
quirements of medical science, and physi­
cians are still searching for a satisfactory 
one.
