France was Warned.

New York, Oct. 29.—A London despatch 
to the Sun today says : “ There can be no 
doubt that the opinion of the nation is over­
whelmingly in favor of war unless the Brit­
ish contention is conceded by France with­
out reserve. Every warlike rumor is wel 
corned and exaggerated. Any sign of 
weakness, or even a move of conciliation at 
the present moment by Lord Salisbury 
would rouse a storm which would speedily 
work his political destruction. Moreover, 
more than one member of the cabinet strong 
ly favors war with France at the present 
juncture. I am able to record as a fact 
what I cabled on Saturday as a rumor, that 
the Colonial Secretary, Mr. Joseph Cham­
berlain, before the present crisis became 
acute, said openly to his friends : “War 
with France is inevitable before long. For 
my part, I believe the sooner it comes the 
better for this country.” A majority of his 
countrymen share his views. On the other 
hand, the French side of the situation is 
very different. France does not want and 
does not expect war. She is almost indiffer­
ent in regard to Fashoda. If France was a 
sane country sanely governed, this would 
mean a speedy end of the crisis. Unhappily, 
France today is neither.”

Hrr Mi-j*sty the Queen being in ihe Isle 

of Wight, ihe Slate apartments m Windsor 
Caslle could lie seen on cer'ain days from 11 
to 3. We therefore went front ihe M tuition 
House to the Waterloo railway elation by 
the new underground electric railway re­
cently opened. It ia a very great improve 

upon the Metropolitau underground 
railway, aa there ia neither einoku nor dust, 
and reminds one somewhat of the Boston 
subway, being lighted by electric lights and 
faced with tiles. There are three or four 
care drawn by au engine, and apparently 
the!rack ia laid through a tube. There are 
no stopping places between the Mansion 
House and Waterloo Station and, of course, 
the train passes under the river Thames. 
The journey is made very quickly and very 
comfortably—I think, in about five minutes 
—and a return ticket costs only about eight 
cents.

The journey from Waterloo to Windsor 
h quite a pretty one, passing Richmond and 
Twickenham and following the course of the 
Thames, to some extent—the river becoming 
narrower and narrower until, when Wind­
sor is reached, it is only like a wide brook. 
The view of the Castle from the railway is 
very beautiful indeed, the great Round 
Tower standing up in the centre in a most

iposing manner.
We toiled up the steep hill leading 

Castle, and procuring the necessary tickets 
for admission at the Lord Chamberlain's 
office in the Castle yard, took our placer in 
line ready for the door to bo opened.

It must not be imagined, however, that 
unimportant visitors are takee iu at the 
principal door and allowed to ascend the 
grand staircase. Oh, dear, no ! We were 
taken in at a little back door, up a winding 
staircase where only one person could walk 
at a time. The first party admitted consisted 
of about 70 or 80 persons, ami amongst them 
was a gentleman from Canada, as we learned 
from his conversation ; we did not know his 
name, but he was evidently a person of im­
portance and was attended by a man-servant. 
He was very indignant at being taken up 
the narrow back staircase, and said that we 
would not do that way in Canada, but the 
visitors would be taken at once up the grand 
staircase.

The state apartments are, of course, very 
and there are many beautiful

fowl eggs, etc., and hundreds of bags of 
charcoal, and a large quantity of sugar, coffee 
and cocoa have been shipped to points on the 
Cuban coast, speculators not being altogeth­
er dissatisfied with their respective ventures. 
With the exodus of the returning Cubans 
have gone several Cuban tobacco planters, 
who have been here for years, and have been 
the mainstay of the local industry. Although 
at this stage it is impossible to form any 
adequate idea of the effect of the preferent­
ial tariff concessions recently extended to 
this colony, yet the returns for August 
afford some hope that the thanks of the col­
ony will not only be sentimental, but will 
assume a practical form.”

Concerning Mr. George Johnstone’s pro­

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Braun Case a Puzzle.

The grand jury of the circuit court of the 
United States for this district, says the Bos­
ton Globe, will come iu on December 1, and 
it is not improbable that the government will 
ask it to return a now indictment against 
Bram, charging him with tho murder of 
ltlumberg, tho second mate of the Herbert 
Fuller. .

The government is in a sort of dilemma 
over the last verdict against Bram. The 
prisoner’s counsel may at'any time bring the 
matter before the supreme court of the United 
States on a writ of habeas corpus, claiming 
that under the indictment on which Brain 
was last tried the jury was not empowered 
to bring in the modified verdict it did.

Should the supreme court hold with this 
contention, and the sailor witnesses in the 
meantime have gone out of reach of the gov­
ernment, there would be nothing left but to 
allow Bram to go free. LTolcss, therefore, 
another trial is had on a new indictment, and 
Bram should be convicted again, t here would 
be no reasonable certainty that the govern 
ment can hold him, in case the supreme court 
should ever decide in favor of Bram.

There is little doubt, therefore, that, 
despite the worry, work and expense of 
another trial, Bram will once more go t hrougli 
the ordeal which he has passed through twice 
already.

Another interesting point which possibly 
may arise in connection with another prose­
cution of tho case is whether under the law 
Bram can be placed in jeopardy of his life a 
second time. He has once been convicted, 
and there may be some question whether he 
could be placed in danger again.

Peru Must Pay $40,000.

Washington, D. C , Oct. 31.—The award 
of Sir Henry Strong, chief -justice of the 
supreme court of Canada, to whose arbitra­
tion was submitted the claim of Victor H. 
McCord against the government of Peru for 
damages sustained by reason of imprison­
ment during one of the revolutionary out­
breaks there, has been received at the state 
department. McCord is awarded $10,000 
The payment of this amount will close * 
diplomatic controversy which has been in 

between the United States andprogress
Peru for some years. The United Scales 
persistently but fruitlessly heretofore urged 
reparation for McCord.

The settlement of the case provides that 
the money must be 
six months from the 
fees to the chief justice of Canada, $1,000 
by the United States and $1,000 by Peru 
were paid before the terms of the award 
were made
ments. McCord was the consular agent of 
the United States at Arcquipa, Peru, in 
1885, and also superintendent of a railroad. 
During a revolution he was thrown into 
prison and his life threatened. His original 
claim was for $200,000 The amount of 
damages claimed by Secretaries Gluey and 
Sherman was $50,000, although Secretary 
Sherman offered to compromise the case at 
$35,000. This was rejected by the govern­
ment of Peru, so the claimant receives 
$5.000 more than the state department 
offered to take.

Upon leaving the Castle yard we went to 
a quaint little restaurant just outside the 
gates, where we procured a very good din­
ner at a very moderate cost. In England 
you will find, almost invariably, that meat 
of any kind is nicely cooked, even at tfie less 
pretentious restaurants. Oa this side of the 
Atlantic you get far better pastry and cake, 
but on the other side they certainly excel as 
cooks of meat.

We then returned to London in time to 
get to St. Paul's cathedral for the afternoon 
service at 4 o’clock.

On the following morning we visited a 
place of great interest—“ Madame Tussand’s 
Way Works.” No doubt many of your 
readers have been there, as all visitors to 
London go. It is undoubtedly the very best 
exhibition of its kind in the world. Some 
of the groups are very fine. There is oue 
representing the Queen holding a drawing­
room, the royal family standing on each side 
of the throne and a lady just presented in 
the act of kissing her hand. Another very 
striking group represents the kings and 
queens of the Georgian era. Another group 
represents the two Archbishops and sev­
eral other bishops and prominent clergy­
men of the present day. Of course, in all 
instances the model is strictly correct, and 
the costume in every instance the dress 
worn upon the occasion represented. Any 
one who goes to Madame Tussand’s expect­
ing but little, will be more than delighted, 
for it is a place where a whole day may be 
spent with pleasure and profit.
