In the month of January 1806, two very dear brothers, of the
name of Albrecht, were making their wny across the South of
Africa, to the borders of Great Namaqua Land. It was a weari.
some journey, and lay by turns over rugged stones, or through
deep and scorching sund. The shady groves, the green and
pleasant valleys, the fields of waving corn, which the children of
our dear and plcasant land are wont to look upon, were riot to be
seen there. It was one dry and barren “desert, and the eyes of
the travellers werc almost blinded by the glare of the san reflected
from the qouartz and granite rocks. Here and there, where a
thunder-cloud had burst and lct down a torrent of water, a strip
of green grass had sprung up, but these spots were few and fer
between. Few were the rivers that watered that thirsty land, and
the beds of some through which water once had flowed, were dry.
The salt hot-springs they found could scarcely slake the thirst of
the travellers. They were poor, tos, and had not been able to
buy food enough for their journcy, and they suffcred dreadfully
from hungor and thirst,
