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Xconlract has been entered into for the plaister-
fng and ceiling of St. Patrick’s Chtwrch, Now that
the gable end of the old Church is removed, and that
the two buildings ara thrown into one, the vast and
beautiful proportions of the whola are distinctly
seen. When completed, St. Patrick’s will assured-
ly be one of the noblest structures in the city.

Four years bave just clapsed since the memora-
ble opening of the cemetery of the Holy Cross and
the blessing ot the Church of our Lady of Sorrows.
Since that time many important changes have becn
eflected within the sacred precincts of the city of
the Dead, and oven now it forms a monument of
the piety and taste of the Catholics of Halifax.—
It is impossible to enter it without being struck
with the improvement of the ground, and the order
of the arrangements. ‘T'he alurming number of
graves oo, which bave been tenanted within the
short space of four years, is an affecting and pow-
erful homily on the uncertainty of life. "There are
very few families in the city that have not deposit-
ec there some of their members in the hopes of
a glorious resurrection. Bay they rest in Peace!
