Wittey still
held on, each horrible fall only making him
keep a tiyhter grip till he was at laat resoned
by means of a ladder, A prominent oitizen
who witnegsed the terrible sceme denounced
in strongest terms the work of the hook and

THE U. S. COMBINES. .

BOTH CONSUMER AND PRODUCER AT THE
MERCY OF THE MIDDLEMAN,

Arsaxy, N.Y., March 6.—The General
Laws Committee to-night submitted to the
Senats the report of its Investigation of
rruats, It eays: “During the investigation
the formation, management and effect of the
following combinatione, commonly known as

truste, were made the chiet eubjecte
of inquirg—3ugar, milk, rubber, econt-
topzeed o‘l, envelopee, elevatcr, oll-
oloth, standard oil, butchera, glase

and furnitare trust. However different the
iuflaences which gave rise to thezo cembina.
tions may be, the main purpose, management
and effect of all upnn the puolic is enablng
combinations to fix the price at which they
would purchase the raw material from the
producer, and at which they wonld rell the
retined proiuce to the consumer. In any
avent, the public are at each end of the
induttry. *The producer and consumer’
ia, and is intended to be In a cer-
tain sense st the mercy of ths syndi-
cste combination cr trast., The re-
port reviewa the history of the sugar
rrost and saye :—** Toe Truat exercises abso-
lute control of all the industry and in its dis-
cretion takes in new corporations, which sar-
rendor their stock at a valoation agreed npon,
and in return receive certificate of etock in
the Sugar Rofineries Company. It is obvioue
that in sffect this combina‘lon, representing
eignty-five per cent. of the sugar refining is
the same, to wit :—The aggregation of capi-
tal, the power of controlling the manufacture
and output of various necessary commodi-
ties ; the acquisition or destruction of the
competitive properties all leading to the
final and conclueive parpose of annihilating
the competitive capacity of the Atlantic
cuast, and all the sugar refineries in the
Seate oan grently affect snd, for a time at
lesst, control the raw material or refined
product, end this without regard to the in-
terest of the consumera. Tbe Standard Oil
T'rast, the report says, is the originsl trnst,
1ts success bas been the incentive to the for-
mation of all other trusts cr combinations.
It is the type of a system whioch spread like
a rdidease through the commercisl system of
this country. It wasorganized in 1882 by
ahout fifty perscns, wko were engaged in the
production, redaing or osrrisge of the
gnmmodity known aa‘ “coal or kerogin:
oil.” Tta principal office I8 in New York
city. The history of the trust i given, saod
the committee eay that with its capiial of
$148,000,000 it is one of the moat active snd
possibly the most formidable on this cortir-
ent. When it is remembered that all thie
wealth is the growth of twenty years, that
this property has more than doubled in value
io six years, snd that with this increase the
trast bas made aggregate dividenda during
thas puriod of over fifty millions of dollars,
the people may well look with apprehension
upoa ruch rapid development und centraliz:.
tion of weslch, wholly independent of legal
cnntrol, and anxicusly eeck out means to
modify, if not to prevent, the natural conse.
quences of the devices producing it.

AMENDMENTS TO INTERNAL REVENUE BILL.

‘WasgINGTON, March 6. —The Democratic
mwjority of the Ways and Means Commitree
to-uay submitted to full committee the In-
tednu] Revenua Bill. It provides that on and
sf.er Jaly 1, 1888, all taxos on manufactured
chewing tobacco, smoking tobacco snd souff;
all speclal taxos upon manufacturers and
dealers in said articles, and all taxes upon
wholeralo and retail dealers in loaf tabacco
shall ba repealsd. The toisl raductirn in
revenus made bv the Lill is about §25,000,000,
made up of £20,000,00 on tobacco and
$5,000,000 on varioas spscial taxes removed.
By a party vote the bill was added to the
Mille Tariff Bill, making coe bill of both.
There was a special controversy in the Com-

ittee on the quention of allowing hearingse
on proposed tariff onangee, and the subject
will again come up to-morrow.
