Twesty-Sevey Tiaovsasn Donnaw Foneeny.—An
astounding and unnceountable favgery of $27,000 in
eortilicates of deposit ef the Ameriean Kxchange
Bank of New York, has just been made publivin
Piusbarg. The swindlers are Slephen D Diltaye, of
the Now Vark Custom House—the sarae who distia-
guished himself in o newspaper controversy with
Segretary Cobb some time since — aud ouwe B, G.
Langdon, of the same city.  On the 11th of October,
1858, Ditlage sud Langdou presenied shemselves at
the counter of the Citizena' Bank, in Pitishirg, with
two certificites of deposit onthe Americon Exehange
Baek of New York—one for the sum of $12,500; the
other for 315,000 ; in all $27,500. e L'nu‘gdu? re-
presented that they had come from New York with a
Yiew 10 tuvest largely in the stoek of the Munonga-
hela Valley Bank, the books of which wers to be
opened on the following day at MeKwenzport, Un—
The President of the Citizens' Buuk, Oliver Black-
buen, Bsq., wags absent as the time, and B, D. Jones,
Fsq , the cushier, oxamined the certificates,  They
wero facsimile of those used by the American Ex-
chunge, and anpeared geaunine i their faces. Mr.
Langdon wuy net aukrown, having hnz\(-,n engaged in
tbe publivstion of a derector in Cincinnatil atv one
time, and bearing with him_the recomnendation of
the firm of O. B. Noucse & Co., Buukers, of that city.
Mr. Jones without hesiiation comnted ont the money,
which Mr. Ditlaye took, while Mr. Tangdon ’(‘ndorsed
the certifizntes.  Tle junto then left for M Keesport;
previously bowever one of them roquust_od Mr. Joney
1o allow tha certificates to remuin i the bank
a few days, and they would themselves hl.r- lhcm,.
thus makimg the Citizens Bank the pgaiver of
one-hall per cout—tha differenco  on exchange—
by the operation. About this time 3t oceor-
red to Mr. Joues to telegraph to tho American
Exchange Bank to inquirs if it waa all right. An na-
swer was rolurned innmedictely that it wag not—the
certifieatea ware forgeries.  No time was fost by the
bonle officers in hagtening to M‘Keesport, where, sure
enough, they found Dillaye nnd Langdon snhscribing
for enormuas amounta of stocic in the Monongihela
Valley Benk, and paying cash dewn. Loangdon
made o rapid flight down the back stairsj Dillaye
bristled up, proteated his innocence, and threatened
terrible tiings Of anything should be brought
against s grod name, while the Bank Commission-
ers guietly confiscated b $27,000, and ecancellied
the Dillage-lLangdon stock. Nu steps were taken {o
bring the villaing to jnstice, until'nbmu‘. tho 13th of
Augnat Jast, when Mr. Jones lodged infurmation
with tke Mnyer of Pittsburg, whbo issued his warrant
fur Langdon and Dillage, aad an ofiicer was dispatch-
od to New York on the 33vd ult,, where he arrested
Langdon on the 26th. Dillaye was out of the city,
and has nnt yet been arrested. Tanadon wos then
taken to Pillsburg, whers he arrived en the 28ih.—
He throws the rtesponsibility on Dillaye. Ile says
that Ditinye was to furnish $45,000 to take stack in
the Mouongnhela Bawk. When the time came, he
failed to furnish n single dollar, and the necessity
uresentod itself in such shape as suggested the for-
gory of the certificates,
