Finances of Consultative Commnittees

1. The salaries of the Directors of the Consultative C
mittees, including the salary of the Vice-Director of the Intei
tional Radio Consultative Committee, and the ordinary expei
of the specîalized secretariats shall be included in the ordîi
expenses of the Union in accordance with the provisions of Articl
of the Convention.

2. The totality of the extraordinary expenses of each C
sultative Committee, which shall include the extraordinary expel
of the Directors, the Vice-Director of the International Bo
Consultative Comimittee and of the whole of the secretariat emplO
at avy meetings of the study groups or of the Plenary AssenT]
and the cost of ail working documents of the study groups
the Plenary Assembly, shall be borne in the manner prescri
in Article 13, paragraphs 3 and 6, of the Convention by :

a) the administrations which have advised the Secretï
General that they wish to take an active part in the W
of the Consultative Committee even if they have
attended the meeting of the Plenary Assembly ;

b) the administrations which, while not having advised
Secretary-General that they wished to take part in
work of the Consultative Committee, have neverthe-
attended the meeting of the Plenary Assembly or a meet
of a study group ;

c) the recognized private operating agencies which have,
accordance with Chapter Il paragraph 1 (2), made a reqU
to take part in the work of the Consultative Commrit
even if they have not aftended the meeting of the PIe:
Assemibly;

d) those international organizations which have, in accorda)
with Chapter il paragraph 2 (2), been admitted to t,
part ini the work of the Consultative Committee and '%VI
have not been excused payment in accordance with Art'
13 paragraph 3 (5) of the Convention ;

e) the scientific or industrial organizations which have,
accordance with Chapter il paragraph 3, attended mneetu
of study groups of the Consultative Committee.
