
Section 1-DEFINITIONS AND GENIýRAL PROVISIONS

A. Definitions

For the purpose of the provisions of this Annex, the following meanings
shail be attrlbuted to the terms listed:

Cargo. Any goods, wares, merchandise, and articles of every kind whiat-
soever carried on a ship, other than miail, ship's stores, ship's spare parts,
ship's equipment, crew's effects and passengers' accompanied baggage.

Crew's effects. Clothing, items in everyday use and any other articles,
which may include currency, belonging to the crew and carried on the slip.

Crew Member. Any person actually employed for duties. onx board during
a voyage in the working or service of a s1hip and included li the crew lEst.

Mail. Dispatches of correspondence and other objects tendered by and
intended for delivery to postal administrations.

Passengers' accompanîed bag gage. Property, which may include currencY,
carried fodr a passenger on the same sbip as the passenger, whether in bis
personal possession or not, so long as it is not carried under a ccontract of
carrîage or other similar agreemnent.

Publie authorities. The agencies or officiais in a State responsible for the
application and enforcement of the laws and regulations of that State whieh

ShipQwner. One who owns~ or operates a ship, whether a person, a or
poration~ or other~ lçgal enity, and axiy person actin~g on~ bealf of the owIjr
or operator.

Ship's equipment. Articles, other tha ship's spare parts, on board a s!
for use thereon, whiçh ar remoy4Jle but not of a consurnable nature, jiç1ui4dlf

accesoris sch as life-boats, life-savixg devices, furni~tur, sip'sa pparel.an

Ship's spare parts. Articles of a repair or replacement nature for incor-
poration~ in the ship in whleh they~ are carid

Ship's stores. Goods for use in the ship, inwWiding consurnable goods, goods
carried for sale to passengers and crew members, fuel and lubricants, but
excluding ship's equlpment and ship's spare parts.

Time of arrivat. Time when a ship ftrst cornes to rest, whether at anhO
or at a dock, li a port.
