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Mr. McKENZIE: Is there anything in
this vote for the tem.porvjy help the minis-
ter spoke olP

Mr. REIID: We are appointing perm an-
ently. 'wheu this vote is passed,' three offi-
cers who have been asesisting uis tempor-
arily.

Mr. McKFENZIE: Are they being appoint-
ed in conformity with the Act? Have they
passed the examinatioan?

Mr. REID: Oh, yes.

Mr. BUREAU: Does every one who har,
reached the maximum in his class and has
passed the qualifying examinatian get hie
promotion?

Mr. REID. Yes, every one ai them.

Salaries and contingent expenses of thie sev-

eral ports in the Dominion, lncludiflg pay foi,

overtime of officers, notwithstarIding anytinrg

in the Civil Service Act-further amnount re-
quired, $300,000.

iMr. REID: I have re-ceived very many
camplaints from the officiais ai the Outside
Service in regard ta thre salaries they -are
receivimg. Owing ta the high cost ai living
the salaries in many cases are much lower
than I think they should be, but I cannat
garant increases without a v"ote, and I have
asked the Finance Minisyter ta place this
amaunt lu the Estimates ta provide
for an increase for these officials. This
vote pravities for the salaries af appraxi-
nately 3,000 officers, many ai whomn are re-
ceiviug lesa than, $1,000 yearly salary. In
view ai the increased cost ai living, owing
ta the war, it is desired to grant a general
increase ta these officers. It le estimated
that this further amount ai $300,000 'will be
required as the present appropriation is ln-
sufficient for thie purpase. The commis-
sioner and I went irta this matter, and we
i elt that the least we cauld give was an in-
crease ai $100, which. aocaun-ta far the item
ai $300,000.

Salaries and travelling expenses of inspectors
of ports and of other officers on inspection and
preventive service, including salaries and ex-
penses ln connectian wlth the Board of Cus-
toms-FPurther amounit required, $5 0,000.

£Mr. REID: This vote provides for the
salariee ai approximately 230 officers, many
ai whom are receiving amaîl salaries. In
vdew af the increased coet ai living owing
ta the war, it is desired ta grant a general
increase ta, these officers. It is estimated
that this amount ai 350,000 will be required,
as the present appropriation ie, insufficient
for this purpase. The high cast ai living
ie affecting very many ai the officiais very

seriously. The coTnim'isofler and, I have
provided f or inereases ta those getting the
smallest ealaries, to the full amount of
the vote last year. We eau, do no more until
a further vote is passed, and 1 eau assure
the House that if this vote is paseed we will
see that it goes as f ar as possible towards
aseisting those dra'winig the smaller eal-
aries.

Mr. NESBITT: -I quite agree that a good
many men in the outside offices are getting
very Low salaries, which they havse difficulty
in living an at the present time. How
much af an increa&e would the minister
give to a man drawing, say, from $850 ta
81,200? Will these ealary increases be dis-
tributed regardiless of party palities? Com-
plaint is heard sometimes that the older
officers who have been in the service for
some time do nat, get their inerease the 6ame
as the others.

Mr. ]REID: In. the Outside Service there
is na stated statutary annual increase, but
a maximum la fixed. The pclicy that was
followed by niy predeceesor and by myself
is this: The commissioner and the officiais
of the department suake a list af what they
think ail af the officiaIs in every office in
the Dominion, are entitled ta, and then sub-
mit it ta the minister for appraval, and it
is only in an exceptional case that the
minieter interferes. As far as 1 arn con-
cerried, I do not think that the hon. mem-
ber could cite many case, of political in-
terierence. I think you will find that ini

cases where sucli initerference is alleged,
there la some reason rwhy the lucrease was
flot granted.

Mr. NESBITT: 1 did not accuse the min-
ister of that, but I said I understood that
complaint had been made.

Mr. REID: There are many cases like
this: A man may be appointed as a land-
ing wai-ter lu the city where my han. friend
lives, at a salary af $850 or $900, and another
man working alongîside ai him may be get-

ting the same salary Olten yau 'will see
a man has been inQreased probably $50,
and the mani besîde him has not had any
inerease, but you will find iu everd case
that the man who has nat reeived au, in-
crease le getting $300 or $400 a year extra.

Mr. NESBITT: What does the minister
mean by " extra?"

Mr. REID: Overtime. The regular hours
ai the customs office in my hon. friend's
city -are fram nine ta four, for which the
officers are paid probably $900 a year each.
