ANTI-INFLATION ACT

MEASURE TO PROVIDE FOR RESTRAINT 0F PROFIT MARGINS,
PRICES, DIVIDENDS AND COMPENSATION

The House resumed, from Thursday, October 23, con-
sideration of the motion of Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale) that
Bill C-73, to provide for the restraint of profit margins,
prices, dividends and compensation in Canada, be read the
second time and referred to the Standing Committee on
Finance, Trade and Economic Aff airs.

Hon. Herb Gray (Windsor West): Mr. Speaker, I want to
begin by stating my support for this bill, its purpose being
to legisiate the controls segment of the government's
prices and incomes poîicy. I think this policy is on the
right track. The House knows that in saying this I speak
as someone who, while a supporter of the government,
does not aîways give it blanket approval no matter what it
does or fails to do. I state my support for the bill as
someone who is willing to speak publicly about the gov-
ernment he supports, at times in critical but always con-
structive ways. Therefore, whiîe I say that the bill and the
policy it reflects deserve the general support of Canadians
today, I will be raising some questions which I think
should be answered by the government and I will be
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
