THE LATE HONOURABLE HENRY D. HICKS
TRIBUT ES

I-on. LowelI Murray (Leader of the Government and Min-
ister of State for Federal-Provincial Relations): Honourable
senators, 1 rise witb great sadness to record the death on the
weekend of our former colleague. The Honourable Henry
Hicks.

Nine montbs ago we honoured H-enry Hicks on the occasion
of bis 75tb birtbday and bis retirement from the Senate. We
saw bim off te a retirement wbich we were confident would bc
long, happy and productive. He was in good bealth and spirits.
1le bad lost none of bis intellectual vigour. Hc had years abead
of him to pursue bis various avocations and the hobbies wbicb
bie enjoyed, and bie bad just married again. Ail of us rejoiced in
the good fortune and the agreeable future that seemed te be
bis, and we sbared bis obvious bappiness and good humour.

The end came yesterday-suddenly, tragically and cruelly.
Both Henry and bis wife, Rosalie, 'sere killed in an automobile

accident in Nova Scotia, their life together in retirement cut
short. Our sympatby gees eut te their familles in their great
loss at this time of sbock and sadness.

0ur former colleague was, as some of us noted in the
tributes we paid te him last February, a man of many parts:
Rhodes sebolar, soldier, minister of the Crown, Premier,
Leader of the Liberal Party of Nova Scotia, President of
Dalhousie University, and member of the Senate for 18 years.
His career bas been unmatcbed by anyone in our lifetime.
Henry Hicks leaves bebind a respected name, a bost of friends
and a brilliant example of public service for future generations
of Nova Scotians and Canadians te admire and try te emulate.

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Leader of the Opposition):
Honourabie senaters, it is witb sadness that I risc te pay my
respects te the memory of our ]ate friend and former col-
league. the Honourabie Henry Hicks. As Senator Murray
said, we did pay tribute te bim and recounted in detail bis
carcer on February 21 of tbis year. At that time we recounted
bis divcrsified career in iaw, polities, education, in the provin-
cial asscmibly and in the Senate of Canada. But I tbink we
deailt particulariy witb bis lively personaiity and interest in life,
which bie expressed in a number of ways, including that of
cabinetrnaking and the hobby, if one migbt eaul it that. of
pbilieiv. He was one of the foremost pbilatelists in this
country and bad built up some valuable collections wbicb bie
disposed of at a profit, and we used te amuse ourselves in
reminding H-enry of that.

On that occasion, after baving recounted bis career, 1 said:
Honourabie senators, that is ail I want te say. except te

wish Senator H-icks many years of bappiness and long life.
As sxe know, Henry was recently married and we are glad
te sec bis ncw wife in the gaiiery today. We wish botb of
tbcm mnucb bappiness and long life.

Weli, I tbink the events of yesterday show te ail of us how
precarieus our grip is upon this life and bow impossible it is te
predict \ ith any certainty the future of anyone's happiness. 1
certainiy was greatiy sbocked te be toid last evening that
H-enry and bis wife bad been killed in a road accident. Like
Senator Mlurray, 1 swant te extend te bis family-bis brother.
swbo lives in Ottawa, and bis cbiidren-my condoiences. To the
famnily of bis late wife 1 aise extend my condolences.
