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authorities in Canada for the purchase of objects in 
respect of which export permits have been refused or for 
the purchase of indigenously Canadian cultural property 
situated outside Canada; to establish in the Consolidated 
Revenue Fund a Canadian Heritage Preservation En­
dowment Fund for the purposes prescribed.

Ordered,—That there be laid before this House a copy 
of the new designs for passport covers.—(Notice of Mo­
tion for the Production of Papers No. 5—Mr. Munro 
( Esquimalt-Saanich. )

The House resumed debate on the motion of Mr. 
Lang, seconded by Mr. MacEachen.—That Bill C-19, 
An Act to provide for payments in respect of wheat 
produced and sold in Canada for human consumption 
in Canada, be now read a second time and referred to 
the Standing Committee on Agriculture.

After further debate, the question being put on the 
motion it was agreed to.

Accordingly, the Bill was read the second time and 
referred to the Standing Committee on Agriculture.

A message was received from the Senate informing this 
House that the Senate had passed Bill C-31, An Act for 
granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money for the 
public service for the financial year ending 31st March, 
1975.
