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is by far the best plan to start
new fresh cuttings for house usé from
your strong bedding plants. There are
always plenty of good branches ready
for .your choousing.

ASs a rule you will find some ground
shoots springing up from the base of
many of the Ilarge plants. These
shoots always have a few young fibres
of shoots already struck, making them
desirable new slips, if you can find
them small enough for your purpose.
Often 8 ehoot that looks quite too
small to even consider as a fresh
plant will be found much larger than
thought when taken -from the parent
plant.

These young shoots should be taken
from ihe old plant not later than the
first weak in September, if you wish
to have well, fair-sized plants to take
into the house when the wefuher
points.

Be sure to have a fairly good share
of warm yeallow sand in your®prepared
loam. This sand will give warmth to
the roots and makes also a good
drajnage. In potting be careful to
place a bit of broken pottery over the
drainage hole in the bottom of the
pot.

TUse 4-in, pots for your first potting. {
After the new plants have com-
menced to send out a few strong
green leaves, showing unmistakable
evidence of the possession of good
growing roots tke young geraniums
may be again potted, using for this
second potting larger pots.

Always see to it that the earth in
yery firm arcund the roots, Pack it
in tightly. Above all other things
plants do love to have a good firm |
held on their growing ground. This
very point is often a cause of fail-
ure. and. tho only cause,

Setting the pots in a pail of wa-
ter once a week for an hour is al-
most a neccssary requirement. Thise
allows tha earth to be thoroly soaked
thru, not only from the top but from
the bottom; the water soaking up-
wards thru the boles in the bottom of
the pot. When this is-being attended
to spray off the leaves by dipping a
coarse waisk in the water uné Bhak-
ing it sharply above the’ foilage.

Geraniums do. not require absolute-
ly a south or east exposure window
in order to produce bloom. I have
scen abundant bloom on plants that
stood for weeks in a north winddw
