Has the coal comupany
contributed anythiig towards the expendi-
ture ?

Mr. FISHER. About half as much as the
government in addition to all the workz
which was there before.

Mr. HAGGART. They built the work that
was there before and for the w-ork that bas
now been completed they have contributed
one-half.

Mr. FISHER. No, the government con-
tribute $25,000 and the whole work cost
about $38,000.

Mr. BLAIN. Wliat about the future in
respect to repairs ?

Mr. FISHER. That is for the future to
decide.

Mr. BLAIN. As I understand it the gov-
ernment has expended $25,000 and the Do-
minion Coal Company, $13,000?

Mr. FISHER. $1,000 now.

I have on three or four
former occasions assured my bon. friend that
the citizens generally approve of this
scheme.

Mr. BLAIN. No complaints whatever ?

Mr. JOHNSTON. Well, there may be two
or three Bourbons who are opposed to this
as they would be to any other movement,
but I have only to assure my hon. friend
that a gentleman who is so keen to give him
information does not know very nuch about
what the citizens of Glace Bay desire. This
scheme is perfectly acceptable to the people
of Glace Bay. It was approved by them as
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
