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Socleties for Studying the Stellar
Worlds. Being Formed in
~ Several Cities.

Appreciative remarks were made. re-
garding the members of the council of
the Astronomical foclety at last night's
meeting for their ready assistance dur-
fng the year. ° : '

Dr. Chant; in a review of the year,
safd there had not been any outstand-
ing -discovery ‘in the astronomical
werld, but a greadt amount of valuable
work had been done in every depart-
ment. Referénce was made to the ex-
tensive equipment of the sJigr Obser-
vatory, financed by the Carnegie In-

stitution, and located on the top of
Mount Wilson, in-California. Director
Hale was attempting a grand program,
and results of great value, both as to
pure science and for their practical ap-
plication, are expected.

Attention was also directed to valu-
able work done.by Dr, 8. A, Mitchell,
a graduate of Queen’'s University, and
now of Columbia University. He made
observations of the ‘‘flasn”’ specirum
at the solar eclipse of 1905 at a sta-
tion in Spain, and presented his rf-
n
New "York. The temperature of the
sun, as recently determined, is about
7000 degrees Faht. A

dInteresting reports regiarding the
moon, Jupiter and Mars were also.giv-
en, and the latest.count of the visible
stars wds put. at 64,000,000. Important
investigations in astrophysics, he said,
are in progress at, goyernment ob-
servatory at Ottawa.
