The limitation according to population is |
to be one tavern license for each 200 of
the first thousand, but not to exceed three
for the first thousand, but this limitation Is
not to apply to county towns baying a pop-
ulation of 2500 or less.

The councils of cities, towns, villages or,
townships may, betweéen the 1st of Janu-
ary and the 1st of March, in any year,pass
bylaws fixing the nuwmber of tavern li-
censes within the. limits impesed by this
act for three years, commencing with tne
§ln of May foliowlng the calendar year nf- |
i tey the passing of such byliw; such bylaw |
shall not be amended or repealed, and no
other bylaw limiting the number of Ii-
cerses to be Issued In the mubleinality
shall be Fu.«ed untfl after the 1st
Jarupary in the third llcende year during
which “the sald bylaw shall be in force,

The holders of shop licenses in the Dis-
triet  of  Nipissing, Algoma
Bay or Raifiy River and the northern part
of the County of Renfrew are permifted
to sell cigars in unbroken packages or five

DRUGGISTS PROHIBITED,

Druggists are now prohibited from. seil-
ing any quantity of liquor gxcept upon a
prescription signed by a registered medical
practitioner, and such prescription shall not
exceed six ounces,

The hours for closing bar rooms during
cvery day of the week except Saturday
nights and Sundays will be limited to 10
o'elock In townships, villages and unorgan-
ized territories, and In cities and towns to
11 o’clock. Any existing regulations of the
Boards of License Commissioners that fix
the hour of closing at a longer period than
the above are to be null and vold.

The age of a minor I8 extended from 18
to 21 years of elther sex.

Provision is now made that municipalities
under Local Option bylaws shall contribute
their share of the expenses of enforeing the
law. !

No saloon licenses are to be issued after
the 30th day of April, 1809, One-half of the
existing saloons are to be cut off in 1
and the balance In 1899: but this provision
is not applied to eating houses at rallway
stations now under license.

RESIDENTIAL LOCALITIES.

One hundred persons, belng at least three-
fifths of the electors of any polling sub-
division, may petition the Board of Com-
missioners for any city and pray that anyy
tavern license Issued for premises situate
in the polling sub-divisjon be not renewed
or the ground that the locality is residen-
tial’ and not a business locality. Power
given to the board to determine wheth:
the locality is residential or otherwise. O]
month's notice in watlug. setting forth the
substance of the petition and signed b,x at
lenst ten electors resident in the polling
sub-division, shall be personally served up-
on the owner of the premises and shall aiso
be published once a week for two succes-
sive weeks in a daily newspaper published
in the city, If the board degcide that the
premises are not situate in’ a residentlal
locality no similar petition shall be pre-
sented for three years.

INFRACTIONS OF THE ACT.

In cases of conviction for selling during
proliibited hours, for sales on Saturday
nights and Sundays or for selling to minors
or for offences against the rules and regu-
lationg of the board, if the magistrate m
the case of a prosecution or the judge in
the case of an appeal. shall find that the
holder of the license was a party or privy
to the offence or connived thereat, the mmag-
fstrate or court shall at the reouest of the
irspector or the person prosecuting, certify
as to the finding to the Board of Commis-
sioners, If three of such certificates have
been issued within one year, the board
shall, by resolution, declare that the license
shall be cancelled, and the holder thereof
for three years shall be disqualified from
obtaining another license,

In.case of the Insolvency of the holder of
a license provision is made for earrying on
the business until it is wound up.

THE BUDGET DEBATE.

The Turks are
deeply chagrined, as they evidently
thought that the foreign warships
would uphold them in anything they
pleased to do against the Christians.
