CAMPAIGN

Losses of the British Viewed With
Misgivings in London.

INSURGENTS EVIDENTLY IN CREAT FORGE

And Monday’s Engage

ment Does Not Bear

Out the Idea of Their Demoralization. -

London, Oct. 21.—The staunch resis-
tance of the insurgent tribesmen when
the British forces stormed and even-
tually carried the Dargai Ridge of the
Samana Range yesterday afternoon, as
detailed last night in despatches from
Fort Lockhart, via Simla, and the ap-
parently heavy losses of the British,
are facts which are viewed with serious
misgivings in London to-day.- The in-
surgents were evidently in great force,
for, in addition to being able to make
a stubborn stand against the British
advance, they had a contingent af 7000
men to spare for a flanking movenrent.
Not -any of the stories of this fierce en:
gagament suggest any demoralization of
the enemy, who retired in good order
and proceeded to construct fresh defen-
sive works on the adjacent hills, show-
ing that Afridiland will probably have
to be conquered yard by -yard.

The news of the massing of the Afri-
dis in the Sampagha Pass and the re-
port that they are erecting strong for-
tifications there is also most 'disquietiug.

The newspapers here criticize the plan
of campaign, which apparently necessi-
tates capturing the same ground twice, |
as the Dargai Ridge was carried on Mon-
day only to be lert for the tribesmen to
reoccupy on Tuesday. But it appears|
that the British force which first cap-
tured the ridge was not provided with
commissariat supplies, and the diflicul-
ties of forwarding them from the base
were insurmountable:

Six officers and one hundred men were
killed or wounded in the storming of
the Dargai Ridge.

Nanies of the Officers Killed.

London, Oct. 22.—Accord'ng to a spec-
ial despatch from Simla, the casualties
during the fighting yesterday; whieh 1e-
sulted in the storming of Dargai Ridge
by the second division of the British
troops under General Sir Yeatman
Biggs, were as follows: The officers
killed were Captain Charles Judge of
the Second Goorkhas, Lieut. Alexander
Lamont of the Gordon Highlanders and
Captain Smith of the Derbyshire Regzi-
ment. The wounded officers are Lieut.
Robinson of. the Second Goorkhas, who
is dangerously hurt; Major Forbes Mac-
Bean of the Gordon Highlanders, zud
three othres. Of the rank and file 156
were kille dor wounded, the Gordon
Highlanders having 36 casualties, the
Dorsetshire regiment 32, and the re<
mainder being equally divided betw=en
the Goorkhas and the Derbyshire Regi-
ments.

A Difficult Position, &
London, Oct. 21.—The advance of the
British _force in yesterday’s battle was
rendered extremely difficult by the pre-
cipitous nature of the hill, the men hav=
ing to scale from rock to rock, there
being almost no paths to facilitate their
movements. 'The loss sustained- by  the
natives cannot be estimated, ‘but the
slaughter was great. Many of the tribes-
men were shot”as they were fleeing to
the heights above their abandoned posi-
tion. 'There was severe hand-to-hand
fighting when the attacking forces rush-
ed the position of the tribesmen.

MAY BE THE SAME MAN.

Vacher, the Murderous Shepherd, 1s Pos-
s1bly the Genuine Jack -the Ripper.

Paris, Oct. 21.—The mysterious mur-
ders and four attempts at murder that
have occurred within the past two years
in various parts of France are now ias-
criled to the shepherd Vacher, who was
arrested a few days ago at Belley, De-
partment of Aix. Vacher, who fancies
himself a hero, describes facts in - con-
nection with the erimes with evident
relish. At the time of his arrest he
confessed that he had killed three young
girls, two women and three shephera
boys. ‘The murders were of a character
similar to those committed by ‘*‘Jack-
the-Ripper” in the Whitechapel district
of London some years ago, Yacher is
doubtless insane,

Lake Superior Hauled O,

Quebec, Oct. 21.—The 8.8. Lake Su-
perior was hauled off by the tug Lord
Stanley at 6 a.m. to-day and arrived
down at 11 a.m. Strong east winds
caused a good tide, and this helped to
float the vessel, which went into the
tidal basin upon her arrival here. She
was surveyed and declared seaworthy,
it being found that she had sustained
no damage, and after shipping abonut
300 head of cattle left for sea at 4 p.m,

TRAFALGAR DAY IN LONDON,

Nelson’s Monument Decorated as Well as
His Old Flagship at Porismouth.

London, Oct. '21.—The anniversary of
the battle of Trafalgar, fought Oct. 21,
1805, was celebrated to-day more gener-
ally than usual. The Nelsen mounment
on Trafalgar-square, this city, was dee-
orated with garlands and the foot of
the column was hidden beneath wreaths,
including one from Canada, inscribed :

THE STRIKING ENGINEERES.

An Appeal to the United States for Funds
to Save Thelr Organization.

London, Oct. 21.—The Execufive Com-
mittee of the Amalgamated Society of
Engineers is about to send to the lead-
ing newspapers and labor organizations
in the United States a statement, giving
the details of the strike of engineers
now in progress, and declaring that the
sum of $100,000 is required weekly to
pay the men on strike and meet other
expenses, This amount, the statement
says, can only be raised by subserip-
tions, and the committee appeals to the
liberality of the American friends of
labor to assist the engineers to defeat
the employers’ attempt to crush their
organization. /

A new and most important elememt
has been introduced into the great en-
gineering dispute by the official interven=
tion of the Board of Trade, -

Right Hon. O. T. Ritchie, President
of the Board, proposes, in an identical
letter addressed to the masters and the
men, a conference based upon the fol-
lowing suggested arrangement:

Iirst. the Federated Employers, while
disavowing all intention of interfering
with the legitimate action of trades
unions, will admit no right of interfer-
ence in the management of their busi-
ness. - The trades unions, on their part,
while maintaining the right of cembina-
tion, will disavow any intention of in- _
terfering with the management of the
business of the employers, ;

Second, the demand for a 48-hours’
week made by the men’s joint committee
upon the Federdted Employers in Loun-
don, without a!previous request for a
conference with! the employers, is with-
drawn. )

Third, a conferenée between the repre-
sentatives of the federated employers
and the Engineering Unions shall be
held forthwith, to discuss and settle the
hours of labor. !

Fourth, the constitution of the confer-
ence shall be arranged by its chairman
or other selected representatives of both
parties.
