AO AIN ST PROHIBITION.

Wherever Prohibition Law Was 
Passed It Has Failed, Says n 

Methodist Divine.
Sackville, N.B., July 26.—At the morn­

ing session of the Methodist church 
yesterday, the pastoral letter drawn up 
by the recent Ministerial Conference 
held at Charlottetown, l*. E. 1-, was 
read- Among the items in the letter de­
signated “Church Enterprises” was the 
coming plebiscite, and to this portion of 
the letter Dr. David Allison, president 
of the Mount Allison College and Uni­
versity, addressed the congregation. The 
letter in dealing with the iasue stated 
that no Methodist vote should be polled 
other" than for prohibition.

“I do not care to say,” said Dr. Alli­
son. “whose enterprise this proposed 
plebiscite is. but I do say that it is no 
enterprise of the Methodist church, and 
when I read that I am expected to com­
mend this congregation to vote for pro­
hibition, in justice to my own convic­
tions, and to what history -teaches me, 
I am bon rid to hesitate. Where on this 
earth has prohibition succeeded? it has 
been tried in different places, but w.tb 
uniform failure, and I may well ask why 
should it be expected .to succeed in Can­
ada? I well remember the passage of 
the old New Brunswick law, and the 
great celebration we had in Sackville to 
commemorate the event. There were 
speeches full of jubilation because of 
the new law, but one reverend dirine 
said he cared not for the law. He 
would rejoice when it was enforced- I 
feel the same towards the question of 
prohibition. While the votes of the 
people may bring prohibition to us a 
law. the support of the people is not 
behind the law, and it will be as in­
effectual as a dead statute on the books. 
Looking at the matter as I must look 
at it I cannot recommend the great 
body of Methodists to vote for prohibi­
tion. I can readily endorse**the action 
on this matter taken by the Anglican 
Synod at Halifax recently, when a reso­
lution was passed urging the clergy to 
do all in their power to check the evils 
of intemperance. Personally I could 
not vote for the saloon, and I certainly 
could not vote for a measure which was 
only calculated to deceive a portion of 
our people, and which would not further 
the cause of temperance one particle.”

The outspoken sentiments of Dr. Alli­
son have created considerable excite­
ment. owing to the universal respect 
in which his opinion is held in scholastic 
and religious circles.

EUROPEAN POLITICS.

A Great European War Predieted 
in the Near Future.

Madison, Win, July 26.—E. Benjamin An­
drews, recently ejected Superintendent of 
Schools of Chicago, In his address before 
the Monona Lake Assembly, spoke on “ Eu­
ropean politics,” predicting a gltoxt Euro­
pean war in the near future. In which 
the United States would be dragged if it 
did not go in of Its own accord. He de­
scribed the strengthening of the fortifica­
tions and preparation» for war in every 
country in Europe.

“Yon may ask what force in Europe pre­
serves peace in Europe,” he said. “This 
peace force Is the money power, the great 
financiers, whose Interests are entirely op­
posed to war. There are large numbers of 
people, Intelligent, thoughtful people, who 
believe that a general war would kill off 
enough of the laboring people to solve the 
labor question. Those who were left could 
be paid larger wages and live on a higher 
plane."

A MILLION IN YELLOW DUST.

Some Klondllcers Are Bavlig Lack 
In the Hunt for Gold.

Seattle, Wash., July 26.—The steamer 
Cl aries Nelson arrived here yesterday from 
St. Michael’s, with 157 passengers from 
Dawson, and bringing gold dust, estimated 
all the way from <1,000,000 to <1,500,000. 
The purser, M. A. Tucker, said: “I believe 
that one million and a halt is a fair esti­
mate. Of that amount I can vouch for 
<(00,000, which was turned over to me and 
placed In the steamer’s safe.”

One man, Mr. Tucker says, had <175,000 
and another #126,000. He would not dis­
close their names.

In company with Constable Cook, 
Dandy McCarty and George TJren, he pro­
ceeded to a patch of Farmer Uren’s woods, 
and on the Grand Trunk Hallway embank- 
ment lurked the hobo In the snn. While 
Mr. Uren and Mr. McCarty attracted his 
attention In front, Chief Skirting and Con­
stable Cook stopped up to him from be­
hind.

The Late Mrs. Lynn Linton.
London Dally Mali.

Mrs. Lynn Linton, who has Jnst died at 
Malvern, was not only oneher residence at 

of the most widely read novelists of our 
time, but will be foe long remembered as 
one of the most pungent critic» of her sex.

She was born at Keswick on Feb. 10, 
1822, her father being vrear of Crosthwalte, 
and her mother the daughter of Bishop 
Goodenough of Carlisle.

She was somewhat of e “revolting daugh­
ter," and spent more time among her fath­
er’s well-stocked bookshelves than he ap­
proved. She early formed an ambition to 
lrave a career, which likewise scandalized 
her family. For those times she was de­
cidedly "advanced.”

She came to London when 23 years of 
age. and began her atory-wrttlng with 
“Azeth," the Egyptian. This she followed 
up with "Amymone: A Romance of the 
Days of Pericles," which she brought out 
with the enqpnragement end advice of Wal­
ter Savage Landor. Among her best-known 
earlier works are; “Witch Stories,” "Grasp 
Your Nettle" (1865), and “Ourselves: Es­
says on Women." It was, however, wttn 
the publication In 1872 of "The True His­
tory of Joshua Davidson" that her name 
was really made; and no long Interval 
elapsed before this book was followed' by 
“Patricia Kemball.” "The World Well 
Lost," “Under Which Lord?” “With a 
Silken Thread,” “Christopher Kirkland,” 
and many more. "
