THE WAY CANADA IS BEING BLED

TO BOLSTER UP

U.S. ENTERPRISES

Grand Trunk Lines in United States Have Not Made Money and
Canadian Taxpayers Have to Make Up Deficits—
Warm Time in Railway Committee.

Ottawa, March 5. —(Special)—The new
phases of the transportation question were
encountered in the Railway Committee to-
day by the Grand Trunk people. Two
Grand Trunk bills were under considera-
tion,; the first to ratify an agreement en-
tered Into in- December last for a lease of
the Saginaw Railway, which shall in fu-
ture be operated by the Grand Trunk, and
the second guaranteeing payment of bonds
of the Grand Trunk Western Railway, in
the sum of $15,000,000, under a plan of
reorganization. Both bills presented the
same principle to Canadian taxpayers.

Mr. W. F. Maclean got the admission
from Mr. Wainwright that the Grand
Trunk's roads in the United States had
been operated with large yearly deficits,

which, under the rearrangement, would
necessarily be made up by the profits from
Canadian traffic.

In regard to the second bill, there was
one clause empowering ‘ the directors to
apply from time to time, as required. the
borrowing powers of the company, grant-

ed by the statutes now In force fur specific |

purposes, to the general purposes of the
company,

Hon. Mr. Blair pointed out that this
dlause would enable the company to apply
its borrowing powers for some local road
in Canada to the building up of the Amefi-
ecan branches. So that both bills sought
to bleed the people of Canada for the
benefit of the foreign branches of the sys-
tem.

Mr. Maclean and Mr, Leighton McCar-

 thy got mto a vigorous altercation as to
{ the meaning of the company’s request in
i the first bill, but Mr. MeCarthy came to
!sve the point more clearly in connection
with the second bill, and in spite of all
the eloquence of the corporatlon lawyers
and the smooth paternalism of Chairman
Sutherland, the committee adjourned with-
out reporting the second bill,

Mr, Blair insisted that the money bor-
rowed on account on Canadian lines should
be expended in Canada, and should not
be used in Portland, to the destruction
of the port of Montreal.

Several members of the committee, how-
ever, pointed out that the company could
very easily get around the condition as
proposed by Mr, Blair, and Mr, Maclean
asked that the clause be killed outright,

Then Mr. Wainwright declared, that To-
ronto merchants had thanked the company
for making Portland the summer as well
as the winter terminus.

This brought Mr. Kemp to his feet. He
made a strong protest against the Kkill-
ing of the St. Lawrence route, the draw-
ing away of one steamship company, and
the attempt now being made to draw an-
other line away from the port of Montreal.

This speech had a powerful effect on
the committee, which was heightened by
the argument of Mr. MecCarthy, showing
that the Grand Trunk people, by means of
a short clause in a private bill, were put-
ting thru ommibus powers, which gacrificed
Canadian interests for the benefit of the
foreign branches.

The peculiar thing apout the morning’s
work was that the first bill was reported,
while. the second falled, The whole mat-
ter will of a certainty be brought up in
the House again.

ire one, they had to own and control land
lines, and the ally of that Mackay-Bennett
cable is the Postal Telegraph system of
the United States, which had to be organ-
{zed and capitalized, and a great deal of
money spent Iin connectlon with it, I
would like to see this Pacific cable scheme
go thru. I am quite prepared, and I know
my constituents are quite preparedto votd
our portion of the money; but while ‘we
are doing that, I think the aennouncement
ought to be made that, in order to realize
the benefit of that cable system,we should
have a nationalized telegraph system in

office, and to pay a decant wage to a man
who will conduct the postoffice, who will
be an operator, and who will, if pecessary,
take charge of the telephcne lines in that
viilage. That will form a grand service,

PARIS EXPOSITION

WAS COSTLY

TO THE PEOPLE OF THIS COUNTRY

The $30,000 Estimate Came Up in the Housé Yesterday and Mr,

Tarte Explained About

the Visit of the French

President—Total Cost Was $315,000.

Ottawa, March B.—(Speclal.)—In the
House in Committee of Supply to-day a
sum of $30,000 was asked to close up the
accounts of the Paris Exposition, making
the expenses $315,000 in all. Mr. Tarte got
$6000, and this item led on to a general
discussion of Mr. Tarte’s position. The Min-
{ster of Public Works sald the Canadians
who had visited the exhibition eaid it was
not worthy of Canada, and the next time
the country should work independently of
the Imperial authorities,

Mr. Borden asked how it was there was
no competent supervision over ¢he Canadian
building.

Recess followed, and on resuming after
dinner Mr. Tarte said as to the visit of the
President of France to the Canadian sec-
tiim: ‘‘One morning I read in the Paris
newspapers that the President was going
to visit the exhibits of the foreign colonies,
I had not- been notified, altho I had been
directly accredited to the French authori-
ties. I made preparations to receive Mr.
Loubet by our main door, but I found that
the British understrappers had arranged
for President Loubet to come in by i small
door. He would simply go into our kitchen
and see the stove exhibit. I felt it was
my duty to Canada not to allow British
understrappers to slight us in that way.
Both French and Riglish Canadians who
were present sided with me. A band of
music had been engaged. There were 300
or 400 Canadians of all creeds and races to
receive Mr. Loubet, and Mr. Crozier, chief
of the protocol, was Informed of the inci-
dent. As soon as he learned such a trick
had been attempted on the President he
changed all the arrangements on the spot,

and the President came into our exhibition
by our main door. An explanation Wwas
given a couple of days afterwards to the
English newspaper men who were in Paris,
and they all congratulated me on the stand
I took. *“As has already been said,” Mr.
Tarte added, “the building was not what
it should have been, and we were obliged to
spend some money imn decorating it. But
when we had covered our shame with drap-
ery and other decorations, it looked very
presentable, [Laughter.]

“If the commissloners who had been fn
Paris before Col. Jekyll's arrival were on
the floor of this Parllament, without any
distinction of origin or creed, they womd
tell stories that would induce the press on
both sides to make up their minds that
when Canada again took part in an exhibi-
tion anywhere we should go on our own
hook.””

Mr, Tarte took the position that an ex-
hibition was a matter of business, not of
foreign policy. In many lines Cunada was
a competitor of the Mother Country. In
proportion to space occupled, Canada shou'd
haveshad 12 out of 60 judges, but was only
given 4. He protested, with the result that
better terms were obtained. He would
urge the House to take the stand that In
matters of business it should be a case of
Canada first.

Mr. Hackett brought up the case of Pin-
eault, who was elected to oppose the local
Liberal Government of Prince Edward
Island, but was purchascd by the promlis2
of a commissiovership to the Paris Exposi-
tion. But he was wanted in the Legisla-
ture to save the Government from defeat,
and so didn’t go to Parls.

Both Mr. Tarte and Mr. Fisher denled
they had had anything to do with Pineauit.

RATHER HARD ON WOLGELEY

He Had His Defenders Among the
Lords, But the Men in Power
Went Against Him.

THE ARMY IS UNDER PARLIAMENT

And the Commander-in-Chief Must
Be Govermed by the Secre-~
tary for War.

London, March 5.—In anticipation of fur-
ther interesting disclosures, the House of
Lords was crowded to-day when the debate
on the War Office administration was re-
sumed, The Duke of Cornwall and York
and many peeresses were present,

The Earl of Northbrook (Liberal) took up
the defence of Lord Wolseley. He depre-
cated Lord Lansdowne’s personal attack on
the former commander-in-chief yesterday,
and the disclosure of a contidential com-
munication to Lord Salisbury.

Both Lord. Rosebery and Lord Sallsbury
participated in the debate, which | was
wound upby Lord Wolseley asking the
House to reserve judgment regarding the
flections cast on him, as later he probably
would refer again to the allegations.

The Duke of Devonshire (Presidentc of the
Council), defended the War Office system.

Lord Rosebery described Lord Wolseley’s
speech as a publie-spirited effort to call
attention to some of the defects he had
found in the practical working of the army
administration. He suggested a secret Pare
liamentary inquiry into the deficiencies of
the War Office.

Lord Salisbury said the disciplinists had
not realized that the army was under Par-
liament, and that the Minister who con-
trolled the army did it as one responsible
to Parliament, and represented aii the au-
thority with which Parlament Invested
bim. The commander-in-chief must be sub-
ordinate to tke Secretary for War. The
system had worked well in the past, and
must be made to work well in the future.

MEMORIAL TO THE QUEEN

Will Take the Form of a Monument
With a Statue of the De-
