There are a number of very singular
features involved in the accusations
egainst certain conductors of the To-
ronto Railway Company of tob-
ping the boxes in. which fares are de-
posited. Officlals of the company in-
sist that they possess a mass of evi-
dence indicating very clearly the guilt
ofi those already arrested and possibly
m‘vaﬁvmg others perhaps unknown at
present to the company managers. Not
jess than fifty conductcrs are under
suspicion.

From the manmer in which agents of
the company, supposed to be Pinker-
ton detectives, are securing informa-
tion concerning the persons Who have
peen purchasing tickets from conduc-
tors in an inregular manner, the im-

on prevails that some one fa-
mﬂg with all details of the situation

is supplying the officers with
evidence. In other words, every-
thing points to the fact ithat
some one of the accused persons

hopes thus to avioid prosecution, This
i{s the idea advanced by officials of the
company. If. the conspiracy to deprive
the company of its revenue was actu-
ally in operation as claimed, the de-
tails will thus be made public when
the trials ocecur.
What the Men Say.

The accused men
and their friends insist that the Pin-
kertons employed on the case awe the |

First Intimation. |

It has developed that the company's
suspicions were aroused in a peculiar
manner. In Janaury a clerk was hand-
ling a number of the fare boxes which
he had just received from the conduc-
tors, when one of the boxes wppled“
over and several coins fell out. The!
clerk’s cyriosity was insfantly acoused
and he mtade a cursory examination of
the mechanism. It was sufficlent to
disclose something wrong with the box,
because the manufacturer guarantees
them practically to be thief-tight.
Other boxes were shaken and out roll-
ed more money. |

The next morning the affair was re- .
ported to Comptroller John Smith. Mr,
Smith 4s an authority on fare boxes.
In fact, he has invented at least one
box that is said to be a very practical
proposition. Mr. Smith minutely exam-
ined some of the boxes. He found the
sizel plungers, which are supposed to
engage each other from opposite sides
axd thus prevent fares being extract-
€4 were worn and cut in a most amaz-
ing manner. What couldl have caused |
such a puzzling condition on the interi-|
or of thé box was a problem requiring
careful investigation. It was finally
decided that it was the result of steel
objects being introduced between the
teeth. There could be only one purpos:z
for such a thing, and the impression |
was forced upon the company officials
that some persom or persons handling
the boxes were extracting fares from
them. Theh it was decided to call in
professional detectives to ascertain the
authors of the crooked work., Recent
arrest of conductors is the sequel.

All Boxes Tampered With.

The Toronto Raflway Company
employs about 500 conductors. ;ach
conductor uses a separate box in which
to collect fares for the day. The boxes,
remain exclusively for the day in pos-|

N GIVE THANKS

London, June 8.—The noisy jubila-
tion with which London has resound-
ed for the last week was succeeded
to-day by more subdued, altho not
less impressive, public demonstration
of thankfulness for the return of peace
in South Africa. The thanksgiving
gervices in London were typical of ‘he
services held thruout the empire, but
the presence of King FPdward and
cther members of the royal family at
the principal devotional services in
London, and the passing of the royal
personages to and from St. Paul's Ca-
thedral, with— thusands of British
subhjects and visitors to London, gave
thanksgiving day in \the metropolis
the added feature of a notable historic

occasion.
Quiet Church Parade.
The program of this morning was
not -intended to be accompanied by
special ostentation. King Edward and

the strects even in semi-stat2, but
rode to St. Paul's in an . ordinary
landau drawn by four horses, accom-
panied by postilions and outriders.
Only those members of the royal fam-
ily who reside in Buckingham Falace
accompanied Their Majesties, The
Prince and Princess of Wales and
others proceeded to St. Paul’'s sep-
arately, but, by the same route as did
Their Majesties. The King and Queen
